
         FROM THE PASTOR’S  DESK 

Greetings! 
 

I discovered a strong spiritual connection between Venerable Maria Consolata Betrone (one of my favorite spiritual 

people) and Our Lady of Consolation, especially through her religious name and her devotion to the Blessed Mother as 

a source of comfort and intercession.  
 

Let's look at their connection: 

Her religious name: When she became a Capuchin Poor Clare nun in 1930, she chose the name Sister Maria 

Consolata. This name, which means "Consoler," was chosen specifically to model herself after Our Lady of 

Consolation, who is known as the Consoler of the afflicted. 
 

Origin of her name and mission: A key devotion to Our Lady of Consolation has been promoted from the Santuario 

della Consolata in Turin, Italy, since the 17th century. It was in Turin that Sister Maria Consolata lived and took her 

vows, tying her directly to the geographical heart of this devotion. 
 

Entrusting herself to Mary: Before entering the convent, Pierina Betrone (Maria's birth name) entrusted herself to the 

Blessed Virgin Mary. Following the teachings of Saint Louis de Montfort, she consecrated her life to Mary so that her 

life could be a complete gift to God. 
 

The "Littlest Way" prayer: One of the core practices of Maria Consolata's "Littlest Way of Love" (my favorite prayer) 

goes like this, "Jesus, Mary, I love You! Save souls!". This prayer links Maria's continuous act of love for Jesus directly 

with her love for Mary and intercession for souls. Her spiritual director, Father Lorenzo Sales, noted that love for Jesus 

and Mary is inseparable in Maria's spiritual life. 
 

Shared Consolata tradition: Her devotion to Our Lady is part of a wider spiritual tradition in Turin. In 1902, the rector 

of the Santuario della Consolata, (the local basilica dedicated to Our Lady of Consolation) Saint Fr. Giuseppe 

Allamano, founded the Consolata Missionaries. While Sister Maria Consolata was not part of their order, the shared 

dedication to Our Lady of Consolation from the same location is notable. 
 

I first learned of this powerful connection when I was researching the history of Our Lady of Consolation Church.
