GOSPEL MEDITATION
John 4:5-42

Recently I received a note from a teenager I met years ago.
He wrote, “Dear Father Muir, you probably do not
remember me, but [ wanted to thank you for your inspiring
and humorous homilies at the parish. They helped me
appreciate the beauty of Catholicism, which I have now
embraced in a personal way.” That small note moved me
more than he probably imagined. I had no idea my words
had taken root in him. I was simply sowing seeds — week
by week, Mass by Mass. Someone else — his parents, a
youth minister, or God Himself — was doing the deeper
work. Now this young man is joyfully reaping a harvest of
faith.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus offers living water to a Samaritan
woman whose life had been full of searching and
disappointment. By the end of their
encounter, she becomes a bold and joyful
evangelist. Then Jesus turns to his disciples
and says something easily overlooked:
“One sows and another reaps” (John 4:37).
He is helping them — and us — understand
how evangelization works. Often, the one
who sows the seeds of faith is not the one
who sees the fruit.

This Lent, ask yourself: Are you in a
sowing phase or a reaping phase? If you are sowing —
raising children, praying for someone, mentoring — be
patient. Your work matters. If you are reaping — seeing
someone, come alive in faith — be grateful. You are
standing on sacred ground, tilled and watered by others.
Lenten challenge: Thank someone who once sowed faith
into your life. And keep sowing, even when the harvest is
unseen. Father John Muir...c.

MEDITACION EVANGELICA
Juan 4:5-42

(A
qué pozo voy por agua? ;Ddnde esta Jesus,
cansado y sediento? ;Qué me pide que
haga? ;Donde debo anunciarlo? Sefior,
como a la samaritana, hazme testigo de tu
Evangelio. Para lograrlo, recordemos que
el Espiritu Santo, desde nuestro Bautismo, ha sido
derramado en nosotros como fuente de agua viva. No hay
excusa para no participar como discipulos misioneros en
nuestras parroquias, en la familia y en la sociedad. jSefior,

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When God asks for Water

One of my earliest memories is of my mother weeping.
The last few months of her pregnancy with my little
brother were tremendously painful for her, and more
than once the pain brought her to tears. I have a hazy
image of her in my mind, belly swollen with a 12-
pound baby lying transverse in the womb, sitting on
the edge of her bed, dabbing at her face with toilet
paper.

I had brought her the toilet paper. I would do that when
I saw her crying, to wipe away her tears. [ have a hazy
memory of that, too — of the way my heart was
wrenched by the sight of her suffering, of my
desperation to do something to help, and of my
immense satisfaction when she would take the toilet
paper, smile and say, “Oh, thank you, sweetheart!” a
if I had just airlifted her out of a war zone.

What a powerful gift to give to a child still learning the
meaning of compassion and selflessness — the gift of
being able to feel that she has, even in some small way,
“rescued” a person she worships. Her smile of
gratitude lives, immortal, in my mind, along with the
swell of satisfaction it produced in the deepest corner
of my heart. This was when I learned that it feels good
to help people, and this memory is a perpetually
replenished well of living water for me. I draw from it
daily, three decades later.

This is a gift that Christ gives, over and over again, in
the Gospels. He allows us to encounter him tired,
afraid, sad and hungry. Omnipotent power subjected
to the utter vulnerability of human form.

Before the Incarnation, God looked down from
Heaven and said, “You are thirsty. Here is something
to drink.”

After the Incarnation, God sits down beside us and
says, “I’m thirsty. Give me something to drink.”c.»

Uno de mis primeros recuerdos es de mi madre
llorando.

Los ultimos meses de su embarazo con mi hermanito
fueron tremendamente dolorosos para ella, y mas de
una vez el dolor la hizo llorar. Tengo una imagen
borrosa de ella en mi mente, con el vientre hinchado
con un bebé de 12 libras acostado transversalmente en
el utero, sentada en el borde de su cama, frotandose la
cara con papel higiénico.

Le habia traido el papel higiénico. Lo hacia cuando la
veia llorar, para secarse las lagrimas. También tengo
un vago recuerdo de eso: de la forma en que mi
corazén se desgarraba al ver su sufrimiento, de mi
desesperacion por hacer algo para ayudar, y de mi
inmensa satisfaccion cuando tomaba el papel
higiénico, sonreia y decia: "jOh, gracias, carifio!"
como si acabara de sacarla en avion de una zona de
guerra.

Qué regalo tan poderoso para darle a un nifio que ain
estd aprendiendo el significado de la compasion y el
altruismo, el regalo de poder sentir que, aunque sea de
alguna manera, ha "rescatado" a una persona a la que
adora. Su sonrisa de gratitud vive, inmortal, en mi
mente, junto con la oleada de satisfaccion que produjo
en lo mas profundo de mi corazoén. Fue entonces
cuando aprendi que se siente bien ayudar a las
personas, y este recuerdo es un pozo de agua viva
perpetuamente renovado para mi. Saco de ¢l a diario,
tres décadas después.

Este es un don que Cristo da, una y otra vez, en los
Evangelios. Nos permite encontrarlo cansado,
asustado, triste y hambriento. Poder omnipotente
sometido a la absoluta vulnerabilidad de la forma
humana.

Church Division

If we are all meant to be united in Christ, why is
there so much division in the Church?

Each Sunday, we profess that we believe in “one,
holy, catholic, and apostolic Church.” The Church
is indeed one because her source is the Trinity, and
she 1s founded by Christ. The Church also exists
in the fallen world and is made up of fallen people.
Sometimes, there are tensions over what we
believe as Catholics. Who is Jesus really? Are we
affected by original sin? How do our traditional
sexual ethics play out amidst medical and
technological developments? Doctrinal
disagreements are rarely just about ideas ... they
occur within a context.

Tensions are influenced by various social and
political factors of the time period. For example,
Martin Luther’s attempts at reform gained
followers, in part, as a reaction against poor moral
practices within the Catholic Church. When the
schism between the Eastern Orthodox Church and
the Catholic Church occurred in 1028, tensions
between the two culturally different regions had
been brewing for centuries.

Division still occurs within the bounds of the
Church today. Oftentimes, this is about pastoral or
practical matters. These Questions can vary.
Should we incorporate Latin back into the liturgy?
What is the best way to reach the youth in our
parish? These may not be articles of faith, but
people have strong opinions about what ought to
be done. We can remember the prayer of Christ —
“that all might be one” — and do what we can to
grow in understanding and respectful dialogue. e

VIDA CATOLICA EXPLICADA
Division Eclesiastica
Si todos estamos destinados a estar unidos en
Cristo, ;por qué hay tanta division en la Iglesia?
Cada domingo, profesamos que creemos en "una
Iglesia santa, catolica y apostdlica". La Iglesia es,
en efecto, una porque su fuente es la Trinidad, y
ha sido fundada por Cristo. La Iglesia también
existe en el mundo caido y esta formada por
personas caidas. A veces, hay tensiones sobre lo
que creemos como catdlicos. ;Quién es Jesus
realmente? ;Nos afecta el pecado original?
(Como se desarrolla nuestra ética sexual
tradicional en medio de los desarrollos médicos y
tecnologicos? Los desacuerdos doctrinales rara
vez se refieren solo a ideas... ocurren dentro de un
contexto.

Las tensiones estan influenciadas por diversos
factores sociales y politicos de la época. Por
ejemplo, los intentos de reforma de Martin Lutero
ganaron seguidores, en parte, como reaccion
contra las malas préacticas morales dentro de la
Iglesia Catoélica. Cuando se produjo el cisma entre
la Iglesia Ortodoxa Oriental y la Iglesia Catolica
en 1028, las tensiones entre las dos regiones
culturalmente diferentes se habian estado
gestando durante siglos.

La division todavia ocurre dentro de los limites de
la Iglesia hoy en dia. A menudo, se trata de asuntos
pastorales o practicos. Estas preguntas pueden
variar. /Deberiamos volver a incorporar el latin a
la liturgia? ;Cudl es la mejor manera de llegar a
los jovenes de nuestra parroquia? Puede que estos
no sean articulos de fe, pero las personas tienen
opiniones firmes sobre lo que se debe hacer.
Podemos recordar la oracion de Cristo — "que
todos sean uno" — y hacer lo que podamos para
crecer en la comprension y el didlogo respetuoso.
