Palm Sunday of the Passion of the Lord

A few months before they married, my twenty-three-
year-old sister and her fiancé planned a cross-country
road trip to visit his family. My parents told them that
they could only go if they slept in separate hotel rooms,
offering to foot the bill. It might sound prudish, but my
parents wanted the young couple to understand that their
approaching unity was close, but not yet. Patience
solidifies love.

What could this possibly have to do with Palm Sunday?
It’s usually overlooked, but the Gospels tell us that, after
entering Jerusalem, Jesus “looked around ... and since it
was late, went out to Bethany with the twelve” (Mk
11:11) for the night. Who cares? Why include this detail?
Jews in those days believed that the new Davidic King
would one day re-enter and “marry” the city. A new
future marked by fidelity would begin for God’s people.
Israel’s God would be in union with His people forever.
Without over-sexualizing the metaphor, perhaps Jesus
refused to sleep in Jerusalem to remind us of his marital
purpose. He was entering Jerusalem as the bridegroom-
king. It was almost time, but not yet. Soon he will sleep
in Jerusalem in the tomb and then something new will
begin: his one body, his Church.

Lenten challenge: This Holy Week, | challenge you to
keep this image in your mind all the way until Easter
Sunday: Jesus is the faithful bridegroom who patiently
prepares his bride for their new life together. Go to the
Good Friday liturgy and kiss the cross. When you do, let
that gesture be the long-awaited “I do” to our faithful
God, who always waits for us.

The Whole Story
The Bible is a strange book.

It’s one of the only books that most people never read in its
entirety, even those who claim it as one of their favorites.
It’s also one of the only books that we feel comfortable
chopping up and sectioning out. There’s nothing wrong
with that, really, until people start making wholesale
judgments of divine revelation based on one tiny part of it.
You can’t base your belief system on a few lines from
Leviticus and ignore the Gospels, just like you can’t
embrace the teachings of Jesus and ignore the Old
Testament. You need to accept the whole story, in its
entirety, or none of it means anything

But it’s hard, because accepting the whole story means
patience. It means critical thinking. It requires endurance.
It’s easier just to throw a line from Leviticus at a problem
and be done with it.

Holy Week reminds us that salvation history is a tapestry,
not a collection of threads. As beautiful as the individual
stitches might be, you won’t appreciate the message unless
you back up and look at the complete product. If we didn’t
have the whole story, Holy Thursday and Good Friday
would be neither holy nor good. And without Holy Week,
Easter morning means nothing — it’s just a guy waking up.
How often in life do we find ourselves confused to the point
of hopelessness, unable to make sense of it all?
Overwhelmed by the pain and suffering that exists in this
world, and for seemingly no reason. Some of us become so
frustrated we throw up our hands and despair.

We need Easter. We need the whole story. We need to be
patient.

Si no
tuviéramos toda la historia, el Jueves Santo y el Viernes Santo
no serian ni santos ni buenos. Y sin la Semana Santa, la
mafiana de Pascua no significa nada: es s6lo un hombre
despertando.

¢Con qué frecuencia en la vida nos encontramos confundidos
hasta el punto de la desesperanza, incapaces de encontrarle
sentido a todo? Abrumados por el dolor y el sufrimiento que
existe en este mundo, y aparentemente sin motivo alguno.

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ADORATION LENTEN MESSAGE

Joseph Aloisius Ratzinger was born in April 1927, ordained in
1951, and became Pope Benedict XVI in 2005. He “heartily
recommended the practice of Eucharistic Adoration” and
believed “the most sacred place in a church is where the
Eucharist is kept.”

But what is adoration, and what are we supposed to do before
Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament? Pope Benedict XVI said,
“Adoration is recognizing that Jesus is our Lord. It is saying,
‘Jesus, I am yours. I will follow you in my life. I never want
to lose your friendship. I ask you, please stay with me
always.”” During this time, you can spend time with Jesus,
sharing with him your troubles and your hopes. Imagine
seeing a loved one who has passed away. What would you tell
them? You would have so much to share: how much you love
them, all the good that has happened, and maybe even the
tough experiences you have gone through. This is precisely
what you do before Jesus. Not because He doesn’t know these
things but because He is waiting for you to share these
experiences with Him

On Holy Thursday Vigil, you can also reflect on the seven
steps that led to Jesus’ crucifixion. Jesus prays on the Mount
of Olives (Luke 22: 39-46), Jesus is bound and taken before
Annas (John 18: 11-24), Jesus is taken before the High Priest,
Caiaphas (Matthew 26: 62-65), Jesus is taken before Pilate
(John 18, 28-37), Jesus is taken before Herod (Luke 23: 8-11),
Jesus is taken before Pilate again (Matthew 27: 22-26) and
Jesus is mocked with a crown of thorns and led to his
crucifixion (Matthew 27: 27-31).

The time you spend before the Blessed Sacrament with Jesus
is time creating a friendship with Him. Pope Benedict said,
“When, in adoration, we encounter the greatness of His gift,
but we also encounter the Passion, the Cross of Jesus, and His
Resurrection. Through our gaze of adoration, He draws us to
Himself and transforms us as He transformed the Host.”

We invite you to spend time with Jesus, as He asked the
apostles to pray and keep watch this Holy Thursday after 7 pm
mass. A procession will follow from the church to the parish
hall, and the vigil will conclude at midnight. You can stay a
little while or as long as you would like.

ADORATION LENTEN PRAYER

Jesus, present in the Eucharist, help me that I may listen
inwardly to hear your will. I ask you to please stay with me
always; I never want to lose your friendship. Although I
cannot see you in human form, I know the invisible things are
the most profound, the most important. Let me meet you
before the Tabernacle, the invisible but powerful Lord who
helps us to live well. Amen.

MENSAJE CUARESMAL DE ADORACION

Joseph Aloisius Ratzinger naci6 en abril de 1927, fue ordenado
sacerdote en 1951. En 2005, fue elegido Papa y escogio el nombre
Benedicto XVI. “Recomend6 profundamente la practica de la
Adoracion Eucaristica” y creia que “el lugar mas sagrado de una
iglesia es donde se guarda la Eucaristia”.

Pero ;qué es la adoracion y qué debemos hacer ante Jests
Sacramentado? El Papa Benedicto XVI dijo: “La adoracion es
reconocer que Jesus es nuestro Seflor. Es decir: 'Jesus, soy tuyo'.
Te seguiré en mi vida. Nunca quiero perder tu amistad. Te lo pido,
por favor, quédate conmigo siempre.” Frente al Santisimo
Sacramento, puedes pasar tiempo con Jesus, compartiendo con ¢l
tus problemas y tus esperanzas. Imaginate ver a un ser querido
que ha fallecido. ;Qué¢ le dirias? Tendrias mucho que compartir:
cuanto lo amas, todo lo bueno que te ha sucedido y tal vez incluso
las experiencias dificiles por las que has pasado. Esto es
precisamente lo que hacemos ante Jesus. No porque El no sabe
de estas cosas, sino porque esta esperando que compartamos estas
experiencias con El.

Durante la Vigilia del Jueves Santo, también podras reflexionar
sobre los siete pasos que llevaron a la crucifixion de Jesus. Jesus
ora en el Monte de los Olivos (Lucas 22:39-46), Jests es atado y
se le lleva ante Anas (Juan 18:11-24), Jesus es llevado ante el
Sumo Sacerdote, Caifas (Mateo 26:62 -65), Jesus es llevado ante
Pilato (Juan 18, 28-37), Jesus es llevado ante Herodes (Lucas 23:
8-11), Jesus es llevado ante Pilato nuevamente (Mateo 27: 22-26)
y Jests recibe burlas con una corona de espinas y se le lleva a su
crucifixién (Mateo 27: 27-31).

El tiempo que pasas ante el Santisimo Sacramento con Jests es
tiempo creando una amistad con El. El Papa Benedicto dijo:
“Cuando, en la adoracion, encontramos la grandeza de Su don,
pero también encontramos la Pasion, la Cruz de Jests y Su
Resurreccion. A través de nuestra mirada de adoracién, El nos
atrae hacia El mismo y nos transforma como transformé a la
Hostia”.

Les invitamos a pasar tiempo con Jesus, como les pidi6 a los
apostoles a orar y velar este Jueves Santo después de la misa de
las 7 p.m. Habra una procesion desde la iglesia hasta el salon
parroquial y la vigilia concluird a medianoche.
