John 10:1-10

“I am the good shepherd. A good shepherd lays down his
life for the sheep.” John 10:11

My most boring job was working at an insurance company
as a college student. My main task? Filing. Now imagine if
I had told my supervisor, “I just want you to know, I’'m
willing to die for these files.” She would have called a
psychiatrist — or at least security.

There is something absurd in Jesus’ words in today’s
Gospel: “I am the good shepherd... I lay down my life for
the sheep.” (John 10:11) It sounds noble, until you think
about it. No one dies for sheep. Not a hired hand. Not even
a good shepherd. Sheep are important, sure, but not worth
a human life.

And yet, Jesus insists: 1 will die for them. The crowd
understandably responds: “He is out of his mind.”

C.S. Lewis once said that Jesus does not leave us the option
of calling him merely a good teacher. If someone speaks
like him, he is either lying, crazy, or telling the truth. John’s
Gospel won’t let us stay sentimental. Jesus means it. He
reveals a love that surpasses logic — a love that measures
worth not by strength or success, but by the willingness to
suffer unto death.

The Good Shepherd’s madness is mercy. His cross makes
no earthly sense and yet it makes divine sense. He lays
down his life not for kings or saints but for sheep — for the
ordinary, the unworthy, for you and me.

Think of someone who may feel unworthy of love. Do
something simple and generous for them, not because they
deserve it, but because Jesus did the same for you.

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The Devil’s Long Con

The algorithm on my streaming service has been
suggesting a lot of romantic scam documentaries
lately. If you’re not familiar, romantic scams are a
particularly cruel form of “the long con.”

Some man presents himself to some woman as Prince
Charming. He wines her. He dines her. He charms her
mom and makes her friends jealous. Little red flags
pop up here and there, but she shrugs them all off. She
accepts convenient explanations.

She just wants to be happy.

And then one day, Prince Charming vanishes, along
with the contents of the woman’s savings account.
Every victim says the same thing: “I should have
known better, but I wanted it to be real.”

I think the reason I’'m so drawn to these shows is that
I identify with these women. No, I’ve never been the
victim of a romantic scam (if my husband married me
thinking he would gain access to some kind of fortune,
he’s the one who got scammed). But we have all told
ourselves that something is right because it feels right.
We have shrugged off doubts about a choice, a
relationship, a habit.

We have accepted easy answers that don’t pass the
sniff test — because we really, really wanted an
answer, and we really, really wanted it to be easy.
The devil is a romantic scammer. A third-party retailer
hawking  knock-off joy and
fulfillment. A wolf in sheep’s
clothing. A false prophet. A thief, a
robber who has climbed the fence,
knowing the gate will not admit
him.

These are all different ways of
saying the same thing: we can
recognize what is real by where it
comes from. What it sounds like.
This ability to discern truth is
written into our souls. We can ignore it, if we want.
Suppress it. We can follow the stranger.

But where will he lead?

La Larga Estafa del Diablo

No,
nunca he sido victima de una estafa romantica (si mi
marido se casé conmigo pensando que tendria acceso
a alglin tipo de fortuna, €l es el que ha sido estafado).
Pero todos nos hemos dicho a nosotros mismos que
algo esta bien porque se siente bien. Hemos dejado de
lado dudas sobre una eleccion, una relacion, un habito.
Hemos aceptado respuestas faciles que no pasan la
prueba— porque realmente, realmente queriamos una
respuesta, y realmente, realmente queriamos que fuera
facil.

El diablo es un estafador
romantico. Un  minorista
externo que vende alegria y
satisfaccion de imitacion. Un
lobo con piel de cordero. Un
falso profeta. Un ladrén, un
bandido que ha escalado la
valla, sabiendo que la puerta
no le dejara entrar.

Todas estas son formas
diferentes de decir lo mismo:
podemos reconocer lo que es real por su origen. Como
se escucha. Esta capacidad de discernir la verdad esta
grabada en nuestra alma. Podemos ignorarla, si
queremos.  Reprimirla.  Podemos  seguir al
desconocido.

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Exaltation of the Cross

What is the history behind the Feast of the Exaltation
of the Holy Cross?

Emperor Constantine’s mother, Helena, is credited
with having discovered the true cross around 330. She
traveled to the Holy Land and uncovered the places
associated with Jesus’ life. Legend has it that Helena
uncovered three crosses but was not able to detect the
true cross until each of them was laid on a leper. Only
one of them cured the leper, proving it to be the true
cross. A great church was built at the site, and soon
various portions of the cross were sent to other
churches as relics to be venerated.

The day after the dedication of the Church of the Holy
Sepulchre, September 14, 335, the actual cross was
displayed for veneration. Egeria, a women traveler to
Jerusalem around the year 386, kept a diary that has
survived. She tells of the unique veneration of the
wood of the cross that took place on Good Friday,
something maintained ritually to
this very day.

The Exaltation of the Holy Cross
focuses on the gift of love that Jesus
manifested by his total gift of self,
offered for all. The cross, the
ultimate form of capital punishment
in its day, has become for us the
ultimate symbol of love and
triumph over evil and death. ©c.»

Exaltacion de la Cruz

(Cual es la historia detras de la fiesta de la Exaltacion
de la Santa Cruz?

A la madre del emperador Constantino, Helena, se le
atribuye haber descubierto la verdadera cruz alrededor
del ano 330. Viajo a Tierra Santa y descubri6 los
lugares asociados con la vida de Jests. Cuenta la
leyenda que Helena descubri6 tres cruces, pero no
pudo detectar la verdadera cruz hasta que cada una de
ellas fue colocada sobre un leproso. Solo una de ellas
curd al leproso, demostrando que era la verdadera
cruz. Se construy6 una gran iglesia en el sitio, y pronto
varias partes de la cruz fueron enviadas a otras iglesias
como reliquias para ser veneradas.

El dia después de la dedicacion de la Iglesia del Santo
Sepulcro, el 14 de septiembre de 335, se exhibid la
cruz real para su veneracion. Egeria, una viajera a
Jerusalén alrededor del afio 386, llevd un diario que ha
sobrevivido. Cuenta la singular veneracion del madero
de la cruz que tuvo lugar el
Viernes Santo, algo que se
mantiene ritualmente hasta el dia
de hoy.

La Exaltacion de la Santa Cruz se
centra en el don del amor que
Jesus manifestd por su entrega
total de si mismo, ofrecido por
todos. La cruz, la forma maxima
de pena capital en su dia, se ha
convertido para nosotros en el
simbolo supremo del amor y el
triunfo sobre el mal y la muerte.
