Encourage Deeper Understanding
of Scripture

Lately I’ve been enjoying the deep meaning of Eastern
icons. | love how they express a tapestry of meaning in a
way that can surpass the written or spoken word. Today’s
parable of the ten virgins from Jesus is a good example.
Try googling “wise and foolish virgins icon” and you’ll
see an image of how our Christ meets our heart’s deepest
needs if we attend to him with the proper attitude.

I’m serious. Take a moment to google and look at it. See
how it depicts the risen Jesus behind a closed door with
the five wise virgins with lighted lamps. He gazes with
them toward the five foolish and lamp-less virgins,
symbolizing the outward looking of divine love for the
lost. Moreover, the wedding feast is no ordinary one. It
takes place in a walled city and garden, indicating it’s a
new Jerusalem and a return to Eden. The table isn’t
typical, either. It’s a Eucharistic feast. Now we see that
the door in Jesus’ parable is the way into the church,
where Christ is the new light burning amidst the dark
midnight of this world.

The richness continues. We notice, too, that the foolish
virgins look exactly the same as the wise ones in their
clothes, hair, and expressions. The only difference is they
departed to buy oil and now they are sadly excluded. We
often act like consumers in the marketplace to fulfill our
need for love and mercy. We’ll always end up
disappointed if we shop around. Jesus sums up the moral
of the story this way: “Watch therefore, for you know
neither the day nor the hour.” Watch, remain, don’t
spiritually shop. It is always better to quietly remain
close to the Eucharistic community of the Church, even
if we feel like our oil has run out. This week let’s
consider placing the icon of the wise and foolish virgins
on our phone lock screen or computer desktop to help us
remember to stay close to him, especially when life feels
dark. eLri

Seeking Wisdom

I think if any of us were asked the question, “Do you love
wisdom? Do you seek wisdom?” we would, at first, be a
little taken aback. And then we would answer quickly “Of
course!” with absolutely no doubt in our minds.

But a different way of asking the question is this: “Are you
making wise choices?” That’s a question that would put a
fair few of us on the back foot.

The virgins who went out to meet the bridegroom were all
the same. They had the exact same intentions. They had the
exact same stamina, or lack of it. They had the exact same
knowledge of the night being dark and lamps being
necessary.

What made five foolish, and five wise?
It was their choices. Only their choices set them apart.

We may rely upon the wisdom of another — the parent who
reminds us to go to confession, the friend who demurs when
we start speaking gossip, the priest who preaches boldly
from the pulpit against an injustice we lack the courage to
denounce ourselves. But even if we feel safeguarded by
their good influence, their wisdom won’t save us.

We may possess a little wisdom ourselves — we may know
well that a dark night is hard to navigate, and that we need
the assistance of a lamp. We may go to Mass once in a
while, read the Bible when we have time and serve others
when it’s convenient.

But a lamp needs oil to burn in the darkness, just as wisdom
requires action to be brought forth into the world.

We may love God just as much as we should — our flesh
may pine; our soul may thirst. But a parched field never
brought rain on itself just by being dry.

We must make the choice.

Podemos confiar en la sabiduria de otro: el padre o madre
gue nos recuerda ir a confesarnos, el amigo que pone
objeciones cuando comenzamos a hablar chismes, el
sacerdote que predica con audacia desde el pulpito contra
una injusticia que no tenemos la valentia de denunciar. Pero
incluso si nos sentimos protegidos por su buena influencia,
su sabiduria no nos salvara.

Es posible que nosotros mismos poseamos un poco de
sabiduria: podemos saber bien que una noche oscura es
dificil de navegar y que necesitamos la ayuda de una
lampara. Podemos ir a Misa de vez en cuando, leer la Biblia
cuando tenemos tiempo y servir a los demas cuando sea
conveniente.

Pero una lampara necesita aceite para arder en la oscuridad,
asi como la sabiduria requiere accion para manifestarse en
el mundo.

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OUR LORD JESUS CHRIST, KING OF THE UNIVERSE

We usually share an Adoration Lenten Message before the
Holy Thursday Vigil; in the same way, we share a message
before our Christ the King Vigil.

Christ the King Vigil is coming soon! But.what does that
mean for us? For the next two weeks, let's learn-more
about this solemnity so we can fully participate and adore
our King on November 26th and the Vigil.the night before
on November 25",

In 1922, Pope Pius Xl saw the devastation left'by World
War I. This war brought so.much death, turmoil;-paverty,
and political upheaval. A treaty of peace thatWwas supposed
to end the war only cultivated hatred;injustice, and more
political unease. People sought comfort and" leadership
from anyone who could_remove this despair and hunger:
Relief from emerging dictators and political#regimes
caused people to exclude-God intheir day=to-day.lives.
Many saw the teaching ‘ef the Church as no longer
relevant. The 20th-century policies, laws, and views were
missing Christian principles, and, in turn, theyspushed
Jesus out of people’s minds and,-in some instances, from
their lives.

In 1925, Pope Pius Xl created the Kingship.of Christ'to
bring Jesus back into people’s.focus«He asserted Christ's
sovereignty over all forms_of government. Rulers and
governments may come and go, but Christ reigns-as:\King
forever. The feast was initially celebrated on the last
Sunday of October because it was near the end of the
church’s liturgical year and before All'Saints Day.

In 1969, Pope Paul VI made some changes to-the-feast to
help emphasize Christ’s total sovereignty. The name, date,
and ranking in the Church of the feast were changed. The
Kingship of Christ was now “Our Lord Jesus Christ, King
of AIL” The date was moved to the last Sunday of the
liturgical year, given the rank of solemnity, the highest
rank of celebration in the Church. This year, Christ the
King will be on November 26th, and the Vigil adoring our
King will be on Saturday, November 25th, from 5 pm-
midnight.

Lord, Jesus Christ, Our Sovereign King, the beginning
and end of all-things, you have made your Church to be a
people that bears witness to the goodness and beauty of
your Kingdom. By your Holy Spirit, you have united us as
one body, called to live as one family of God. Fill our hearts
with your grace that we would be close to you by being
close to the vulnerable and marginalized. Give us-the
patience to share one another’s:burdens and give us the
courage to always be friends of the truth. May we remain
with you always.

Un tratado de paz
guessupuestamente pondria fina la guerra sélo cultivo el
edio, la linjusticia y'mas malestar politico. La gente
buscaba consuelo y liderazgo en cualquiera que pudiera
eliminar, esta~desesperacion y hambre. El alivio de los
dictadores y regimenes politicos emergentes hizo que la
gente excluyera a Dios.de su vida cotidiana. Muchos vieron
que las'ensenianzas de la Iglesia ya noeran relevantes. Las
politicas, leyes y puntos.de vista del siglo XX carecian de
principios cristianos vy, a.su vez, sacaron a Jesus de la
mente.de las personas y, en.algunos casos, de sus vidas.

En 1925, el Papa PioX1 cred la Realeza de Cristo para que
la'gente volviera a centrar la atencion en Jesus. Afirmo la
seberania de Cristo sobre todas las formas de gobierno.
LLos gobernantes y gobiernos pueden iry venir, pero Cristo
reina‘como Rey para siempre. La fiesta se celebraba
inicialmente el-dltimo domingo de octubre porque estaba
cerca del final del afio litargico de la iglesia y antes del Dia
de Todos los Santos.

En 1969, el Papa Pablo VI hizo algunos cambios en la fiesta
para enfatizar la soberania total de Cristo. Se cambiaron
el nombre, la fecha y la clasificacion en la Iglesia de la
fiesta. La Realeza de Cristo era ahora “Nuestro Sefior
Jesucristo, Rey de Todos”. La fecha se traslado al ultimo
domingo del afio litdrgico, dado el rango de solemnidad, el
rango mas alto de celebracion en la Iglesia. Este afio Cristo
Rey sera el 26 de noviembre y la Vigilia en adoracion a
nuestro Rey sera el sabado 25 de noviembre de 5 pm a
medianoche.
