Encourage Deeper Understanding
of Scripture

When | was a kid, | hated playing Monopoly because my
siblings and friends always seemed to win. But worse
was how it happened. Scared to risk my fake money on
buying properties, I’d hold on to it. My opponents
hungrily bought up the various real estate squares on the
board. Then, inevitably, my poor, low-equity self would
land on their spots, pay them rent, and my money would
drain to zero. It seemed so unfair. The rich get richer, and
the poor get poorer.

I had to learn that monopoly money is meant to be spent.
I was scared to lose some of it. So, | lost all of it.

How do we see what we possess? Jesus’ parable about
the talents is not really about economics but about the
investability of everything he entrusts to us. How
marvelous that everyone in the fable who places talents
in the open market doubles their investment. The only
one who doesn’t is the man who fearfully buries his one
talent. Jesus’ success strategy for us seems to be,
whatever we have, get it out of our possession. Risk it as
quickly and as fully as we can.

You and | have precious gifts. We have valuable things
to invest — time, talents, treasure. The Lord invites us to
be brave and even somewhat reckless, to give as much
away as possible. If we give it away in the direction of
love and truth, it will grow. If we hold on to it in fear, the
little we have will be taken away. Let me challenge you
this week: find something in your life you’re holding on
to, and risk it by giving it away. It won’t double if you
hold on to it. ecri

What Remains

When my grandfather died, my parents, siblings, and |
were left with the question: what’s to become of the
house?

Anyone who has inherited property knows that it’s not
simply a matter of assuming ownership of a plot of land
upon which sits four walls and a roof. Those four walls
and a roof usually contain memories and objects — an
enormous volume of both, in the case of my grandfather.
When they’re left to you, you have to sift through them,
the memories and the objects, and with each one you
have to think: Is it worth it? Do | keep it? Will | need it?

And slowly, painfully, you disassemble the physical
existence of the person who lived here. You accept, with
a pang, that most of it must be given away or discarded.
You cry when you bag up the clothes to take to Goodwill.
You can’t even bear to look when they break the piano
into a hundred pieces and throw it in a dumpster,
realizing that no one wants or has a use for something
that was once so precious.

But when you come upon a rosary that was used so many
times it has begun to fall apart, you don’t even think
twice before keeping it, and not because you need the
rosary. You need what it means. You need what it
reminds you of.

When all is said and done, each of us will be called
before our master to settle accounts, just as my
grandfather was.

“Where are the gifts I gave you? What remains of the
fortune to which I entrusted you?”” he will ask us. “What
have you done with the peace? What have you done with
the love? What have you done with the mercy?”

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OUR LORD JESUS CHRIST, KING OF THE UNIVERSE

It is one week away from the last Sunday of our Liturgical Year and celebrating Christ the King. It may seem odd
to be discussing the end of the year when the calendar year still has another month. However, next week is more
important than we realize. We mark the ending of the Church’s year by publicly declaring Christ is our King, He
is the King of all Kings. Right before we begin to adore our infant King next month, we adore our Risen King in
His full glory! What is so beautiful is that Jesus invites us to join Him in his Kingdom. This invitation stirs
something within us to rise up to proclaim and commemorate His sovereignty over all mankind.

Pope Pius XI's message still applies today as it was in the 1920s. We are reminded that Jesus, Our King, should
not only be adored privately but publicly. We are to live out our faith by sharing the love that Jesus offers us to
others. We are encouraged to bring Jesus back into our day-to-day activities such that anyone can see our King,
the ruler of our heart and soul, is Jesus Christ. So where do we start? We celebrate and live out our faith in public.
The more we trust in Jesus to help us in this endeavor, the more we will become familiar with recognizing the
spiritual guidance provided to us by the Holy Spirit.

But the question remains: how do we live it? Think of it like this, do you go and celebrate a loved one’s birthday
at a restaurant and sing to them? We are not afraid to show others our love by celebrating an important date. We
call out congratulations as our loved ones succeed; think of graduations. In the same way, that is how we begin
to show Jesus is our King by showing His love. We can start small, help someone cross the road, open the door,
share the message of Christ with a friend, or participate in public adoration of the Blessed Sacrament.

Next Saturday, we invite you to come and adore Christ the King in the Blessed Sacrament. You can stop by for a
few minutes or stay however long you like. Jesus will be waiting for you, fully present in the Blessed Sacrament.
As we have shared in the Lenten Messages, we know Jesus is truly present in the Eucharist. He has given us
countless miracles to show us the Eucharist is His true Body and Blood. Much like you would visit a friend on
their special day, we invite you to visit Jesus on this special day.
