Parade Rules & Regulations 

1. Floats, Schools and Walkers check in at the Berlin Mennonite Church. All other entries check in at the 
intersection of SR 39 & Crilow Road (east of downtown). There is no entry at Crilow and TR 366. 

2. Line-up begins at 3pm (no entry before 3pm). 
3. For everyone’s safety, items must be handed to spectators by walkers. No throwing from floats. 
4. The cones are for everyone’s safety. Please stay within the cones and throw items past them. 
5. Each company is allowed 2 entries: there is no guarantee they will be next to each other unless they arrive 

together. 
6. A map will be sent with registration confirmation. Entry points and exit/drop-off routes will be marked. 
7. Be respectful of those allowing us to use their street. PICK UP YOUR TRASH before the parade begins! 
8. All units must complete the parade route. 
9. Horses will be the last entries in the parade.
