Let God Love You 

 
Phil 1:6 Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good 
work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ. 
 
Sometimes the hardest part of faith is not believing God can work but trusting 
Him enough to let Him. Old wounds, disappointments, and insecurities can 
make us pull back just when God is trying to move us forward. We pray for 
growth, peace, and healing, yet we tense up when God starts touching the 
places that feel tender or unfinished. When we resist the process, we slow 
down the very work we asked Him to do. 
 
God’s love is not passive or distant. His love is active, intentional, and 
committed to shaping us into who He designed us to be. Trust issues often 
show up as control issues, and control keeps us stuck. Letting God perfect 
us means releasing the need to manage every outcome and believing He 
knows how to handle your heart better than you do. 
 
Jer 29:11 For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the Lord, 
thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you an expected end. 
 
When we submit to God’s perfecting, we are not losing ourselves, we are 
becoming whole. His plans are good even when the process feels 
uncomfortable. 
 
Pro 3:5-6 Trust in the Lord with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own 
understanding. In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy 
paths. 
 
Prayer Focus: Father, I choose to release my fear and control and allow 
You to work freely in my heart. Teach me to trust Your love and Your process 
even when I do not understand it. Amen. 
 
Verse of the Day: Psa 138:8 The Lord will perfect that which concerneth 
me: thy mercy, O Lord, endureth for ever: forsake not the works of thine own 
hands. 
 

Living the Word Today:  God’s love is not just comforting but correcting 
and refining. When we stop resisting, we begin to experience peace in the 
process.   
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March 2  
A Working Faith 

 
Jas 2:17 Even so faith, if it hath not works, is dead, being alone. 
 
Faith is more than what we believe in our hearts. It shows up in how we live, 
how we obey, and how we respond when God asks us to move. A working 
faith is not about perfection but participation. God invites us to trust Him 
enough to take steps, even small ones, that line up with what we say we 
believe. 
 
Heb 11:6 But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh 
to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that 
diligently seek him. 
 
Real faith stays active because it is rooted in relationship. When we seek 
God, our faith grows legs. It begins to work through obedience, patience, 
forgiveness, and consistency, even when results are not immediate. 
 
Pro 16:3 Commit thy works unto the Lord, and thy thoughts shall be 
established. 
 
God never asked us to carry the work alone. He asks us to commit it to Him 
and trust His guidance in the process. A working faith says, Lord I will do my 
part and trust You with the outcome. That kind of faith brings peace because 
it rests in God’s faithfulness, not personal strength. 
 
Prayer Focus: Lord, help my faith move beyond words and show up in my 
daily obedience. I trust You to guide my steps as I commit my actions to You. 
 
Verse of the Day:  Col 3:23 And whatsoever ye do, do it heartily, as to the 
Lord, and not unto men; 
 
Living the Word Today: A working faith requires trust that God honors 
obedience, even when progress feels slow. When faith is put into action, 
confidence in God grows stronger. 
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March 3 
 

Lay Aside Every Weight 
 

Heb 12:1 Wherefore seeing we also are compassed about with so great a 
cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every weight, and the sin which doth so 
easily beset us, and let us run with patience the race that is set before us. 
 
God never intended for us to carry everything we have picked up along the 
way. Some weights are obvious like sin and disobedience, but others look 
harmless like worry, guilt, fear, and old disappointments. They slow us down 
quietly and make the journey feel harder than it needs to be. God invites us 
to release anything that keeps us from moving freely with Him. 
 
Matt 11:28 Come unto me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and I will 
give you rest. 
 
Jesus made it clear that rest is part of the walk of faith. Letting go is not 
weakness, it is trust. When we bring our burdens to Him, we choose freedom 
over frustration and faith over control. God also reminds us that we do not 
have to manage our struggles alone. Laying aside every weight is a daily 
decision. Each step becomes lighter when we choose to trust God with what 
weighs us down and focus on the path He has set before us. 
 
1 Pet 5:7 Casting all your care upon him; for he careth for you. 
 
Prayer Focus: Lord, I release every burden that I was never meant to carry. 
Help me trust You fully as I walk forward in freedom and faith. 
 
 

Verse of the Day: Isa 1:18 Come now, and let us reason together, saith the 
Lord: though your sins be as scarlet, they shall be as white as snow; though 
they be red like crimson, they shall be as wool. 
 
Living the Word Today: Holding on to sin, disobedience, or bad habits can 
cost us more than letting them go. Trust God with your burdens and your 
walk with Him will become lighter and more focused. 
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March 4 
Faith to Create 

 
Gen 1:1 In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. 
 
Creation begins with faith because faith trusts God before anything is visible. 
God did not wait for conditions to be perfect before He created, and He does 
not ask us to wait either. When God places an idea, a vision, or an 
assignment in your heart, He is inviting you to partner with Him. Faith to 
create means believing that what God started in you has purpose and 
potential, even when it feels unfinished. 
 
Heb 11:3 Through faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the 
word of God, so that things which are seen were not made of things which 
do appear. 
 
Faith reminds us that God works beyond what we can see or measure. 
Creation often looks messy at first. Faith keeps moving forward when 
clarity comes one step at a time and progress feels slow. 
 
Prov 16:3 Commit thy works unto the Lord, and thy thoughts shall be 
established. 
 
God never calls us to create alone. He gives direction, strength, and 
confirmation as we commit our work to Him. Faith to create is trusting that 
God will guide what your hands touch and your heart carries. When you 
stay connected to Him, what you build will reflect His purpose and His 
timing. 
 
Prayer Focus:  Lord, give me faith to trust You with the vision You placed 
inside me. Help me create with confidence, patience, and obedience as I 
lean on You. 
 
Verse of the Day: Eph 2:10 For we are his workmanship, created in Christ 
Jesus unto good works, which God hath before ordained that we should walk 
in them. 
 
Living the Word Today: Faith is the starting point, not the reward. When 
we trust God enough to begin, the work comes together.  
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March 5 
 

Just Hold On 
 

Deut 31:6 Be strong and of a good courage, fear not, nor be afraid of them: 
for the Lord thy God, he it is that doth go with thee; he will not fail thee, nor 
forsake thee. 

There are seasons when faith feels less like confidence and more like 
endurance. When prayers seem unanswered and progress feels slow, 
holding on can feel exhausting. Yet God never asks us to hold on alone. His 
presence stays steady even when our strength feels weak, and His promises 
remain true even when our emotions shift. 

Isa 40:31 But they that wait upon the Lord shall renew their strength; they 
shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and 
they shall walk, and not faint. 

God’s Word reminds us that waiting is not wasted time. Holding on does 
not mean pretending everything is fine. It means trusting that God is 
working in ways we cannot yet see and choosing to stay anchored in hope. 

Gal 6:9 Let us not be weary in well doing: for in due season we shall reap, 
if we faint not. 

When the pressure to give up feels heavy, remember that God honors 
perseverance. Just holding on can be an act of faith. Every moment you 
choose to trust God instead of quitting is evidence that He is still at work in 
you. 

Prayer Focus: Father, help me hold on when my strength feels low and my 
answers feel delayed. I trust You to carry me through this season and finish 
what You started, Amen. 

Verse of the Day:  Psa 27:14 Wait on the Lord: be of good courage, and he 
shall strengthen thine heart: wait, I say, on the Lord. 

Living the Word Today: Holding on is sometimes the bravest expression of 
faith. Trust grows when hearts choose endurance over surrender.  
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March 6 
You Shall Have What You Say 

Mark 11:23 For verily I say unto you, That whosoever shall say unto this 
mountain, Be thou removed, and be thou cast into the sea and shall not 
doubt in his heart, but shall believe that those things which he saith shall 
come to pass he shall have whatsoever he saith. 

Words matter more than we sometimes realize. What we speak consistently 
often reveals what we believe deep down, and those beliefs shape our 
direction. Faith filled words invite hope, peace, and expectation, while 
negative words can quietly drain confidence and trust. God calls us to speak 
in alignment with His truth, not our fear. 

Pro 18:21 Death and life are in the power of the tongue: and they that love 
it shall eat the fruit thereof. 
 
Scripture reminds us that life and direction are connected to our words. 
Speaking faith does not mean denying reality. It means choosing to declare 
what God says even while circumstances are still catching up. 
 
Col 4:6 Let your speech be alway with grace, seasoned with salt, that ye 
may know how ye ought to answer every man. 
 
God also encourages us to let our words reflect the faith we claim to have. 
When we speak with faith, patience, and trust, we position ourselves to 
receive what God has promised. Over time, consistent faith filled with speech 
strengthens hope and aligns our hearts with His will. 

Prayer Focus: Father, help me guard my words and speak what lines up 
with Your truth. Teach me to speak faith even when my situation 
challenges my confidence. Amen. 

Verse of the Day:  Job 22:28 Thou shalt also decree a thing, and it shall be 
established unto thee: and the light shall shine upon thy ways. 

Living the Word Today: What is spoken repeatedly often becomes what is 
believed. Faith grows stronger when words are chosen with intention and 
trust in God.    
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March 7 

Easy to Let In, Hard to Let Go 
 

Pro 4:23 Keep thy heart with all diligence; for out of it are the issues of life. 

Some things enter our lives quietly and without resistance. A thought, a habit, 
or a compromise can seem small at first, but over time it grows roots. There 
is an old saying that sin will take you further than you want to go and keep 
you longer than you want to stay, and that truth still holds. What we allow in 
easily often becomes the hardest thing to release later. 

1 Pet 5:7 Casting all your care upon him; for he careth for you. 

God warns us because He loves us. When something begins to weigh on 
our hearts, it is often a sign that God is inviting us to let it go. Letting go does 
not mean shame or failure. It means choosing freedom over familiarity and 
trusting God with the process of healing. 

Psa 51:10 Create in me a clean heart, O God; and renew a right spirit within 
me. 

God also promises renewal when we come to Him honestly. Nothing that 
entered quietly is too deep for God to remove. When we surrender what has 
overstayed its welcome, God replaces heaviness with peace and restores 
what was affected along the way. 

Prayer Focus: Lord, show me what I have allowed into my heart that is 
hindering my walk with You. Give me the strength to release it and trust You 
to restore what has been impacted. 

Verse of the Day: John 8:36 If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye 
shall be free indeed. 

Living the Word Today: What enters unnoticed can still be healed when 
brought into God’s light. Letting go creates space for peace, clarity, and 
renewed faith.  
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March 8 
 

Increase Your Exposure to God’s Word 
 

Psa 119:105 Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, and a light unto my path.  
 
The more we expose ourselves to God’s Word, the clearer life begins to 
make sense. What we hear regularly shapes how we think, how we respond, 
and what we believe. When the Word becomes part of our daily rhythm, it 
starts correcting what is off and strengthening what is weak. God uses His 
Word to steady us when life feels noisy and overwhelming. 
 
Rom 10:17 So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of 
God. 
 
Scripture reminds us that growth comes from consistent engagement with 
truth. Faith does not grow by accident. It grows when we choose to listen, 
read, and apply what God says. The Word has a way of renewing 
perspective and restoring confidence when we feel uncertain. 
 
Jas 1:22 But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your 
own selves. 
 
God also calls us to live out what we take in. Increased exposure brings 
increased responsibility, but it also brings increased peace. The more space 
the Word has in our lives, the more room God has to shape our hearts and 
guide our steps. 

Prayer Focus:  Lord, help me make room for Your Word every day. Let it 
speak louder than my fears and shape how I live and believe. 

Verse of the Day: Col 3:16 Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all 
wisdom; teaching and admonishing one another in psalms and hymns and 
spiritual songs, singing with grace in your hearts to the Lord. 

Living the Word Today:  What fills the heart will eventually guide life. 
Consistent time in the Word strengthens faith and brings clarity to everyday 
decisions.  
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March 9 
 

Look Where You’re Going 
 
Pro 4:26 Ponder the path of thy feet, and let all thy ways be established. 

Where we focus our attention matters more than we think. Life can pull our 
eyes in a hundred directions, and before we know it, we are reacting instead 
of moving with purpose. God gently reminds us to be mindful of the direction 
we are heading, not just the speed. Looking where you are going helps you 
walk with intention and keeps you aligned with what God is doing in your life. 

Pro 3:5-6 Trust in the Lord with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own 
understanding. In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy 
paths. 

God never leaves us without guidance. When we pause and invite God into 
our decisions, clarity follows. Direction becomes clearer when trust replaces 
hurry and faith replaces fear. 

Col 3:2 Set your affection on things above, not on things on the earth. 

God also encourages us to keep our focus steady, especially when 
distractions try to pull us off course. Looking where you are going means 
choosing God’s perspective over temporary pressure. When your eyes stay 
on Him, your steps begin to line up with His purpose. 

Prayer Focus: Lord, help me slow down and pay attention to the direction 
of my life. Guide my steps and keep my focus on where You are leading me. 
Amen. 

Verse of the Day: Psa 32:8 I will instruct thee and teach thee in the way 
which thou shalt go: I will guide thee with mine eye. 

Living the Word Today: Direction shapes destiny more than speed ever 
could. When focus is placed on God’s guidance, each step gains purpose 
and peace.  
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March 10 
Be Fishers of Men 

Mat 4:19 And he saith unto them, Follow me, and I will make you fishers of 
men.  

Jesus did not call perfect people; He called willing ones. Being a fisher of 
men is less about having all the right words and more about having a heart 
that points others to Him. Everyday conversations, simple kindness, and 
genuine love often open doors that sermons never could. God uses ordinary 
lives to make an eternal impact when we stay open and available. 

Rom 1:16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power 
of God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also 
to the Greek. 

Sharing faith does not mean pressure or performance. It means living in a 
way that reflects the grace you have received. When faith is lived out 
naturally, it becomes an invitation rather than an argument. 

Mat 28:19 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name 
of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost. 

God also gives us direction and purpose in reaching others. Being a fisher 
of men starts with obedience and trust. God handles the hearts while we stay 
faithful to the call. 

Prayer Focus: Father, make my life a reflection of Your love and truth. Use 
my words and actions to draw others closer to You. In Jesus’ name, Amen. 

Verse of the Day: Pro 11:30 The fruit of the righteous is a tree of life; and 
he that winneth souls is wise. 

Living the Word Today: Faith shared with love leaves a lasting 
impression. God works through willing hearts that choose obedience over 
comfort. 
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March 11 
 

Obedience and Faith Work Together 
 
John 14:15 If ye love me, keep my commandments. 
 
Faith and obedience were never meant to be separated. Faith believes God, 
and obedience responds to what He says. One without the other leaves us 
stuck between intention and action. When we trust God, obedience becomes 
a natural expression of that trust rather than a burden. 
 
Jas 2:18 Yea, a man may say, Thou hast faith, and I have works: shew me 
thy faith without thy works, and I will shew thee my faith by my works. 
 
Scripture shows us that faith is proven through action. Obedience puts 
movement behind belief. It says God, I trust You enough to follow even when 
the outcome is not clear yet. 
 
Heb 11:8 By faith Abraham, when he was called to go out into a place which 
he should after receive for an inheritance, obeyed; and he went out, not 
knowing whither he went. 
 
God honors faith that listens and obedience that moves. Abraham is a 
powerful example. When faith and obedience work together, growth happens 
and God’s direction becomes clearer with each step. 
 
Prayer Focus:  Father, help me trust You deeply and obey You willingly. 
Strengthen my faith so my actions line up with what I believe. 
 
Verse of the Day: Luke 11:28 Blessed are they that hear the word of God, 
and keep it. 
 
Living the Word Today: Faith grows stronger when obedience follows 
belief. Trust becomes visible when actions reflect confidence in God. 
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March 12 
 

Your Gift Will Make Room for You 
 
Pro 18:16 A man’s gift maketh room for him, and bringeth him before great 
men. 
 
God placed gifts inside each of us on purpose. Your abilities, passions, and 
skills were never meant to stay hidden or unused. Sometimes it feels like no 
one sees what you carry, but God does. When you remain faithful with what 
He has given you, He knows exactly how and when to open the right doors. 
 
Rom 11:29 For the gifts and calling of God are without repentance. 
 
Gifts flourish when they are stewarded with humility and consistency. God 
does not take back what He placed inside you. Even seasons of waiting are 
not wasted, because God is shaping character while preparing opportunity. 
That preparation allows your gift to stand strong when the door finally opens. 
 
Col 3:23 Whatsoever ye do, do it heartily, as to the Lord, and not unto men; 
 
God also honors diligence and faithfulness in how we use our gifts. When 
your focus stays on pleasing God instead of chasing validation, your gift 
speaks for itself. God knows how to position you in spaces where what you 
carry is needed and valued. 
 
Prayer Focus: Lord, help me remain faithful with the gifts You have placed 
in my life. Teach me to trust Your timing and Your positioning. 
 
Verse of the Day: Psa 37:4 Delight thyself also in the Lord; and he shall 
give thee the desires of thine heart. 
 
Living the Word Today: Gifts grow when they are nurtured with patience 
and obedience. God opens doors at the right time for those who remain 
faithful. 
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March 13 
All Things Are Possible to Him That Believes 

 
Mark 9:23 Jesus said unto him, If thou canst believe, all things are possible 
to him that believeth. 
 
Belief changes how we see everything. It does not remove challenges, but it 
reshapes our response to them. When faith is present, hope stays alive even 
when circumstances feel heavy. God invites us to believe Him beyond what 
feels reasonable and beyond what looks likely. 
 
Heb 11:1  Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of 
things not seen. 
 
God works through faith, not fear. Believing does not mean ignoring reality. 
It means trusting God’s power and promises more than what is visible in the 
moment. Faith keeps us moving forward when answers are still unfolding. 
 
Sometimes believing God is a daily decision, not a one time moment. Faith 
must be renewed when prayers seem delayed and progress feels slow. 
Choosing to believe anyway builds spiritual endurance and reminds the heart 
that God is still present and still working. Holding onto faith during the waiting 
season strengthens trust and deepens relationship with Him. 
 
Mat 19:26 With God all things are possible. 
 
Nothing is beyond God’s reach. When belief is anchored in Him, limitations 
lose their grip. Faith opens the door for God to do what only He can do, often 
in ways we did not expect but always in ways that grow us. 
 
Prayer Focus: Father, strengthen my belief when doubt tries to take over. 
Help me trust You fully and expect You to move in every situation. 
 
Verse of the Day: Gen 18:14 Is any thing too hard for the Lord? 
 
Living the Word Today: Belief shifts perspective and renews hope. Faith 
invites God’s power into places that once felt impossible. 
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March 14 

Hear God’s Word and Live 

Mat 4:4 Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth 
out of the mouth of God. 

Hearing God’s Word is more than listening with our ears. It is about allowing 
truth to reach the heart and shape how we live each day. God’s Word brings 
direction, correction, and life when we are willing to receive it fully. When we 
truly hear what God is saying, it changes how we think, choose, and respond. 
 
Jas 1:22 But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your 
own selves. 

Hearing must lead to action. Hearing without obedience leaves faith 
incomplete. When we apply God’s Word, it strengthens us and produces 
growth that is visible over time. Obedience breathes life into what we hear. 
Faith without works is dead. 

Psa 119:11 Thy word have I hid in mine heart, that I might not sin against 
thee. 
 
Living by the Word keeps us grounded when life feels uncertain. God’s truth 
sustains us and gives wisdom for everyday decisions. When the Word lives 
within us, it guides our steps and keeps us connected to God’s purpose. 
 
Prayer Focus:  Lord, open my heart to truly hear Your Word and receive it 
with understanding. Help me live out what You speak so my life reflects Your 
truth. 
 
Verse of the Day: John 13:17 If ye know these things, happy are ye if ye 
do them. 
 
Living the Word Today:  Hearing God’s Word brings life when we welcome 
and obey it. Living the Word daily strengthens faith and brings lasting clarity. 
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March 15 
 

 

Pray for the Salvation of Your Loved Ones 
 

2 Pet 3:9 The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as some men count 
slackness; but is longsuffering to us ward, not willing that any should perish, 
but that all should come to repentance. 

When it comes to the people we love, prayer often carries both hope and 
heartache. We see their struggles, their resistance, or their distance from 
God, and it weighs on us deeply. Prayer becomes the place where we 
release what we cannot control and trust God to work in ways we cannot 
see. God hears every prayer spoken with love and faith, even when answers 
take time. 

1 Tim 2:3-4 For this is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Saviour; 
Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the 
truth. 
 
Salvation is God’s desire, not just ours. Prayer softens hearts, opens doors, 
and prepares the way for truth to be received. Even when conversations feel 
impossible, prayer keeps hope alive and active. God’s Word is powerful and 
effective. Praying for salvation is trusting God to pursue hearts with patience 
and love. Our role is faithfulness in prayer while God handles the timing and 
the transformation. 
 
Isa 55:11 So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not 
return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall 
prosper in the thing whereto I sent it 
 
Prayer Focus:  Father, I lift my loved ones before You and ask that You 
draw them to Yourself. Give me patience, faith, and peace as I trust You to 
work in their hearts. 
 
Verse of the Day: Acts 16:31 Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou 
shalt be saved, and thy house. 

Living the Word Today:  Prayer keeps hope alive when answers are not 
immediate. God is faithful to pursue every heart with love and purpose.   
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March 16 
Truth Shines Light on Darkness 

 
John 1:5 And the light shineth in darkness; and the darkness 
comprehended it not. 

Truth has a way of revealing what has been hidden. God’s truth does not 
shame or confuse, it brings clarity and freedom. When we allow His truth into 
dark places of fear, doubt, or misunderstanding, light begins to break 
through. Darkness cannot remain where truth is welcomed. 

Psa 119:105 Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, and a light unto my path. 

God’s Word consistently points us toward light and understanding. Truth 
guides our steps when life feels uncertain and decisions feel heavy. Even 
when truth challenges us, it does so with love and purpose, leading us 
toward growth, healing, and alignment with God’s will. 
 
John 8:32 And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free. 
 
Living in truth produces freedom and stability. Choosing truth means 
choosing God’s perspective over confusion and fear. As we walk in truth 
daily, darkness loses its influence and peace begins to take its place in our 
hearts and minds. 

Prayer Focus:  Father shine Your truth into every area of my life that needs 
clarity. Help me walk confidently in Your light and trust Your guidance. 

Verse of the Day:  2 Cor 4:6 For God, who commanded the light to shine 
out of darkness, hath shined in our hearts, to give the light of the knowledge 
of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ. 
  
Living the Word Today: Truth brings clarity and removes confusion when 
it is embraced. God’s light gives direction, peace, and freedom to those 
who walk in it. 
.   
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March 17  
Get Your Joy Back 

 
 

Psa 51:12 Restore unto me the joy of thy salvation; and uphold me with thy 
free spirit. 

Joy can feel distant when life has been heavy for a while. Stress, 
disappointment, and unanswered prayers have a way of slowly draining it, 
sometimes without us even noticing. God never intended joy to be a 
temporary feeling that disappears when things get hard. Joy is a gift that 
comes from being connected to Him, not from having perfect circumstances. 

Neh 8:10 The joy of the Lord is your strength. 

Joy strengthens us when energy is low and hope feels thin. God also 
reassures us that joy can return, even after seasons of sorrow. Morning does 
come, even if the night feels long right now. 

Sometimes joy fades because we have been carrying burdens we were 
never meant to hold alone. God invites us to bring those things to Him 
instead of letting them steal our peace. When worries are released and trust 
is renewed, joy has room to breathe again. God is gentle in restoration and 
patient with hearts that are tired. 

Psa 30:5 Weeping may endure for a night, but joy cometh in the morning. 

Getting your joy back often starts with returning to God honestly. It means 
laying down the weight you have been carrying and trusting Him to renew 
what feels worn out. God is faithful to restore what has been lost when we 
turn our hearts back to Him. Joy grows again when praise replaces pressure 
and trust replaces fear. 
 
Prayer Focus: Lord, restore the joy that has been worn down by life and 
challenges. Help me reconnect with Your presence and find strength in You 
again. Amen. 
 
Verse of the Day: Psa 16:11 Thou wilt shew me the path of life: in thy 
presence is fulness of joy; at thy right hand there are pleasures for evermore. 
 
Living the Word Today:  Joy is not gone forever just because it feels distant 
right now. God is faithful to restore joy to hearts that turn back to Him.
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March 18 
Obedience When It Doesn’t Make Sense Yet 

 
Prov 3:5  Trust in the Lord with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own 
understanding. 
 
There are moments when God asks for obedience before giving explanation. 
It can feel uncomfortable to move forward without clarity, especially when 
logic says to wait. Obedience in these moments is an act of trust that says 
God knows more than what can be seen right now. Faith grows when we 
choose to follow even while questions remain unanswered. 
 
Isa 55:8 For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my 
ways, saith the Lord. 
 
God’s perspective is higher than ours. Obedience does not require full 
understanding, only willingness. God often reveals the why after the yes. 
Each step taken in faith builds confidence that He is leading with purpose. 
 
Obedience also protects us from staying stuck in fear or hesitation. When 
we wait for everything to make sense, we can miss what God is already 
doing. Moving forward in obedience keeps our hearts open and our spirits 
sensitive to His direction. God honors movement that is rooted in trust, even 
when the outcome is not clear. 
 
Heb 11:7 By faith Noah, being warned of God of things not seen as yet, 
moved with fear, prepared an ark to the saving of his house. 
 
Noah obeyed before the rain ever came. Obedience like that positions us for 
protection, growth, and blessings we could not see coming. 
 
Prayer Focus: Father, help me obey You even when the path is unclear. 
Strengthen my trust so I can follow You without needing all the answers. 
 
Verse of the Day: Pro 3:6 In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall 
direct thy paths. 
  
Living the Word Today: Obedience often comes before understanding. 
Trust deepens when faith chooses action over certainty. 
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March 19 
Faith When We Feel Unqualified 

 
2 Cor 12:9 And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my 
strength is made perfect in weakness. 
 
Feeling unqualified is often the very place where faith is tested and 
strengthened. God frequently calls people who do not feel ready so that His 
power can be clearly seen. When we focus only on what we lack, it is easy 
to forget who is doing the calling. Faith steps forward not because we feel 
capable, but because we trust that God is. 
 
2 Tim 1:7 For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of 
love, and of a sound mind. 
 
God equips those He calls. Feeling unqualified does not disqualify us from 
being used by God. It often means we are in a position to rely on Him more 
fully. God’s strength shows up best when we stop trying to rely on our own. 
Doubt often speaks loudest when we are standing on the edge of obedience. 
Those moments can feel uncomfortable, but they are also opportunities for 
growth. When we choose faith over hesitation, confidence begins to build 
through experience. God meets us in the step we take, not just the plans we 
make. 
 
1 Cor 1:27 But God hath chosen the foolish things of the world to confound 
the wise; and God hath chosen the weak things of the world to confound the 
things which are mighty. 
 
Faith grows when we move forward despite insecurity. God does not require 
perfection, only obedience and trust. 
 
Prayer Focus: Lord, help me trust You when I feel unprepared or unsure. 
Remind me that Your strength is greater than my limitations. 
 
Verse of the Day: Phil 1:6 Being confident of this very thing, that he which 
hath begun a good work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ. 
 
Living the Word Today:  God’s calling is not based on personal ability alone. 
Faith increases when trust replaces fear and self-doubt. 
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March 20 
God is Forming You 

 
Isa 64:8 But now, O Lord, thou art our father; we are the clay, and thou our potter; 
and we all are the work of thy hand. 
 
There are seasons when life may feel uncomfortable and unfinished. That feeling 
can leave you wondering what God is doing. Those moments are often part of the 
forming process. God does not rush His work, and He does not abandon what He 
starts. Even when progress feels slow, His hands are steady and intentional. 
 
Phil 1:6 Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good work in 
you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ. 
 
Growth often happens through process. Formation takes time because God is 
shaping more than outcomes. He is shaping character, faith, and endurance. What 
feels like pressure is often preparation. 
 
Sometimes the forming happens in hidden places where no one else can see the 
change taking place. Those quiet seasons are not wasted or forgotten. God often 
does His deepest work when there is little applause and few explanations. Trust 
grows when we believe that God is working even when results are not immediate. 
 
Eph 2:10 For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good works, 
which God hath before ordained that we should walk in them. 
 
God’s work in us has purpose. He is forming us with intention and care. Every step, 
lesson, and delay is part of how He prepares you for what lies ahead. 
 
Prayer Focus: Father, help me trust You while You are forming me. Give me 
patience and peace as You complete Your work in my life. 
 
Verse of the Day: Psa 18:30 As for God, his way is perfect: the word of the Lord is 
tried: he is a buckler to all those that trust in him. 
 
Living the Word Today: Growth often feels uncomfortable before it becomes 
beautiful. Trusting the process allows faith to mature and purpose to unfold. God’s 
forming work produces strength, wisdom, and deeper dependence on Him over 
time. 
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March 21 
When You Don’t Know What Else to Say 

 
Romans 8:26 Likewise, the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what 
we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us with 
groanings which cannot be uttered. 
 
There are moments in life when words fail us. The burden is heavy, emotions are 
deep, and our understanding is limited. In those seasons, we may feel inadequate 
in prayer, unsure of what to say or how to say it. Yet Scripture assures us that 
prayer is not dependent solely upon our ability to articulate words, but is also 
empowered by the Holy Spirit. 

God never intended prayer to be a performance. Prayer is a relationship. When we 
come to the end of ourselves, the Holy Spirit steps in to help us. Romans 8:26 
reminds us that when we do not know what to pray for, the Spirit intercedes on our 
behalf according to the will of God. Those “groanings which cannot be uttered” are 
not confusion; they are communication beyond human language.  

1 Cor 14:14 For if I pray in an unknown tongue, my spirit prayeth, but my 
understanding is unfruitful.  

Jude 20 But ye, beloved, building up yourselves on your most holy faith, praying in 
the Holy Ghost, 
 
Praying in the Holy Ghost strengthens our inner man. It builds faith, renews hope, 
and aligns our hearts with God’s purpose. Even when words are few or absent, the 
Spirit prays perfectly. Silence before God is not emptiness—it is surrender. When 
you do not know what else to say, show up anyway. Sit in His presence. Trust the 
Holy Spirit to pray through you and for you. God hears every prayer spoken and 
unspoken. 
 
Prayer Focus: Lord, teach us to rely on the help of the Holy Spirit in prayer. When 
words fail, we trust You to intercede according to Your perfect will. 
 
Verse of the Day: Psalm 34:17 The righteous cry, and the LORD heareth, and 
delivereth them out of all their troubles.” 
 
Living the Word Today: When prayer feels difficult, pause and invite the Holy 
Spirit to lead. Rest in God’s presence, knowing He understands your heart 
completely. 
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March 22 
 

A Daily Walk with God 
 

Mic 6:8 He hath shewed thee, O man, what is good; and what doth the Lord 
require of thee, but to do justly, and to love mercy, and to walk humbly with 
thy God? 
 
Walking with God should be about consistency. A daily walk is built through 
small moments of prayer, reflection, and obedience that add up over time. 
God desires a willing heart that chooses Him again and again throughout the 
day. 
 
Psa 119:105 Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, and a light unto my path. 
 
Staying connected to God brings strength and clarity. When we walk with 
God daily, His Word guides our decisions and steadies us when life feels 
uncertain. Each step taken with Him builds trust and deepens relationship. 
 
1 Thes 5:17 Pray without ceasing. 
 
God invites us to stay close through continual dependence. A daily walk 
means talking to God in ordinary moments and leaning on Him in every 
situation. Over time, that steady connection shapes our character and keeps 
our hearts aligned with His will. 
 
Prayer Focus: Lord, help me walk with You daily and remain aware of Your 
presence. Teach me to trust You in every step and moment. Help me to be 
more aware of your presence in my life. 
 
Verse of the Day:  Jas 4:8 Draw nigh to God, and he will draw nigh to you. 
 
Living the Word Today: A daily walk with God grows through intentional 
connection. Consistency in seeking Him brings peace and spiritual strength. 
Over time, small faithful steps lead to deeper trust and a stronger relationship 
with Him.

March 23 
When Obedience Costs You Relationships 

 
Luke 18:29-30 And he said unto them, Verily I say unto you, There is no 
man that hath left house, or parents, or brethren, or wife, or children, for the 
kingdom of God’s sake, Who shall not receive manifold more in this present 
time, and in the world to come life everlasting. 
 
Obedience can be one of the hardest choices when it affects the people 
closest to us. Saying yes to God does not always come with understanding 
or support from others. Sometimes growth creates distance, and boundaries 
bring tension. Even so, obedience is about honoring God first and trusting 
Him with what feels painful to release. 
 
Mat 10:34 Think not that I am come to send peace on earth: I came not to 
send peace, but a sword. 
 
Following God may come with sacrifice. This does not mean God delights in 
division, but it does mean truth can disrupt comfort. Obedience exposes what 
cannot walk with you into the next season. God sees the cost and He cares 
deeply about the ache that comes with it. 
 
Psa 34:18  The Lord is nigh unto them that are of a broken heart; and saveth 
such as be of a contrite spirit. 
 
God promises to be present when obedience feels lonely. When 
relationships shift, God remains steady. He replaces what is lost with peace, 
purpose, and support that aligns with where He is leading you. Obedience 
may cost relationships, but it never costs His presence. 
 
Prayer Focus: Father, give me strength to obey You even when it hurts. 
Comfort my heart and help me trust You with every relationship affected by 
my obedience. 
 
Verse of the Day: Isa 41:10 Fear thou not; for I am with thee: be not 
dismayed; for I am thy God: I will strengthen thee; yea, I will help thee; yea, 
I will uphold thee with the right hand of my righteousness. 
 
Living the Word Today:  Choosing obedience can feel isolating, but it keeps 
the heart aligned with God’s will. Faith grows when trust remains firm despite 
personal loss.  
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March 24 
 

Conviction vs Condemnation 
 
Rom 8:1 There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in 
Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. 
 
Conviction and condemnation may feel similar, but they come from very 
different places. Condemnation pushes with shame and leaves you feeling 
stuck and hopeless. Conviction comes from God and gently points you 
toward change with love and purpose. One weighs you down, while the other 
invites you forward. 
 
John 16:8 And when he is come, he will reprove the world of sin, and of 
righteousness, and of judgment: 
 
Conviction reveals what needs to change, but it also reassures us that 
change is possible. It is meant to draw us closer to God, not push us away 
from Him. Condemnation focuses on failure, but conviction focuses on 
restoration. Scripture explains this difference clearly. 
 
2 Cor 7:10 For godly sorrow worketh repentance to salvation not to be 
repented of: but the sorrow of the world worketh death. 
 
When God convicts, He also offers grace, direction, and a way forward. His 
correction always comes wrapped in mercy. 
 
Prayer Focus: Father, help me recognize Your conviction and reject 
condemnation. Lead me with truth and grace as You shape my heart and 
actions. 
 
Verse of the Day: Psa 32:8 I will instruct thee and teach thee in the way 
which thou shalt go: I will guide thee with mine eye. 
 
Living the Word Today: Conviction brings clarity and hope while 
condemnation brings heaviness and fear. God’s voice always leads toward 
healing, growth, and freedom. 
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March 25 
The Waiting Seasons 

 
Psa 27:14 Wait on the Lord: be of good courage, and he shall strengthen 
thine heart: wait, I say, on the Lord. 
 
Waiting is one of the hardest parts of faith. It can feel like nothing is moving 
while prayers sit unanswered and doors remain closed. Yet waiting does not 
mean God is absent or inactive. Often the waiting seasons are where trust 
is built and hearts are shaped in ways that could not happen otherwise. 
 
Isa 40:31 But they that wait upon the Lord shall renew their strength; they 
shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and 
they shall walk, and not faint. 
 
Strength is renewed while we wait, not after it ends. God uses waiting to 
deepen dependence and refine faith so we are ready for what is ahead. Our 
waiting will not be wasted. 
 
Lam 3:25 The Lord is good unto them that wait for him, to the soul that 
seeketh him. 
 
Even when answers feel delayed, God is working behind the scenes. Every 
moment spent trusting Him is preparing us for the timing He has already set. 
Waiting teaches us how to listen more closely to God. When movement 
slows, distractions fade and His voice becomes clearer. In these seasons, 
God often gives direction, wisdom, and reassurance that we may have 
missed in busier moments. Waiting becomes a place of preparation rather 
than frustration. 
 
Prayer Focus: Father, help me remain patient and faithful during seasons 
of waiting. Strengthen my trust and remind me that You are still working. 
 
Verse of the Day: Hab 2:3 For the vision is yet for an appointed time, but at 
the end it shall speak, and not lie: though it tarry, wait for it; because it will 
surely come, it will not tarry. 
 
Living the Word Today: Waiting can challenge faith, but it also 
strengthens it. Trust grows when hope remains steady despite uncertainty. 
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March 26 
Trusting God When You Don’t Like Your Assignment 

 
Isa 55:8 For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my 
ways, saith the Lord. 
 
Sometimes God places us in roles or seasons we would not have chosen for 
ourselves. The assignment feels heavy, uncomfortable, or unfair, and it is 
easy to question why God would ask this of us. Trusting God in these 
moments requires believing that His wisdom extends beyond our 
preferences. Even when the assignment does not make sense to the natural 
mind, God’s purpose is still at work. 
 
Pro 3:5 Trust in the Lord with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own 
understanding. 
 
God sees the full picture while we only see the moment. The assignments 
we resist are often the ones that stretch our faith, build endurance, and 
develop character we will need later. Every assignment carries purpose. 
 
Rom 8:28 And we know that all things work together for good to them that 
love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose. 
 
When we remain faithful, God uses even unwanted assignments to prepare 
us for future opportunities. Trust grows when we stay committed and allow 
God to shape us through the process. Trust God to give you a love for your 
assignment. 
 
Prayer Focus: Father, help me trust You even when I struggle to accept the 
assignment You have given me. Give me grace to remain faithful and 
confident in Your purpose. Give me a love for my assignment. 
 
Verse of the Day: Psa 37:23 The steps of a good man are ordered by the 
Lord: and he delighteth in his way. 
 
Living the Word Today:  Trust is strengthened when obedience continues 
despite discomfort. God’s purpose is often revealed after faith chooses 
commitment. 
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March 27 
 

Cherish Divine Connections 
 

Ecc 4:9 Two are better than one; because they have a good reward for their 
labour. 
 
God places people in our lives on purpose. Some connections encourage 
us, some challenge us, and others help guide us through seasons we could 
not navigate alone. Divine connections are not always loud or obvious, but 
they are meaningful and timely. When God aligns hearts, there is growth, 
accountability, and strength that flows both ways. 
 
Acts 2:42  And they continued stedfastly in the apostles’ doctrine and 
fellowship, and in breaking of bread, and in prayers. 
 
God values unity and shared purpose. Healthy spiritual connections help us 
stay grounded in faith and consistent in our walk with God. They remind us 
that we were never meant to journey alone. 
 
Rom 12:10  Be kindly affectioned one to another with brotherly love; in 
honour preferring one another; 
 
Cherishing divine connections means showing gratitude, respect, and care 
for the people God has placed in our lives. When we nurture these 
relationships, they become a source of strength and encouragement that 
reflects God’s love. 
 
Prayer Focus: Father, thank You for the people You have placed in my life 
for purpose and growth. Help me recognize, value, and care for the divine 
connections You have given me. 
 
Verse of the Day: Pro 27:17 Iron sharpeneth iron; so a man sharpeneth the 
countenance of his friend. 
 
Living the Word Today: God often uses people to help us strengthen faith 
and provide direction. Cherished connections bring encouragement, 
balance, and spiritual growth.  
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March 28 
Breaking Agreement with Negative Beliefs 

 
Pro 23:7 For as he thinketh in his heart, so is he. 
 
Negative beliefs can settle into the mind quietly and begin shaping how we 
see ourselves and God. Over time, those thoughts can limit faith and drain 
confidence. God never intended for His people to live bound by lies or 
discouragement. Breaking agreement with negative beliefs starts by 
recognizing that not every thought deserves a place in your heart. 
 
Rom 12:2  And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the 
renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, 
and perfect, will of God. 
 
Our minds can be renewed through God’s truth. God’s Word replaces lies 
with truth and restores clarity where confusion once lived. Choosing truth 
daily weakens the hold of negative thinking. 
 
Phil 4:8 Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are 
honest, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever 
things are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report; if there be any virtue, 
and if there be any praise, think on these things. 
 
Breaking agreement with negative beliefs is an ongoing process of choosing 
what aligns with God’s promises. As truth takes root, peace and confidence 
grow. 
 
Prayer Focus: Father help me recognize beliefs that do not come from You. 
Teach me to replace every negative thought with Your truth and promises. 
 
Verse of the Day: 2 Cor 10:5 Casting down imaginations, and every high 
thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into 
captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ; 
 
Living the Word Today: What we believe shapes how we experience life. 
Freedom begins when truth replaces lies in the mind and heart.  
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March 29 
 

Trust God With What You Can’t Control 
 

Psa 55:22 Cast thy burden upon the Lord, and he shall sustain thee: he shall 
never suffer the righteous to be moved.. 
 
Life can remind us that some things are simply out of our hands. Trying to 
manage every outcome can leave the heart tired and the mind overwhelmed. 
God never asked us to carry what was meant for Him. Trust begins when we 
admit our limits and place what we cannot control into His care. 
 
1 Pet 5:7  Casting all your care upon him; for he careth for you. 
 
God is attentive and compassionate toward our concerns. Trusting God does 
not mean avoiding responsibility. It means releasing anxiety and believing 
that God is faithful to handle what is beyond us. Peace grows when we stop 
gripping tightly and start resting confidently. 
 
Phil 4:6 Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and supplication 
with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God. 
 
Replace worry with prayer and gratitude. When concerns are lifted to God, 
hearts become lighter and faith becomes stronger. Trust reshapes fear into 
hope and steadies us through uncertainty. 
 
Prayer Focus: Father, I release what I cannot control and place it in Your 
hands. Teach me to trust Your wisdom and rest in Your care. 
 
Verse of the Day: Exo 14:14 The Lord shall fight for you, and ye shall hold 
your peace. 
 
Living the Word Today: Trust deepens when control is surrendered to 
God. Peace follows when faith replaces worry and fear. 
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March 30 
 

What Does it Means to Be Salt and Light Today 
 

Matt 5:13-14 Ye are the salt of the earth: but if the salt have lost his savour, 
wherewith shall it be salted? it is thenceforth good for nothing, but to be cast 
out, and to be trodden under foot of men. Ye are the light of the world. A city 
that is set on an hill cannot be hid. 
 
Being salt and light starts with how we live day to day. Salt preserves and 
adds flavor, and light brings clarity where there is darkness. God calls His 
people to influence the world through character, kindness, and truth. This 
calling is not about being loud or perfect, but about being consistent and 
genuine in faith. 
 
Mat 5:16  Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good 
works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven. 
 
Our lives are meant to reflect God’s goodness. Being light means choosing 
integrity when it would be easier to blend in. Being salt means standing for 
what is right while still showing grace and compassion to others. 
 
Col 4:5 Walk in wisdom toward them that are without, redeeming the time. 
 
Believers are to live wisely among those around us. Being salt and light today 
looks like patience in conversation, love in action, and faith lived out in 
ordinary moments. God uses everyday obedience to make an eternal 
impact. 
 
Prayer Focus: Father, help me live in a way that reflects Your light and truth. 
Teach me to influence others with love, wisdom, and grace. 
 
Verse of the Day: Phi 2:15 That ye may be blameless and harmless, the 
sons of God, without rebuke, in the midst of a crooked and perverse nation, 
among whom ye shine as lights in the world; 
 
Living the Word Today: Faith becomes visible through daily choices and 
attitudes. When lives reflect Christ, light naturally shines and influence 
follows.  
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March 31 
 

Let Your Yeas Be Yeas and Your Nays Be Nays 
 

Matt 5:37 But let your communication be, Yea, yea; Nay, nay: for whatsoever 
is more than these cometh of evil. 
 
The Bible teaches us that God values honesty and clarity in the way we 
speak and live. Saying yes when we mean yes and no when we mean no 
builds trust and reflects integrity. It can be tempting to over explain, people 
please, or soften the truth to avoid discomfort. God invites us to live with 
simple honesty that reflects confidence in Him rather than fear of people. 
 
Pro 11:1  A false balance is abomination to the Lord: but a just weight is his 
delight. 
 
Our words carry weight. When our words are consistent with our actions, our 
lives become steady and trustworthy. Clear boundaries and truthful 
communication honor God and protect our peace. Integrity keeps confusion 
from creeping into our relationships and decisions. 
 
Eph 4:25 Wherefore putting away lying, speak every man truth with his 
neighbour: for we are members one of another. 
 
God calls us to speak truth with love and consistency. Letting your yea be 
yea and your nay be nay does not mean being harsh or unkind. It means 
being sincere, dependable, and rooted in truth. When words are honest, they 
reflect a heart aligned with God. 
 
Prayer Focus: Father, help me speak with clarity, honesty, and integrity. 
Teach me to honor You with my words and my decisions. 
 
Verse of the Day: Pro 11:3 The integrity of the upright shall guide them: but 
the perverseness of transgressors shall destroy them. 
 
Living the Word Today: Let your integrity guide you. Do the right thing 
because it is the right thing to do.   
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
