DCYF to send texts to SNAP recipients that may be newly subject to work rules 	Posted 3/17/2026

The department will be sending the following text message to 583 SNAP recipients that may be newly subject to the time-limited work rules at their recertification due for April. The text will be sent on Tuesday, Mar. 17.
This is a monthly text campaign to SNAP recipients who may be subject to work rules at their upcoming recertification, with the goal of supporting eligibility workers by providing TLR information and resources to clients prior to the recertification interview. Texts in January will target SNAP recipients with recertification due for March, February texts will target SNAP recipients with recertifications due for April, etc.
Text message:
This is the Minnesota Department of Children, Youth, and Families.
Due to a change in federal law, you may have to follow SNAP time-limited work rules. If you have to follow the work rules, you will only be eligible for 3 months of SNAP benefits in a 36-month period (Jan. 1, 2026 – Dec. 31, 2028). To qualify for more than 3 months of benefits, you must meet work requirements or have an exemption.

Text messages to connect time-limited SNAP recipients with employment opportunities 	Posted 3/16/2026

The Department of Children, Youth, and Families is partnering with The Department of Employment and Economic Development (DEED) on a project to connect time-limited SNAP recipients to workforce services in Minnesota and to help meet their work requirements by moving rapidly into employment.
1. DEED staff makes 500 phone calls to time-limited SNAP recipients each month
1. Three attempts are made over a two-day period
1. Staff provide referrals to a variety of resources as well as connect participants to training providers
1. Resume reviews, interview and job search assistance are offered during the calls to interested parties and a follow-up email with additional resources is sent.
The department sends a text message to 250 time-limited SNAP recipients letting them know that job service staff will be reaching out to them with employment support resources, and to watch out for the phone call. The goal of the text message is to increase engagement. Text messages will be sent to a new group of time-limited SNAP recipients each month.
​The March text will be sent today, March 16, 2026.

			
DCYF to send text messages to in-active “lapsed” time-limited SNAP recipients regarding new fixed clock eligibility period 		Posted 3/13/2026

DCYF will send the following text message to 16,000 in-active “lapsed" time-limited SNAP recipients, notifying them that they may be eligible for 3 months of benefits in the new 36-month fixed clock eligibility period (Jan. 1, 2026 – Dec. 31, 2028).
This group includes time-limited SNAP recipients who were active in the previous fixed clock time-period but lost their eligibility after using all of their counted months.
This is the second of three in-active “lapsed" groups that will receive the text message. The third and final group will receive the text message in April.
Text message:
This is the Minnesota Department of Children, Youth, and Families.  
The Minnesota SNAP work rules "time limit" has reset. This means you may be eligible for 3 months of SNAP benefits from Jan. 1, 2026 – Dec. 31, 2028. To qualify for more than 3 months of benefits, you must meet work requirements or have an exemption. You must re-apply for SNAP to confirm your eligibility.

More MNbenefits online application questions added 	Posted 3/13/2026

Today, Friday, 3/13/2026, at 11:50 am, the MNbenefits online application was updated with additional questions that will be written to the Combined Application Form (CAF) and/or Child Care Assistance Program (CCAP) output. 
What's changing:
Previously the living situation question in the online application was asked only of CCAP and Housing Supports Program applicants. 
Now applicants for all programs, CCAP, SNAP, Cash, Housing Supports and Emergency Assistance, will be asked about their living situation and the response will be populated to the CCAP and CAF output.  The online application page remains optional for the applicant.  
Previously only the applicant was provided with the opportunity to declare their race and ethnicity. 
Now all household members can identify a race and ethnicity.  Their selection will be populated to both the CAF and CCAP output. This remains optional and the user can choose “Rather not say" or skip the page and the CAF and CCAP will be blank.  
Previously the following questions were not part of the online application. 
Now the following CAF questions will be asked during the MNbenefits online application and with the answers populated on the CAF output: 
1. Person 1: Do you consider yourself homeless?
0. The Yes or No response is provided on the CAF output. 
1. Legal Guardian: Do you have a legal guardian or conservator, or is there a power of attorney?
1. This update to the online application will only ask the Yes/No question which will populate on the CAF output. A future update will include asking the applicant who indicates Yes for follow-up information.

Two Banked Months Available for Time-limited SNAP Recipients, beginning in April. 	Posted 3/12/2026

Time-limited SNAP Recipients (TLRs) will begin to lose SNAP eligibility due to using all three of their new counted months since the statewide fixed clock was reset January 1, 2026.   
DCYF has approved the use of two Banked Months for each TLR. The two Banked Months must be used directly after the use of the initial three counted months. This means that TLRs who have already used their three initial counted months can receive up to two more months of SNAP when not exempt, not living in a waived area, not meeting work requirements and not eligible for the second three-month period. Banked Months are extremely limited so TLRs are ONLY allowed to use two banked months. Assess overpayments for TLRs using more than three counted months and two banked months in the current fixed clock period which began January 1, 2026.  These additional banked months will only be available for a short time. DCYF will provide updates when the use of banked months must end.   
MAXIS PEPR messages are displayed for TLRs using their third counted month. When banked months are not available statewide these messages are used to update STAT/WREG and set the TLR to close off SNAP at the end of their third counted month.   
PEPR: SNAP TLR ELIGIBILITY HAS EXPIRED, APPROVE NEW ELIG RESULTS  
However, when you receive this DAIL message do not set the TLR to close for the fourth month. Instead, update the WREG panel for the TLR to allow the use of up to two banked months prior to setting the TLR to close. The steps on how to do this are below and listed in POLI/TEMP TE10.34.01 (TLR Banked Months – System Process).               
STAT/WREG Coding when using Banked Months for TLRs age 50-64 (see current workaround in TE02.05.70 Coding the WREG Panel for SNAP):  
1. Leave the SNAP E&T Work Reg Status field: “05" (Age 60 or Older)   
1. Leave the TLR Status field: “01" (Work Reg Exmpt) or “03" (Age 50 Or Over).   
1. Review the TLR Tracking Record to ensure all 3 counted months have been tracked properly  
1. For each banked month, enter the manual code “C" (Banked Month) on the TLR Tracking Record. This will need to be entered in the month that that the banked month is counted. For example, if approving a banked month for April, enter the code “C" on the TLR Tracking Record in the month of April. You will not be able to enter the code “C" on the TLR Tracking Record for the month of April in March.   
   STAT/WREG Coding when using Banked Months for all other TLRs:  
1. SNAP E&T Work Reg Status field “30" (Time-limited SNAP Recipient)   
1. TLR Status field “13" (Banked Month)  
1. Banked Months field: 1 or 2 (the number of banked months the TLR will have used in that footer month)  
1. Review the TLR Tracking Record to ensure all 3 counted months have been tracked properly  
Next, send the case through background and approve ELIG results.  
Utilize DAIL/WRIT to create a TIKL as a reminder on each case to switch the coding back to 30/10 after allowing 2 banked months, closing the TLR off the SNAP case. For TLRs aged 50-64, follow the workaround in POLI/TEMP TE02.06.02 (Known Problems Affecting SNAP ELIG) to obtain ineligible results for the TLR and close the TLR off the SNAP case.  
CASE/NOTE all actions taken on the case.  
When you receive the TIKL message you previously created using DAIL/WRIT, act on the case promptly by switching the coding back to 30/10, send the case through background and approve ineligible Results for the TLR. This will generate ineligible results for the TLR to close them off of SNAP when three counted months and two banked months have been used. For TLRs aged 50-64, follow the workaround in POLI/TEMP TE02.06.02 (Known Problems Affecting SNAP ELIG) to generate ineligible results for the TLR and close the TLR off the SNAP case.

JOBS Panel Workaround for MFIP – Income Sources Not Counted  	Posted 3/11/2026

DCYF is aware of a MAXIS system issue related to Income Sources that are not counted for MFIP. MAXIS is pulling over income that is entered in the Cash PIC into the MFIP budget even if the Income Type code on the JOBS panel is a code for income that is not counted for MFIP.  
System updates are currently being worked to update the Cash PIC so that income is not pulled into the budget. Until this fix is installed, a workaround is required. For those Income Type codes on the JOBS panel that are not counted, do not enter income into the Cash PIC.  
Another announcement will be issued once the system updates are complete.

H.R.1 Non-Citizen Changes Office Hours for SNAP and MFIP  	Posted 3/9/2026

The non-citizen eligibility policies changes from the One Big Beautiful Bill Act of 2025 (OBBB), also referred to as “H.R.1", for the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) and Minnesota Family Investment Program (MFIP) become effective March 1, 2026.
These policy changes and training were presented at the 2/18/2026 County and Tribal Nations Support meeting. A previous SIR announcement was also issued.

Income Eligibility Verification System (IEVS) Guide for SNAP and MFIP, now available on SIR   	Posted 3/5/2026

The Income Eligibility Verification System (IEVS) Guide for SNAP and MFIP was recently removed from Worker Resources for updates. However, DCYF received requests to repost the guide to assist workers with processing new IEVS matches.  We have now reposted a new 03.04.26 version of the IEVS Guide for SNAP and MFIP on Worker Resources. The only change made to the new version is the removal of the IEVS Match Resolution Flow Chart, previously found on page 16. There was an error on the flow chart that has not been corrected, thus it was removed. DCYF and DHS will continue to work on a more robust version of the guide.
 
In addition to Combined Manual and POLI TEMP resources use the 03.04.26 version of the IEVS Guide for SNAP and MFIP​ and the Guide to Safeguarding FTI and SSA Information February 2016 when processing IEVS matches.

200% and 275 % FPG Table Amount Increases for MFIP, and RCA  	Posted 3/3/2026

200% Federal Poverty Guideline (FPG):
The 200% FPG is increased effectively for the benefit month of April 2026. This amount is used on the MFIP budgets for deemers. It is the amount allowed to the household of the minor caregiver's parent(s), who are identified on MAXIS as {G} members. When FIATing these MFIP budgets on FMSL, the increased amount will display when the worker enters the household size for the {G} member in the “200% FPG for HH of __" field.
Be aware that when working with two major parents who both have deemable income to the minor caregiver's case, the income needs to be combined onto one of the {G} members' budgets, and the “200% FPG for HH of __" entered just once. If each deeming major parent has their own budget in FIAT, then the “200% FPG for HH of __" deduction is given to each major parent in error. The deduction needs to be given just once, for the HH size that counts the parent(s), and any minor children they are responsible for, excluding the minor caregiver and the minor caregiver's dependents.
Please note that the 200% FPG table amount increases do not impact RCA.  Also note that SNAP does not adjust their FPG until October of each year.
275% Federal Poverty Guideline (FPG):
The 275% FPG increased effective for the benefit month of April 2026.  This amount is used on MFIP, and RCA cases that are within the New Spouse Income (NSI) 12-month period.
These updates will be reflected automatically in MAXIS effective with the April 2026 benefit month. These changes do not impact health care eligibility.

SNAP and MFIP Eligibility Changes Due to H.R.1 	Posted 2/23/206

Public Law 119-21, One Big Beautiful Bill Act of 2025 (OBBB), also referred to as “H.R.1". H.R.1 changed SNAP eligibility for certain non-citizens as described below. The non-citizen eligibility policies for the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) and Minnesota Family Investment Program (MFIP) below are effective March 1, 2026.
The following non-citizen classifications are eligible for both federal SNAP and MFIP (federal-funded cash and food):
· Cuban entrants
· Haitian entrants
· Compact of Free Association (COFA) Citizens of Micronesia, the Marshall Islands, and Palau 
· Lawful Permanent Residents (LPRs) who have been LPRs for 5 years or meet an exemption from the 5- year waiting period. Amerasians, Iraqi and Afghan Special Immigrant Visa Holders who are LPRs upon arrival are eligible as LPRs.
 
The following non-citizen classifications are eligible for MFIP (federal-funded cash/state-funded food) but are not eligible for SNAP (state and federal-funded SNAP):
· Refugees
· Afghan and Ukrainian Humanitarian Parolees
· Trafficking victims
· Asylees
· Withholding of Removal/Deportation Withheld
· American Indians born in Canada 
· Battered spouses, children and parents of battered children
· Paroled into the U.S. for one year or more
 
There are no changes to the Minnesota Food Assistance Program (MFAP), also referred to as “state-funded SNAP".
When to apply these changes:
 For SNAP and MFIP, apply to applications received on or after March 1, 2026. 
Next recertification for active SNAP cases. This means apply to SNAP recertifications processed on or after March 1, 2026, regardless of which benefit month the recertification is for.
Next review or recertification for active MFIP cases. This means apply to MFIP six-month reviews or recertifications processed on or after March 1, 2026, regardless of which benefit month the Combined Six-Month Report (CSR) or recertification is for.
Combined Manual (CM) and POLI/TEMP:
The appropriate CM  sections will be updated March 2026. 
Eligibility for all other programs remains the same. Therefore, the MAXIS coding must remain the SNAP and workarounds are required to get the correct eligibility results for SNAP and correct funding for MFIP. Two new POLI/TEMP sections were created for these changes: TE02.06.09 (IMIG Panel Coding and Workarounds) and TE02.06.10 (American Indians Born in Canada). These sections will be available March 2026.
These policy changes and a workaround training for both SNAP and MFIP were presented at the 2/18/2026 County and Tribal Nations Support meeting.

COMBINED MANUAL Updates for March 2026	 Posted 3/2/2026

The EFFECTIVE DATE of the changes is the same as the issuance date unless stated otherwise. 

NOTE: Most sections have been updated to remove the DWP program, except sections for appeals and claims and collections. 

Group Residential Housing (GRH) language updates to Housing Support Program (HSP) in all sections of the Combined Manual. 

0031.01 (Groups of Humanitarian Concern) removes “to the same extent as refugees” because HR1/OBB changes SNAP eligibility changes for refugees. 

0031.01.12 (Cuban Entrants) removes “to the same extent as refugees” because HR1/OBB changes SNAP eligibility changes for refugees.

 0031.01.15 (Haitian Entrants) removes “to the same extent as refugees” because HR1/OBB changes SNAP eligibility changes for refugees. 

The following sections have the same description of changes listed below: HR1 change SNAP eligibility for certain non-citizens: 

HR1 (Sec. 10108) This section eliminates SNAP eligibility for certain individuals who are classified as an alien under federal law and legally present in the United States, including those who have qualified for conditional entry under the asylum and refugee laws or based on urgent humanitarian reasons (e.g., a survivor of domestic violence or human trafficking). 

The section maintains SNAP eligibility for individuals who reside in the United States and are (1) U.S. citizens or U.S. nationals; (2) lawful permanent residents, with exceptions; (3) aliens who are Cuban or Haitian entrants; or (4) individuals who are lawfully residing in the United States in accordance with the Compacts of Free Association between the United States and Micronesia, the Marshall Islands, and Palau.
