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Part of our celebration of this Jubilee Year
will be the installation of the parish’s first
pipe organ.

The pipe organ of St. Francis by the Sea
will be 20 ranks of pipe work with 1,147
speaking pipes augmented with 82
digitally sampled Walker stops across 8
divisions. This instrument will include
some very unique musical elements
including an Italian Baroque Positiv
Division and a unique Rosignolo stop that
imitates birdsong, to honor the heritage
and love of nature of St. Francis. This
organ will enhance our music and liturgy
and beautify our beloved Church.

their prayers to the Merciful
God, the pains or sufterings of
one’s life.

The indulgence* will be
granted to those who
participate in a pilgrimage “to
any Franciscan conventual
Church, or place of worship in
any part of the world named
after St. Francis or connected
> him for any reason.”

*An indulgence is a remission
before God of the temporal
punishment due to sins whose guilt
has already been forgiven, which
the faithful Christian who is duly
disposed gains under certain
prescribed conditions through the
action of the Church which, as the
minister of redemption, dispenses
and applies with authority the
treasury of the
satisfactions of

Christ and the i
saints.
