MY DEAREST PARISHIONERS,

| greet you with love and peace in the name of Jesus!

As we begin the season of Lent, the Church presents to us the gospel of the temptation of Jesus in the
desert. This is not by accident. At the very start of Lent, we are reminded of a truth that touches every
one of us: temptation is part of being human. However, when we resist temptation with God’s grace, it
can even become a place of growth, revealing what is in our hearts and giving us the opportunity to
choose again whom we will serve. Each temptation invites a choice between God and evil. This tells us
that temptation itself is not a sin. Many of us mistakenly believe that simply experiencing temptation is a
moral failure, but in reality, temptation only becomes a sin when we freely consent to it. The fact that we
struggle often shows that we care and that we desire to do what is right.

Jesus Himself experienced temptation. In the desert, He was tempted with comfort, power and control,
but He never sinned. By resisting these temptations, Jesus shows us that temptation does not have the
final word; God’s grace does. This Lent, we are invited to follow His example: to bring our struggles to God
in prayer, trusting that He is with us every step of the way.

Lent is a time to grow stronger, not by pretending we have no struggles, but by cooperating with God’s
grace through prayer, fasting, and acts of charity. When we fall into sin, God lifts us up. When we resist
temptation, He strengthens us. Let us remember this Lent that temptation, when met with trustin God, is
not something to fear but an opportunity to turn to Him, to grow in faith, and to rely more deeply on His
love. Like Jesus in the desert, we are never alone. God walks with us every step of the way. So do not be
afraid.
