“Our Lady of Champion” is the apparition of Blessed Mother to Adele Brice in

Champion, Wisconsin. It is the only approved Marian apparition in America. In
October 1859, Adele saw a woman in white who called herself the Queen of Heaven.

+

Our Lady of Champion asked Adele to teach the local children what was needed
for their salvation: prayers, their Catechism (the teachings of the Church), and
how to approach the sacraments. Adele did this, and eventually a chapel was built.

The land was consecrated to the Blessed Virgin Mary.

+

On October 8, 1871, the Peshtigo Fire broke out. People came to the chapel and prayed for Blessed
Mother’s protection. Rain came the next morning. The surrounding area was destroyed for miles
around, but the chapel and grounds consecrated to Blessed Mother were preserved.
