MY DEAREST PARISHIONERS,

One of the greatest blessings God gives us through the Church is the sacrament of Reconciliation. In
confession, we experience God’s mercy, forgiveness, and healing love. We are truly grateful that many of
our parishioners continue to make confession a regular part of their spiritual life. As a parish, we offer
weekday confessions daily from 7:00am to 7:.45am before the 8:00am Mass. We kindly encourage
everyone planning to go to confession to please come early and make use of the full scheduled time. It is
perfectly fine to wait and line up for confession. In fact, we are always happy to see parishioners
patiently waiting for the sacrament, especially when there is a steady flow of penitents throughout
confession time. This helps us use the available time well and allows the priests to serve everyone

properly.

At times, however, the priest may wait in the confessional for 10-15 minutes with no one coming, and then
several people arrive just as confession time is ending. This creates difficulty because the priests also
need time to prepare spiritually and prayerfully for the celebration of the Holy Mass. We kindly ask for
your understanding and cooperation in respecting the confession schedule. Priests need at least fifteen
minutes of quiet preparation before the 8:00am Mass so they may celebrate the Eucharist prayerfully
and attentively for the whole community.

This request is not meant to discourage anyone from coming to confession. On the contrary, we warmly
encourage frequent confession and are always grateful to accompany you in this beautiful sacrament of
grace. We simply hope to foster thoughtfulness and mutual respect for everyone’s time and
responsibilities within parish life. By arriving early and helping maintain a steady flow during confession
time, you greatly assist the priests and help ensure that this beautiful sacrament remains available and
orderly for all. Thank you for your understanding, your cooperation, and your continued commitment to
your spiritual life. | am personally grateful for your prayers, support, and love for our parish community.
