Chair Malecha began fee change discussion briefly covering reason for change and
what is addressed. He clarified the role the building official plays in setting the fee
schedule and that we are not in the business of collecting fees for benefit for the
township.

Volkert had collected numerous examples of other township fees and had spoken
with clerks from other townships. It was found that Greenvale's fee schedule is very
similar to surrounding communities.

Members agreed that Greenvale's current fee schedule is adequate.

Jessica Bolum's question from the hearing regarding how inspector fees were
structured was addressed.

Tony Rowan's question regarding driveway fees and where they would be posted was
addressed - they are currently included in the 2024 Township fee schedule, which will
remain the same for 2026.

Commissioners had no further questions or comments.
