In the Cuimsiú competition the competitor is to perform:
Musical Instruments entries: one traditional Irish tune per chosen instrument(s)
Amhráin - Singing entries: one Irish song in English or Irish.

Competitions will be formed for instruments dependent on number of entrants per age groups. There will be one singing competition per age group in English or Irish. Competitors of both the instrument and singing categories can include a support person for their performance if they wish. In addition, it would be helpful from a scheduling perspective if the competitor would advise if they wish an audience or not, for this performance, so as to make the performers as comfortable as possible with the environment. There are 4 Cuimsiú competition - age groups are: Under 12; 12-15; 15-18; 0ver 18 (Senior)
Age is as of 1st of January prior to the Fleadh competition. References to age determination in respect of Fleadh Rules and Bunreacht an Comhaltas are interpreted as follows: example if a person’s 12th birthday falls on or before January 1st, then that person competes in the 12-15 age category and is similarly applied in respect of the other age categories.

9. Organ Béil – Mouth Organ
10. Bainseó – Banjo
11. Maindilín – Mandolin
12. Pianó- Piano (battery-powered Keyboard allowed for Cuimsiú Competition)

Mileoidean – Melodeon
14. Rogha Gléas – Miscellaneous: Instruments on which a melody can be played e.g Guitar, Saxophone, Recorder, Cello, Bouzouki,
Harmonica, Viola, 5 String Banjo, Ukulele….
15. Tionlacan – Accompaniment: Instruments that use melodic accompaniment as opposed to melody. The competitor in this instance is playing the accompaniment.
16. Bodhrán
17. Drumaí Céilí – Céilí Band Drums
