The playground at Fox Island is an all-inclusive
playground. This means that not everyone will be able
to use every piece of equipment, but everyone will be
able to use some piece of equipment. No one will be
left out. Children and adults with disabilities can access
the playground via wheelchair ramps, and use the
handicapped accessible equipment along with everyone
else. There are beautiful memory benches for adults

to sit and watch their children play.

The disc golf course is located at Old Field Beach.

It offers 9 holes and 9 baskets. Its mostly flat and lightly
wooded. The par is 27 or 32 depending on where you're
playing from. It's very cart friendly. There is a public
beach, boater's beach, dog park, playground, volleyball
court, and public shelters.

This is a small island off of Cranetown Island that is
part of Indian Lake State Park. It has been preserved
as a park area. There is a parking lot to park in and
walk the beautiful trail. Enjoy this 0.7 mile loop that
takes an average of 12 minutes to complete.

Try this 5.8 mile out-and-back trail near Lakeview.
It’s a fantastic, easy route. Enjoy the view of beautiful
Indian Lake for approximately 1 hour and 40 minutes.
This is a wonderful time to relax and take in the
sounds of the waves, birds, and possibly the

sighting of a bald eagle.

Pickleball is the fastest growing sport in the country.

It is easy to learn and is played by people of all ages and
abilities, making it a great way to stay active. Pickleball
is a paddleball sport that combines elements of tennis,
badminton, and table tennis. Two courts are available

at the Russells Point Municipal Building, located at

433 State Route 708.

After two years of fundraising and planning, The Indian
Lake Ohio Pickleball club has broken ground at Oldfield
beach for their 6 outdoor courts. We are beyond grateful
to be in partnership with the Indian Lake Development
Corporation, the State Park and those in our community
who have donated their time and financial support to
make this project a reality.

Ready for some exercise? Enjoy the track at
Indian Lake High School. It’s a quarter mile paved
track that is open from dawn to dusk daily. What a
great way to get in shape.

Experience the beauty of nature right here in

Russells Point. 53 acres of wetlands, wildflowers,
birds, and butterflies. Take any of the more than

three miles of trails and spend an afternoon exploring.
Benches are scattered along the trails and there is a
kayak drop-in along the Great Miami River.

The McColly bridge was
built in 1876 over the Great Miami River. Both are still in
use today. The Bickham bridge is at the intersection of
County Road 98 and County Road 38 near Buds Marine.
The McColly bridge is on County Road 13 off

State Route 235 South.

SANDY BEACH BRIDGE

The Sandy Beach Bridge was built in 1924-1925.

It served as a pedestrian walkway over the harbor to
connect the amusement parks on either side. Today,

the Sandy Beach Bridge connects the walkways and

monuments relating to the history of Indian Lake.

OUR LADY OF FATIMA

Erected in 1963 by Mr. George Quatman and the
American Society of Ephesus. Standing forty feet tall,
Our Lady welcomes boaters to Russells Point Harbor.

Friends Serving Friends is a nonprofit organization that
was established at Indian Lake in 1980. Local business
owners saw a heed amongst their community and decided
to address that need. They started out very informally
with a community member sponsored holiday dinner
which was free to the public. The concept of the dinner
mirrored those held all over the country. They realized
there were some within the community who could not
afford to celebrate.

A community dinner was the perfect way for everyone to
observe the holiday together. Santa Claus visited and had
toys for all the children, an afternoon of entertainment,
and a host of volunteers to serve the hot meal, complete
with drinks and cookies for dessert. The food, toys,

and time were donated by many businesses and area
residents. Some of the founders have since passed, but
the organization continues to grow.

Besides hosting the Annual Holiday Dinner, we also help
with Easter and Halloween events in the community.

People still need help after the holidays have passed.
The assistance has come in many forms: scholarships
to Indian Lake students, gift cards for gas or groceries,
payments directly to utility companies for those

with disconnected service, children’s glasses, school
lunch fund, and collecting clothing and furniture for
those displaced due to circumstances beyond their
control. Friends Serving Friends’ primary fundraising
comes from monetary donations and the Annual Golf
Outing that is held in June every summer. The group
continues to grow thanks to the generosity of the Indian
Lake Community. In 2023, the contributions were
approximately *50,000 to the community plus ¥7,000
in scholarships to the Indian Lake High School.

The holiday dinner for this year will be held the first or
second Saturday of December. Check the community
calendar for the exact date. If you wish to donate or
participate in any of the Friends Serving Friends events,
you may contact Ray Arthur at (937) 935-5566.

The JR Memorial Cruise for a Cure event has once again
been added to the Indian Lake Community Calendar with
this year’s event taking place on Saturday June 28, 2025,
at Lulu’s at the Lake in Russells Point, Ohio.

The “JR” serves as a memorial to former Indian Lake
resident and OSU fan, Jerry Richardson, who passed
away in 2013 of a malignant brain tumor. The event also
acts as a fundraiser for the Buckeye Cruise for Cancer and
provides funding for cancer research at the James Cancer
Hospital and Richard J Solove Research Institute at The
Ohio State University.

The dedicated friends, residents and volunteers of the
organization will be presenting the 13" annual rendition
of the JR Memorial this year and we will be reinstating
some of our more popular traditions such as the pub
crawl prior to the event. The pub crawl will leave the
harbor across from the Donut Shop around noon and visit
two or three of Indian Lake’s favorite pubs and return to

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The Indian Lake Watershed Project (ILWP) is a local
501(c)(3) nonprofit dedicated to improving water quality
for Indian Lake. Monthly meetings are hosted on the
third Wednesday of each month at the Indian Lake State
Park multi-purpose building. By becoming a member of
the ILWP, you’ll help fund vital initiatives that support
lake health. Annual dues are *15 and directly contribute
to our efforts to enhance water quality. Join us at

In Spring 2024, the ILWP Board approved a *55,000
proposal from EnviroScience of Stow, Ohio, to perform
a bathymetric and sediment survey of Indian Lake.
EnviroScience gathered extensive data through 454
sediment depth soundings, water depth measurements,
and 25 sediment core samples. Due to the lake’s
expansive 5,300-acre area, it was not feasible to cover
the entire lake within the budget.

To supplement the data, a dedicated group of

Indian Lake Watershed Project volunteers—our

"Mud Trackers"—conducted additional surveys in

areas not covered by EnviroScience. Using a mobile
application provided by EnviroScience, the Mud Trackers

00

recorded and uploaded survey data from 417 extra
locations, bringing the total to 871 surveyed points.

You can view the survey locations on our website —
indianlakewatershedproject.com — by selecting the
Dredge Data tab. This map will continue to update in
real-time as additional areas are surveyed.

Many areas of Indian Lake’s shoreline lack seawalls

or natural erosion protection, allowing sediment and
nutrients to enter the lake. To identify critical zones

needing stabilization, the ILWP Board engaged

Dr. Jones of Restorative Lake Sciences (RLS) for

a Shoreline Erosion Survey at a cost of $25,000.

The survey highlighted specific areas of concern,
provided cost-effective recommendations, and outlined
estimated costs for shoreline stabilization. We have
shared this data with ODNR and key partners in the
State Legislature to secure funding for erosion control.

While dredging is an important focus, reducing
sediment inflow from shoreline erosion is equally
essential to lake health. Simply dredging the lake
without addressing runoff only resolves part of the
problem. The full shoreline report is available at

Dating back to 1965, when Warren Edwards was
president of the Indian Lake Area Chamber of
Commerce, board member A.M. Brown, Manager of
the Amusement Park, presented the idea of a “red
flare spectacular.” He suggested that the Chamber
sell the flares to the residents and visitors of the
lake. The Chamber members agreed to sponsor
the project and the annual “Red Flare Spectacular”
started at Indian Lake during Labor Day weekend.

Brown brought this idea from Buckeye Lake State
Park where he had been park manager. The custom
originated many years ago at Seneca Lake in

New York State by the Seneca Indians when they
celebrated a successful harvest by lighting

bonfires on the shores of the lake.

In years past, the red flare event signified the end

of the Summer season, but now it is the way to
greet the fall and winter season’s activities. Because
of the influx of more year-round businesses, and
working, and professional residents, Indian Lake
has a growing population. They contribute to the
local economic growth of the area but also reap

the benefits of living in a community where they
enjoy the environment of by the lake and its many
recreational facilities.

This year, 8,000 LED flares have been distributed
to merchant and resort owners to sell. LED flares
are more sustainable, environmentally friendly, and
economically better for the Indian Lake Area and
have received raving reviews of their use. They can

be purchased at Aries Pharmacy, Bud's Marine,
Spend-A-Day Marina, Choice Properties, Community
Markets, Lakeside Pro Bass, Lakeview Discount

Chamber office. At 8:30PM on September 1, the
Grimes Experimental Plane, out of Urbana, will
fly over the lake with its myriad of colored lights,
kicking off the “Ring of Fire.” At 9:00PM sharp,
flares will be turned on and a beautiful sight

will take place.

It is indeed a beautiful sight when the thousands
of flares are lit simultaneously, casting a red glow
on the waters of Indian Lake. With the help of many
sponsors and donations, a fireworks display will be
taking place again this year to honor the beautiful
event, and greeting of the fall and winter seasons.
Many people will get on their boats to take in the
full experience of how amazing this event is.

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INDIAN LAKE KENNEL CLUB
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For a very brief period the Indian Lake Kennel Club held greyhound races at a track on the northside of Indian Lake,
along State Route 235 near Avondale. The racetrack only operated from 1929 to 1930. Principal stockholders of the
track included Nathan Coon, Ray Freshner, Glenn Halderman, and Cloyce Hands.
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On Decoration Day (Memorial Day) in 1924, S.L. & French Wilgus opened Sandy Beach Amusement Park at Indian
Lake. It quickly became one of Ohio’s most popular parks and vacation sites. Sandy Beach boasted up-to-date roller
coasters, a Ferris wheel and other rides. The park offered a boardwalk that connected the park to the beach. In
addition, the park had a very popular dance pavilion. People from all over Logan County, Ohio and surrounding states
came to the “Million Dollar Playground” as the Sandy Beach Park and Indian Lake became known, to enjoy the rides,
water, and entertainment.

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Elmer Katzmeyer of Russells Point built the Minnewawa in the early 1920s. The Minnewawa was the largest dance
pavilion in Ohio and the fifth largest in the country. Around 4,000 people could be on the dance floor at one time.
French Wilgus acted as its general manager. Named after a line in Henry Wadsworth Longfellow’s epic poem, The
Song of Hiawatha, the Minnewawa was open from 8:00PM to midnight. Its two bandstands played music throughout
the night. The Minnewawa was one of the early dance halls to feature mirror balls to add to the atmosphere and
experience of the dancers. For several years the Miss Ohio beauty pageants were held in the Minnewawa. Tragically
the Minnewawa burned down on September 21, 1935. The open-air Moonlight Terrace Gardens dance pavilion opened
on the old site of the Minnewawa a year after the fire.
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Sandee Gables was one of the many attractions at Indian Lake in the first half of the 20" century. Sandee Gables,
which sat out in Indian Lake just west of Wolf Island, offered swimming, dancing, and eating to its visitors. Although
a very popular attraction, it was difficult to maintain, particularly in the winter. The building was eventually removed,
and the dance floor and platform were sunk in the lake.

People waiting for the first car on the Ohio Electric Railroad (Interurban) to come to Lakeview in 1908. The interurban
and the railroad, along with better roads and more accessible automobiles, made traveling to Indian Lake much easier.
These improvements in travel and the development of numerous resorts, hotels, dance pavilions, and an amusement
park helped make Indian Lake become a premier vacation destination.

The Village of Russells Point is a community of
approximately 1,300 residents located on the south
bank of Indian Lake in west-central Ohio. Embracing its
small-town charm, the bustling Village hosts a humber
of community activities, seasonal events, and operates
several parks for outdoor recreation.

An area on the Village’s 7-acre property, that includes
the municipal offices and public works garage, has been
designated to serve community members and visitors
with outdoor recreational opportunities. This “Municipal
Building Park” currently features a playground, recently

installed pickleball/basketball courts, open green spaces,

and a small shelter house. The Village plans to introduce
a splashpad for community use within this park.

Proposed plans include the installation of a 35-foot by
45-foot direct feed splashpad that will be accessible

to the general public during the park’s in-season hours
from dawn to dusk each day. There will be no cost to use
the splashpad facility. The design is ADA compliant and
includes connections to the sidewalk and handicapped
parking area at the Municipal Building. The operation
and maintenance of the splashpad will be handled

by the Village’s public works staff, who oversee the
park systems. The Village’s staff will also be on hand
to help with any winterization, opening, and general
maintenance, as needed.

There is a strong local desire for a splashpad as indicated
by a recent Village survey, nhewspaper articles, letters

of support, and initiatives spearheaded by the Village
Council and community members. This facility will be
within walking or biking distance for Village residents
and is likely to attract people from

neighboring communities.

The short-term benefits include a new, fun and safe
place for residents and visitors to play during the warm
months; increased Park usage; community engagement
that will foster a sense of community pride; and an
opportunity for residents to see their feedback realized.
Studies have shown that long-term benefits of access
to outdoor recreational facilities, like a splashpad, may
promote physical activity that contributes to the overall
health and wellness of the community. It will attract
visitors from neighboring areas, potentially boosting
local businesses such as restaurants and shops; and
since the splashpad will be low-maintenance, and
provide a sustainable recreational option that can be
enjoyed for many years, it will not require lifeguards or
extensive staffing. Over time, the splashpad can become
a key feature of Russells Point, enhancing the Village’s
appeal as a desirable place to live and visit.
