HAIR-LOW BUN WITH MIDDLE PART FOR ALL DANCERS

Products needed: *Brush *Comb *Gel and Hairspray *Hair tie *Hair pins and Bobby pins *Hairnet if hair
is layered)
*Use hair product (lots of it!) to achieve a clean and polished look.
*You can start with wet hair(works best)
*Use hair ties and bobby pins that match dancers' hair color.
*Use a hairnet around the bun to keep loose hairs in place. Hair nets are available at most stores that sell
hair products (Walmart, Target, CVS, etc)
Competition Team Dancers ONLY will wear their rhinestone earrings. (IF YOUR DANCER IS IN DANCES WITH COMPETITION DANCERS, YOU
CAN EITHER PURCHASE A PAIR OF RHINESTONE EARRINGS FOR $12 OR NOT WEAR EARRINGS). NO OTHER JEWELRY

MAKE-UP:

Eyeshadow color for all dancers: brown / bronze / gold (we recommend but not required: ‘-
Maybelline City Mini Palette in “Rooftop Bronzes” #410. Available at Target L | il
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QUTLAS Lipstick color for all dancers: True RED lip stain (please use a “stain”, not lipstick)
L We recommend but not required: Covergirl Outlast Lip Color in Classic Red #830. Available at Target

CUSTOM REDS

Elites will wear their berry-colored lipstick for ballet, contemporary dances, and guest chores. Red for jazz, large
group, and production
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Eyeliner/Mascara for ALL dancers: True Black, dancers should do a small “wing” on outer corner of eye with the eyeliner

Blush: Rosey / Pink (not too light!)

Bronzer and Highlighter are great to use for contouring and highlighting under brow bone and cheek bones. NO glitter highlight.

Trainee and Elites Dancers: False Eyelashes : Ardell Fauxmink Wispies

Bronze / gold tones on lid, darker in crease and corner, lighter in inside corner and below brow. Black eyeliner and mascara.
