Rider Information

1. All scheduled bus times are approximate.
Please be at your bus stop a few minutes early.

2. The bus will pick you up at designated stops
only. You must be standing at a bus stop sign
in order to board. Please be ready to board
when you see the bus coming and have your fare,
CATA Pay app or Smart Card ready.

3. Inthe event of road work, accident, or weather-related
situations, drivers have discretion to take an alternate
route to avoid delays and ensure rider safety.

4. All buses are wheelchair accessible. The lift is for
loading and unloading passengers only. It cannot be
used to load groceries or other packages.

NO EXCEPTIONS

5. Any person sitting in a seat marked for preferential
seating may be asked to move if the seat is needed
for seniors or persons with disabilities.

6. Passengers are required to wear shirts and shoes.
Proper hygiene must be practiced by all riders.

7. Strollers are permitted. The driver may request
that strollers be folded when entering the bus
so not to block the aisle.

8. Nofood is to be eaten on the bus. Drinks in plastic
bottles with screw-on caps are allowed.

9. All bags must be carried on in one trip. Bags can be
held on your lap and/or placed on the floor directly
in front of you. No bags can be placed on other
seats or in the aisle. A small “personal” shopping
cart is permitted.

10. Children must be kept under control at all times.
