Bishops’ Scholarship for Excellence: Scholarships are awarded up to
the amount of $3,500 scholarships for high school students and $1,200
scholarships for 6th, 7th, and 8th grade students in participating schools
within the Diocese of Cleveland. Students must submit an essay and
parents must complete a FACTS application.

STATE SCHOLARSHIPS DIOCESAN TUITION ASSISTANCE (DTA)

Award Amount: $2,500
