If you would like to help out by 
knifng blanket squares, the 
following pahern might be useful. 
The squares need to measure 8” 
(20cm) to sew together. 
• Double Kni,ng wool 
• Size 4mm (size 8) needles 
• Cast on 40 - 44 s=tches (depends    
   on the tension of your kni,ng) 
• Knit every row (garter s=tch) 
• Knit un=l work measures 8” (20cm) 
• Cast off loosely 
• Leave a long end for sewing up. 
Please hand in any squares as you 
finish them. Enjoy your knifng and 
thank you in advance.
