Rincón de Catecismo por Kacey Carey, DRE 

La Solemnidad de la Ascensión del Señor es una importan-
te fiesta católica que conmemora el ascenso corporal de 
Jesús al cielo, 40 días después de la Pascua. Algunos cele-
bran esta fiesta el Jueves de la Ascensión, mientras que la 
mayoría la conmemora el domingo. Pero, ¿cuál es el signifi-
cado de la fiesta en sí misma? El significado teológico del 
regreso de Jesús al Padre, en plena forma humana, abre la 
puerta para que toda la humanidad alcance la salvación. No 
se trata solo del fin del tiempo de Cristo en la tierra; es tam-
bién un punto de inflexión para la Iglesia, como signo de lo 
que está por venir en la historia cristiana. Jesús completa 
su misión terrenal y lleva a cabo todo aquello para lo que 
fue enviado: enseñar, sanar, sufrir, morir y resucitar. Tras 
su resurrección, su acto final consiste en regresar al Padre. 
Esto simboliza que su obra salvadora ha quedado consu-
mada. Él nos invita al cielo, ofreciéndonos la esperanza de 
que la vida eterna es posible para todos. Para animarnos 
aún más, va a prepararnos un lugar a sus seguidores (Juan 
14). Otro aspecto importante de la Ascensión es que signifi-
ca que la misión de Dios continúa. Antes de su partida, 
Cristo encomendó a sus discípulos (y a nosotros) salir y 
hacer discípulos a todas las naciones. Prometió enviarnos 
un Abogado para que nos guiara. Esto marca la inaugura-
ción de la misión de la Iglesia de difundir el Evangelio. Al 
recibir este encargo, nosotros, los discípulos, quedamos 
ahora facultados para llevar a cabo la misión del Señor. El 
descenso del Espíritu Santo, tal como fue prometido, se 
cumplirá en Pentecostés: el día del nacimiento de nuestra 
Iglesia.

Catechism Corner by Kacey Carey, DRE 
The Solemnity of the Ascension of the Lord is a major 
Catholic feast commemorating Jesus' bodily ascent into 
heaven 40 days after Easter. Some celebrate the feast 
on Ascension Thursday, while most will commemorate 
the feast on Sunday.  But what is the significance of the 
feast itself?  The theological significance of Jesus return 
to the Father in full human form opens the door for all of 
humanity to attain salvation.  It is not just the end of 
Christ's time on earth.  It is also a turning point for the 
Church as a sign of what is to come in the Christian sto-
ry.  Jesus completes his earthly mission and accom-
plished all he was sent to do: teach, heal, suffer, die and 
rise again. After his resurrection, his final act is to return 
to the Father.  This symbolizes his saving work was 
complete.  He invites us into heaven by offering the 
hope that eternal life is possible for all.  To entice us fur-
ther, he goes to prepare a place for his followers (John 
14).  Further importance of the Ascension means God's 
mission continues.  Before his departure, Christ commis-
sioned his disciples (and us) to go forth and make disci-
ples of all nations. He promised to send us an Advocate 
to guide us.  This marks the inauguration of the Church's 
mission to spread the gospel.   When commissioned, we 
disciples are now empowered to carry out the Lord's 
mission. The decent of the Holy Spirit as promised will 
be fulfilled at Pentecost, the birthday of our church.
