Rincón de Catecismo por Kacey Carey, DRE 

No hubo sombreros de fiesta, pastel ni globos, pero el cumplea-

ños de la Iglesia Católica tuvo lugar en Pentecostés. La palabra 

griega Pentecostés se refiere al quincuagésimo día después de 

la Pascua y conmemora el descenso del Espíritu Santo sobre 

los apóstoles. Imaginen haber estado presentes en el Cenáculo 

cuando un viento impetuoso irrumpió sobre los temerosos se-

guidores de Jesús. Se escondían de los romanos, temiendo 

que su destino fuera el mismo que el de Cristo. Pedro finalmen-

te dio un paso al frente, empoderado para proclamar a Jesu-

cristo, y a este, crucificado. Los discípulos, envalentonados, 

hablaban en extrañas lenguas extranjeras —idiomas que no 

habían aprendido previamente—, pero que ahora les permitían 

comunicarse con todos. Las lenguas de fuego inspiraron a los 

apóstoles a proclamar con celo la Gran Comisión. Hasta el día 

de hoy, la Iglesia Católica atrae a todas las naciones y lenguas, 

convirtiéndose verdaderamente en la religión "Universal". Des-

de sus mismos inicios, la Iglesia habla a todos, superando ba-

rreras lingüísticas y culturales. El descenso del Paráclito, o Es-

píritu Santo, cambió para siempre el destino de la Iglesia Católi-

ca. El Espíritu Santo es el "alma" de la Iglesia y el principio 

esencial de su vida. Los apóstoles cobraron valor para dejar de 

vivir con miedo y proclamar con orgullo a Jesús, incluso si ello 

les costaba la vida —lo cual, a la postre, terminaría sucedien-

do—. Así fue como la fe se propagó con tanta rapidez. Consti-

tuye un testimonio poderoso cuando una persona pone su pro-

pia vida como respaldo de aquello que dice y defiende. 

¿Cuántos de nosotros estaríamos dispuestos a morir antes que 

negar a Cristo? "Y todos fueron llenos del Espíritu Santo y co-

menzaron a hablar en otras lenguas, según el Espíritu les con-

cedía expresarse... Cada uno los oía hablar en su propia len-

gua". Hechos 2: 4b, 6

Catechism Corner by Kacey Carey, DRE 
There were no party hats, cake or balloons, but the birth-
day of the Catholic church occurred at Pentecost.  The 
Greek word Pentecost refers to the fiftieth day after 
Easter and commemorates the descent of the Holy Spirit 
upon the apostles. Imagine being present in the upper 
room when a roaring wind came upon the fearful follow-
ers of Jesus. They were hiding from the Romans, afraid 
that their fate would be the same as Christ's.  Peter final-
ly stepped up, empowered to proclaim Jesus Christ and 
him crucified. The emboldened disciples were speaking 
in strange foreign tongues, previously unlearned lan-
guages, yet now able to communicate with all. The 
tongues of fire inspired the apostles to zealously pro-
claim the great commission. To this day, the Catholic 
church appeals to all nations and languages, becoming 
truly the "Universal" religion.  From the very beginning, 
the Church speaks to all, overcoming linguistic and cul-
tural barriers. The descent of the Advocate or the Holy 
Spirit forever changed the fate of the Catholic Church. 
The Holy Spirit is the "soul" of the Church and the es-
sential principle of her life. The apostles were embold-
ened to no longer live in fear, but to proudly proclaim 
Jesus even if it meant their lives, which ultimately it 
would. This is how the faith spread so rapidly.  It is a 
powerful testimony when a person puts their life behind 
what they are saying and advocating. How many of us, 
are willing to die rather than deny Christ? 
 
"And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to 
speak in other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utter-
ance.... Each one heard them speaking in his own lan-
guage".
