OCIA REQUIREMENTS

Order of Christian Initiation for Adults

For those seeking the Sacraments of Initiation,
Baptism, Confirmation and Holy Eucharist

General Information

1. Participants must be 18 years of age or older.

2. Must participate in weekly Mass. Sunday Mass card must be signed weekly.

3. Bring a completed registration form, tuition and required certificates and or documents according to
the sacraments seeking.

4. Every journey toward Full Initiation into the faith is different depending upon the situation. For some
individuals to receive the Sacraments it may take up to 1 year to 2 years depending on each individual.
- OCIA and Profession of Faith are 1-2-year programs, confirmation is a one-year program.

5. OCIA those seeking full initiation (Baptism, Eucharist & Confirmation) you will participate in the Rite of
Entrance, weekly dismissals at Mass, Rite of Election and the Triduum Celebration, and Retreats. More
instruction will be given during class.

6. Must participate in weekly formation classes according to the itinerary received. Class begins promptly
at 7 pm in person, if you are going to be late or absent please notify the office by sending an email to
monica.h@sacredheartrc.org. Diocesan policy is only two (3) absences per year.

7. To receive any sacraments, you must be in the State of Grace at time of Sacramental Mass. If you are
single you will receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation before the Mass of the Holy Eucharist or
Confirmation. If you are married but not in the Catholic Church you and your spouse agree to marry
before date of receiving the sacraments. This is at the discretion of the Pastor.

8. Choose a Godparent: The Godparent (if being fully initiated into the Church) or a Sponsor (if receiving
Confirmation) need to be practicing Catholics, Baptized, Confirmed and able to receive Holy Eucharist.
If married, must be married in the Catholic Church. Sponsor form to be completed (all necessary
documents) by December 1, 2026.

9. Choose a Saint and write a report for Confirmation. A Saint that you can model your life by or one that
you have a relationship with. Saint report due December 1, 2026.

10. The fees for all programs are $100. ($75 for registration, $25 for books/materials). Non — registered:
$150 ($75 for registration, S50 for Diocesan Development Fund, $25 for books/materials).

11. Formation is a process and it does not imply that you will receive the Sacrament.

12. Media Release- | grant permission for photos/videos of me to be used for parish promotional
materials.
