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From the Pastor, December 28, 2025
The celebration of the Holy Family is a reminder for our

unique Christian call. Jesus didn’t establish a Church that we
all work out our salvation individually – we were meant to do
it together. And there are people that the Lord God put in our
lives that are kind of unavoidable. They say you can pick your
friends, but you can’t pick your family (and this is true, with one
exception – you can pick your wife or husband). But our family,
those who are closest to us, are meant to be the ones that help
us the most to be sanctified in this life and get to heaven. Very
early in the history of the Church, the understanding developed
that the family is the “domestic church” – ecclesia domestica, or
sometimes called the ecclesiola, which means “little church.”
How is this meant to look?

First, the love between spouses mirrors Christ’s love for His
Church, making the family a small icon of the whole Church.
Out of that love there comes little people as a gift from God,
and the home is where children first learn to pray, seek God’s
will, and understand their Baptism. Parents are the primary
educators of their children in the faith, before the parish or
Catholic school. They are called to be the “first preachers of the
faith” to their children through word and example. The family
is a community of grace, prayer, virtues, and charity, striving for
holiness together.

singular vocación cristiana. Jesús no estableció una iglesia para
que cada uno buscará su salvación individualmente; fuimos
llamados a hacerlo juntos. Y hay personas que el Señor ha puesto
en nuestras vidas que son, en cierto modo, inevitables. Dicen
que uno puede elegir a sus amigos, pero no a su familia (y esto es
cierto, con una excepción: uno puede elegir a su esposa o esposo).
Pero nuestra familia, quienes están más cerca de nosotros, están
llamados a ser quienes más nos ayuden a santificarnos en esta
vida y a alcanzar el cielo. Muy pronto en la historia de la Iglesia,
se desarrolló la comprensión de que la familia es la “iglesia
doméstica” —ecclesia domestica – o, a veces, llamada ecclesiola,
que significa “pequeña iglesia”. ¿Cómo se manifiesta esto?

En primer lugar, el amor entre los cónyuges refleja el amor
de Cristo por su Iglesia, haciendo de la familia un pequeño
icono de la Iglesia entera. De ese amor nacen los hijos, como
un don de Dios, y el hogar es donde los niños aprenden a orar,
a buscar la voluntad de Dios y a comprender su Bautismo. Los
padres son los principales educadores de sus hijos en la fe, antes
que la parroquia o la escuela católica. Están llamados a ser los
“primeros predicadores de la fe” para sus hijos, con la palabra
y el ejemplo. La familia es una comunidad de gracia, oración,
virtudes y caridad, que busca la santidad en conjunto.
