The Olbans have been the oldest allies of the 
Cyreans and the first to join the Hegemony during 
its formation. Their raw physicality is tempered by 
their unwavering loyalty to the ruling Cyreans, 
resulting in a highly refined warrior culture in 
which they excel instinctively. Due to this inherent 
loyalty, the Olbans are the only species from which 
the Honor Guard is chosen.

Oathbound Artisans
Though the Cyreans may be the Hegemony’s 
scholars and philosophers, the Olbans are its 
heart, infusing the realm with their passion for the 
arts and letters. Their inherent respect for words 
and the power of oaths served as the foundation 
upon which the Cyreans built the rule of law, forgin 
an unprecedented bond between the two species 
in their early days of unity.

Summary

species limits their current ability to climb military 
ranks. Instead, they have carved out a prominent 
role in the Hegemony through their enormous 
labor value.

A Bond with Sadon
A fierce pride in their cultural identy unites the 
Sador, setting them apart from the other Hegemo-
ny peoples. Their spiritual bond with their home-
world is so deep that many undertake annual 
pilgrimmages to return to their hatching waters.

Sador Traits
Exceptional Strength: With their large frames 
and great strength, Sadors can lift and carry heavi-
er loads than others.

Toughness: Sadors have a hardy exterior and 
greater resilience to damage.

Susceptible to Cold: Sadors are not well-suited 
for cold environments. Exposure to cold will often 
slow them and result in damage.

They can be found 
in every corner of the galaxy, working in every field 
imaginable. They are known for their adaptability, 
able to find a home in any environment, even 
among potential foes. This has led to their success 
in the Beyond, as they have spread out to claim 
new territories and expand their reach.

Ambition and Conflict
Despite their ambitious and productive nature, 
Humans are not immune to conflict. They are
