8 December 

First Vespers: Psalm 109 

The Lord's revelation to my Master: 
‘Sit on my right: 
your foes I will put beneath your feet.’ 

The Lord will wield from Zion 
your sceptre of power: 
rule in the midst of all your foes. 

A prince from the day of your birth 
on the holy mountains; 
from the womb before the dawn I begot you. 

The Lord has sworn an oath he will not change. 
‘You are a priest for ever, 
a priest like Melchizedek of old.’ 

The Master standing at your right hand 
will shatter kings in the day of his wrath. 
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Second Vespers: Psalm 121 

I rejoiced when I heard them say: 
‘Let us go to God's house.’ 
And now our feet are standing 
within your gates, O Jerusalem. 

Jerusalem is built as a city 
strongly compact. 
It is there that the tribes go up, 
the tribes of the Lord. 

For Israel's law it is, 
there to praise the Lord's name. 
There were set the thrones of judgment 
of the house of David. 

For the peace of Jerusalem pray: 
‘Peace be to your homes! 
May peace reign in your walls, 
in your palaces, peace!’ 

For love of my brethren and friends 
I say: ‘Peace upon you.’ 
For love of the house of the Lord 
I will ask for your good. 
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First Vespers: Psalm 112 

Alleluia! 
Praise, O servants of the Lord, 
praise the name of the Lord! 
May the name of the Lord be blessed 
both now and for evermore! 
From the rising of the sun to its setting 
praised be the name of the Lord! 

High above all nations is the Lord, 
above the heavens his glory. 
Who is like the Lord, our God, 
who has risen on high to his throne 
yet stoops from the heights to look down, 
to look down upon heaven and earth? 

From the dust he lifts up the lowly, 
from the dungheap he raises the poor 
to set him in the company of princes, 
yes, with the princes of his people. 
To the childless wife he gives a home 
and gladdens her heart with children. 
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Second Vespers: Psalm 126 

If the Lord does not build the house, 
in vain do its builders labour; 
if the Lord does not watch over the city, 
in vain does the watchman keep vigil. 

In vain is your earlier rising, 
your going later to rest, 
you who toil for the bread you eat: 
when he pours gifts on his beloved while they slumber. 

Truly sons are a gift from the Lord, 
a blessing, the fruit of the womb. 
Indeed the sons of youth 
are like arrows in the hand of a warrior. 

O the happiness of the man 
who has filled his quiver with these arrows! 
He will have no cause for shame 
when he disputes with his foes in the gateways. 
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First Vespers: Psalm 147 

O praise the Lord, Jerusalem! 
Zion praise your God! 

He has strengthened the bars of your gates, 
he has blessed the children within you. 
He established peace on your borders, 
he feeds you with finest wheat. 

He sends out his word to the earth 
and swiftly runs his command. 
He showers down snow white as wool, 
he scatters hoar-frost like ashes. 

He hurls down hailstones like crumbs. 
The waters are frozen at his touch; 
he sends forth his word and it melts them: 
at the breath of his mouth the waters flow: 

He makes his word known to Jacob, 
to Israel his laws and decrees. 
He has not dealt thus with other nations; 
he has not taught them his decrees. 

Second Vespers: Psalm 130 

O Lord, my heart is not proud 
nor haughty my eyes. 
I have not gone after things too great 
nor marvels beyond me. 

Truly I have set my soul 
in silence and peace. 
A weaned child on its mother's breast, 
even so is my soul. 
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O Israel, hope in the Lord 
both now and for ever. 

Canticle: From the Byzantine Off ice of the Mother of God 

The Angel who stands before God’s throne 
was sent down to greet the Mother of God; 
and seeing you become incarnate, O Lord, 
speechless he stood in fear, until he said: 
‘Hail Mary, full of grace, the Lord is with you. 
Hail Mary, lowly handmaid of the Lord. 

Hail Mary, through you will joy shine forth. 
Hail Mary, through you the curse will be lifted. 
Hail Mary, hope of fallen Adam. 
Hail Mary, by you Eve’s tears are dried. 
Hail Mary, height beyond the reach of human thought. 
Hail Mary, depth which can never be fathomed. 

Hail Mary, you are the throne of the King. 
Hail Mary, you bear the Saviour of the world. 
Hail Mary, star proclaiming the dawn. 
Hail Mary, womb in which God was made man. 
Hail Mary, through you all creation is made new. 
Hail Mary, both Virgin and Mother’. 
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Let every creature born of earth 
exult in soul and shine forth in radiance. 
Let the angels and saints of heaven 
Sing the praises of the Mother of God, 
And let the whole Church proclaim: 
‘Rejoice, O full of grace, the Lord is with you.’
