Application Guidelines 

Applications are being accepted for Junior Leadership Macomb XIII. The program offers unique learning experiences 
for high school juniors through field trips, interactive activities, and topic expert speakers. We strive to create a 
diverse cohort of approximately 40 students from schools throughout Macomb County, including public, private, 
and charter schools, as well as home schooled individuals. 

Eligibility
