Photos must be unframed and mounted with glue or double-stick tape onto white mounting
board, foam core or illustration board. Photos must be 5" x 7", mounted on an 8" x 10" board, or an 8" x 10" photo, mounted on an 11" x 14" board.

3. DONOT PUT NAME, ADDRESS OR INITIALS on any article including paintings or it will be automatically disqualified at the time of entering the
exhibit. If you do have a name or initial on the painting, please have it covered with tape before entering.

4. Allentries must be hand work of the exhibitor and must have been made WITHIN THE PAST TWO YEARS. The superintendent has the right to
disqualify any exhibit. NO COMMERCIAL EXHIBITORS ACCEPTED. Any article that has received a ribbon within the last 2 years is not
eligible to be shown again.

5. NO ENTRIES MAY BE CHANGED AFTER THEY ARE IN THE HANDS OF THE SECRETARY.

6. Entry tags will be given to you at the fair office when you make your entries. Please place them on your exhibit before bringing it to the fine arts
hall. Entry tags should be safely pinned to textile exhibits.

7. The Fair Association will not be responsible for any articles lost or damaged in this department.

8. Judges will consider color, style or design, materials, workmanship, and appropriateness of the article.

9. Please present entry slips for the release of exhibits. Premiums will be paid at the time they are released.

10. Al dresses, coats and suits must have a plastic cover on them.

11, An exhibitor may make two entries under each lot number.

12. An article may be entered under only one lot number.

13. Phone entries will NOT be accepted in this department.

14, Clothing may be removed from the exhibit area for 4-H modeling in the Style Show with advance permission from the office.
