What does a catechist do?
The catechist instructs our children in Scripture and Tradition, and 
makes Christ’s teachings accessible and engaging. The catechist will also
help to initiate children into the St. Theresa  community of faith by
introducing  them to the life, the worship, and the practices of our parish
family. 

What does a catechist’s aide do?
The catechist’s aide reinforces lessons, assists with classroom 
management, helps with activities, and fulfills clerical tasks.

What does a volunteer do?

A volunteer welcomes arrivals, assists with dismissal, 
distributes snacks, and provides supervision.

Aides and volunteers serve as the 
catechist’s “helping hands.”  Their 
assistance gives the catechist
the freedom to focus on students’
educational and spiritual needs.
