The Traditional Cremation Ceremony is a formal event that typically takes place in our funeral home chapel or
your place of worship. This package includes all costs associated with our bringing your loved one into our care
(within our local service area), professional care of your loved one including embalming, dressing, casketing and
the cremation process, use of our staff, equipment & facilities for the Memorial Ceremony event in our facility or
your place of worship, and required professional vehicles. Your selections for your loved one’s cremation
container or casket, memorial urn, personal keepsakes, cash advance items, permanent placement and available
catering services will be added to the package cost. If all services are held at our location, then you may deduct
$395, for use of the hearse.

Cremation Memorial Ceremony $  6,965.00
The Memorial Ceremony 1s a formal event that takes place “in memory” of your loved one. Rather than a having
a casket present, a memorial urn, photo or other items serves as the focal point. It 1s typically held in our funeral
home chapel or your place of worship. The Memorial Ceremony package includes all costs associated with our
bringing your loved one into our care (within our local service area), professional care of your loved one including
sanitary care & the cremation process, use of our staft, equipment & facilities for the Memorial Ceremony event in
our facility or your place of worship, and required professional vehicles. Your selections for your loved one’s
cremation container or casket, memorial urn, personal keepsake, cash advance items, permanent placement and
available catering services will be added to the package cost. An in person identification or private family goodbye
may be added to this package.

Funeral Ceremony with Burial $  7,260.00

A formal opportunity to honor your loved one’s life that typically follows prescribed religious rites. Families
selecting the Funeral Ceremony draw great comfort by honoring their loved one following the structure of their
personal religious traditions and from the support they receive from those attending.

Embalming $  1,295.00

Except in certain special cases, embalming i1s not required by law. Embalming may be necessary, however, if you
select certain funeral arrangements, such as a funeral with viewing. If you do not want embalming, you usually
have the right to choose an arrangement, such as direct cremation or immediate burial, that does not require you
to pay for it.

This fee includes the transfer of remains to the funeral home, proportionate basic services of funeral director and
staff, necessary authorizations, embalming, dressing, cosmetizing and placement in the casket or container, and
transportation to local airport or other destination within a 50-mile local service radius. This fee does not include
visitation or ceremonies, shipping charges, shipping container or any merchandise, memorials, or services
available for selection.

Receiving of Remains from another Funeral Home $ 2,685.00

This fee includes the receiving and/or transfer of remains to the funeral home, and the proportionate basic
services of the funeral director and staff and other preparation of the deceased. 7his fee does not include
visitation or ceremonies, shipping charges, or any merchandise, memorials, or services available for selection.

Immediate Cremation no Services $2,995 to $11,990

This fee includes the transfer of remains to the funeral home, limited basic services of funeral director and staff,
special sanitary care of un-embalmed remains, local transportation to and from the crematory and the crematory
fee. This fee does not include the use of the facilities or stafl for any visitation or ceremony, public or private,
prior to or following the cremation.
