Our parish bereavement ministry team will be in
periodic contact with you in order to make sure your
spiritual needs are being met. At any time, however,
you are welcome to call the parish office if we can be of
support.

Finally, know that every November we will hold your
deceased loved one in prayer in a special way. We ask
God that all the faithful departed might rest in his
peace!
