“The virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, 
and shall name him Emmanuel.” (Isaiah 7,14) 
 
With the fourth Sunday of Advent, we are close of  
Christmas. The first reading and the Gospel also give us a 
glimpse into the identity and mission of the Messiah. He is  
Emmanuel (God-with-us), but above all, he is Yeshua or Jesus 
(which means God saves). Seven hundred years  
before the Messiah's birth, the prophet Isaiah prophesied his 
identity. He is Emmanuel (Isaiah 7:14). But at the  
fullness of time, when the Virgin Mary gave birth to him, the  
Messiah was not called Emmanuel but Jesus. Why is this change 
of name? What does it signify?  
Emmanuel, God-with-us, is a prophetic name. But what is a  
prophetic name? It is a name that announces a  
significant event or person in accordance with God's plan.  
Emmanuel is the one who comes to tell us that from now on, 
"God dwells in the midst of his people." Through his way of being, 
his miracles, and his message of compassion and peace, Jesus 
is the presence of God (Shekinah) in the world. Now, why is he 
called Jesus?  

To Joseph, the angel declared, "You shall name him Je-

sus." (Matthew 1:16) Jesus is his mission’s name. That explains 
his reason for being in the world. This name reminds us that he is 

the sacrifice through which God saves us and proves his love for 

us. "God so loved the world he gave his only begotten Son" (John 

3:16). Jesus was never called by the prophetic name 

"Emmanuel," not even once. But his mission’s name (Jesus) con-
tinues to draw down blessings and peace upon the world. For 

"There is no salvation through anyone else, nor is there any other 

name under heaven given to the human race by which we are to 

be saved." (Acts 4:12) May his name be blessed now and forev-

er.

After the time of preparation, it is now the day of  
celebration. Jesus was born as a Child to embrace our  
humanity and raise us to God. At Christmas, the Church invites 
us to see ourselves as part of God's divine plan-as gifts of God to 
other (the Pre-existent Word) became man so that man might 
share in his divinity.(admirabile  
commercium according to saint Augustin)  King David was right 
when he proclaimed, "Gods though you be, offspring of the Most 
High all of you" (Psalm 82:6). But this divinity is fully offered to 
us in Jesus, the God-Man who comes to save us.  
In the Book of Isaiah, the titles given to the Child-King are  
striking. All the titles given to God, the Creator and source of all 
good, are also given to the Child. "Wonder Counselor" is the title 
of God, Source of infinite wisdom (the Holy Spirit),  
"God-Hero" (the role attributed to God who  
conquered Egypt and the enemies of his People),  
"Father-Forever" (one of the significant titles of the Creator of all 
things relating to his divine providence and love for the sinners), 
and finally "Prince of Peace" (which defines the divine presence 
in the life of his People). All these titles are given to the Child 
because he is God, born of God, Light born of the Light, as we 
proclaim in the  
Nicene-Constantinopolitan Creed. At Christmas, the gift we  
receive is God himself, the Word incarnate, so that the  
human being may rise to divine glory.  

Therefore, let us embrace our calling to be "gifts of God to  
others, gifts of God to this world that so desperately needs peace 
and joy." May the Christ Child be our joy, our consolation, and
