Recycling Pickup is 6:00AM on Wednesdays. You need to purchase specific recycling bags at the stores listed above.
Recycling is a Two-Bag System
Bag 1 = All acceptable paper/cardboard (Fibers)
Bag 2 = All acceptable plastic, tin & glass
Limb/Brush  Pickup is the first Monday of each month; except during the winter. Place trimmed branches and brush along the road for a Village truck to dispose. April thru Novemer.
Clean-Up Day  is in the month of May, usually on a Saturday. A truck will pick up household items. A tag must be purchased for larger items and there is a limit to amount placed curbside. Watch for the schedule.
