First Reading
  In those days, the Israelites came to the desert of Sinai and pitched camp.
  While Israel was encamped here in front of the mountain, Moses went up the mountain to God. Then the LORD called to him and said, “Thus shall you say to the house of Jacob; tell the Israelites: You have seen for yourselves how I treated the Egyptians and how I bore you up on eagle wings and brought you here to myself.  Therefore, if you hearken to my voice and keep my covenant, you shall be my special possession, dearer to me than all other people, though all the earth is mine. You shall be to me a kingdom of priests, a holy nation.”
  

  Indeed, if, while we were enemies, we were reconciled to God through the death of his Son, how much more, once reconciled, will we be saved by his life. Not only that, but we also boast of God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received reconciliation.

  Gospel Reading
  At the sight of the crowds, Jesus’ heart was moved with pity for them because they were troubled and abandoned, like sheep without a shepherd. Then he said to his disciples, “The harvest is abundant but the laborers are few; so ask the master of the harvest to send out laborers for his harvest.” 
  Then he summoned his twelve disciples and gave them authority over unclean spirits to drive them out and to cure every disease and every illness. The names of the twelve apostles are these: first, Simon called Peter, and his brother Andrew; James, the son of Zebedee, and his brother John, Philip and Bartholomew, Thomas and Matthew the tax collector; James the son of Alphaeus, and Thaddeus, Simon from Cana, and Judas Iscariot who betrayed him. 
  Jesus sent out these twelve after instructing them thus, “Do not go into pagan territory or enter a Samaritan town. Go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel. As you go, make this proclamation: ‘The kingdom of heaven is at hand.’ Cure the sick, raise the dead, cleanse lepers, drive out demons. Without cost you have received; without cost you are to give.”
  



Gospel Acclamation

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Second Reading
Brothers and sisters: Christ, while we were still helpless, yet died at the appointed time for the ungodly. Indeed, only with difficulty does one die for a just person, though perhaps for a good person one might even find courage to die.
  But God proves his love for us in that while we were still sinners Christ died for us. How much more then, since we are now justified by his blood, will we be saved though him from the wrath.     
  
  

  

  It is held each year on the Friday following the second Sunday after Pentecost. The World Day of Prayer for the Sanctification of Priests is also observed on this day.
  The Sacred Heart is depicted as a heart encircled by a crown of thorns, topped by a  cross and a flame, and with a bleeding wound on its left side from the lance thrust into Jesus’ side after his death on the cross. The elements which recall his passion serve as a reminder that his suffering was caused by our sins and was willingly endured out of love for us; the flame represents the “fire” of that love…
  Jesus told St. Margaret Mary Alacoque that those who promote the Sacred Heart devotion “Shall have their names written in my heart.” Jesus also made 12 promises to her regarding the graces that he will give to those who practice the devotion, including promises to give them “all the graces necessary for their state of life” and “bless the homes where an image of my heart shall be exposed and honored.”   Excerpts from The Southern Cross; June 2026 edition,  pp. 14-16.

Make the Mission Your Own
 Jesus called ordinary people to follow him. Then he commissioned them to heal and cleanse those who were suffering in their midst, and eventually he sent them to spread the message of forgiveness, love, and redemption to all. 
  Though the mission was clear, Jesus’ apostles and disciples did not live out their vocations in the same way. Some stayed close to home, preaching and healing in nearby towns and villages. Others traveled thousands of miles through Europe, Asia, and Africa to spread the Good News. Each vocation is unique, and it takes time to discern the right path.
  Consider the young woman who thought she wanted to be a school teacher. That would be a worthwhile and fulfilling vocation, she believed. But after student teaching, she realized that teaching might not be her calling. She then looked into law school and interned at a law office representing asbestos workers. She loved meeting the workers and hearing their stories. Defending them against large corporations that had hidden the dangers of their products for years seemed like a noble pursuit. But, alas, the daily grind of the law did not make her heart sing. 
  Frustrated, she applied for a job at a bookstore while she continued to discern her path. During her interview, the Human Resources  director said, “You seem like you’d make a great editor. We just happen to need one for a Catholic magazine we publish.”
  That proved to be the job that gave her a sense of purpose and allowed her to live out her Christian vocation in her own unique way.
