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Extraordinary Jubilee Year of St. Francis
  Commemorating the 8th centenary of the passage of St. Francis of Assisi, Pope Leo XIV has established an extraordinary Jubilee Year from Jan. 10 2026 to Jan.10, 2027. 
  Though this Jubilee year is addressed especially to members of the Franciscan Families and those that observe the Rule of St. Francis, as described by the Order of Friars Minor, “The grace of this special year is also extended to all the faithful without distinction who, with their spirits removed from sin, visit in the form of a pilgrimage any Franciscan conventual church or place of worship dedicated to St. Francis in any part of the world.” This means anyone may participate in making a pilgrimage this Jubilee year.
  In the spirit of pilgrimage, in addition to making the physical journey to one of these designated churches, a plenary indulgence will be granted to those who: •  Partake in sacramental confession to be in God’s grace in the eight days before or after visiting •  Participate in Mass and receive Eucharistic Communion •  Renew his/her profession of faith, through the recitation of the Creed, to reaffirm one’s Christian identity •  Recite the Lord’s Prayer, reaffirming the dignity of children of God •  Pray for the intentions of the Holy Father.
  The Third Order Regular of St. Francis (TOR) explains that Jubilee pilgrims should spend a reasonable period of time in pious meditation upon arriving at a designated church. They should strive to follow the example of St. Francis, raising

  Every year at the First Communion liturgy, I bring out the old studio portrait of my First Communion. I am seated on a stool in my new suit holding a rosary and my prayer book. My eyes are downcast as though I were in deep prayer.
   The children have to guess who it is and when they realize it is me, I have them then guess the year it was taken. That is always great for my humility. We joke about how my nose has grown and my hair has disappeared. They are smiling. their parent are laughing. And I realize that they look as innocent as I did more than a half century ago. 
  Can we return to that same simple but profound belief that Jesus comes into our hearts in such an intimate way when we receive the Eucharist, that it has a noticeable effect on us not just during those moments after Communion, but long after we have left the church building?
