Award Nomination Guidelines: 
This set of criteria aims to ensure that the scholarship supports a well-rounded individual who demonstrates leadership, community involvement, and a genuine financial need to achieve their educational and career aspirations.
 Leadership and Involvement:
· Demonstrated leadership qualities through participation in school activities, community service, or extracurricular activities.
· Active involvement in at least two extracurricular activities, such as student government, sports teams, clubs, or volunteer organizations.
· A letter of recommendation from a teacher, counselor, coach, or community leader attesting to the applicant's leadership qualities and involvement (all welcome).
Financial Need:
· Statement explaining your financial situation and the necessity of this scholarship to pursue your educational goals.
· Additional documentation may be requested to support the financial need claim.
Personal Statement:
· A personal essay (500-750 words) outlining the applicant’s career goals, how they have demonstrated leadership and involvement during high school, and how the scholarship will help them achieve their dreams and goals.
Additional Considerations:
· Preference may be given to applicants who have overcome significant personal or family challenges.
· Special consideration may be given to applicants pursuing fields of study that align with the business interests of the Missoula Chamber member businesses.
· Special consideration may be given to students who have had family members contribute with volunteerism and financial support of the Chamber.
Eligibility Criteria: 
To be eligible for the Kim Latrielle Award of Excellence Scholarship, applicants must:

· Applicant must be a dependent of an employee, family member or owner of a Missoula Chamber current member.
· Applicant must be a high school senior graduating in the current academic year of fall annual banquet.
· Applicant must be planning to attend a college, trade school, or two-year college or any continuing education in the following academic year.
· Minimum GPA of 2.0 or higher on a 4.0 scale.
· Submission of high school transcript, athletic involvement, leadership involvement, volunteerism.
Selection Process:
· Applications will be reviewed by a committee of representatives from the Missoula Chamber of Commerce.
· Selection will be based on the strength of the leadership and involvement demonstrated, financial need, and the personal statement.

September - Nominations Reviewed, Recipient Notified
Wednesday, October 15th - Annual Banquet, Recipient Honored
The Kim Latrielle Award of Excellence Scholarship recipient will receive two complimentary tickets to the Annual Banquet where they will be announced as the award recipient. Award recipient information for this category will not be released publicly until after the Award night.
