TOP 10 MOST ASKED QUESTIONS ABOUT THE N1 LEAGUE 

1. What is the N1 League? 

The N1 League is a high-level competitive platform designed to provide strong competition, player development, 

and increased exposure for players and teams. 

2. How is the N1 League different from regular league play? 

The level of competition is higher, travel may increase slightly, and games are designed to challenge players in a 

more competitive environment. 

3. Will there be more travel involved? 

Yes, some travel should be expected depending on division placement and scheduling. However, we always work 

to balance competition with reasonable travel expectations. 

4. How are teams selected for N1? 

Teams are selected based on player evaluations, team performance, commitment level, and overall readiness to 

compete at the N1 level. 

5. Does every player make an N1 team? 

No. N1 is intended for players and teams competing at the highest level within their age group. 

6. What are coaches looking for during evaluations/tryouts? 

Coaches evaluate technical ability, decision making, effort, attitude, coachability, teamwork, and consistency. 

7. Will my child still get development opportunities if they are not on an N1 team? 

Absolutely. Development is important at every level, and all players will continue receiving quality coaching and 

opportunities to improve. 

8. How many practices and games should we expect? 

Most N1 teams will practice multiple times per week and play league games on weekends, along with possible 

tournaments/showcases. 

9. What is the commitment level for N1 players? 

The expectation is high commitment to practices, games, tournaments, and team activities throughout the season. 

10. Why is playing in a competitive league beneficial? 

Higher competition helps players grow technically, mentally, and tactically while preparing them for future 

opportunities in soccer. 
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
