The Confession

Pl In this Lenten season we have heard our Lord's call to intensify our
struggle against sin, death, and the devil--all that keeps us from loving
God and each other.

O night truly blessed in which heaven and earth are joined-things
human and things divine.

We, therefore, pray to you, O Lord, that this candle, burning to the
honor of your name, will continue to vanquish the darkness of this
night and be mingled with the lights of heaven.

May he who is the morning star find it burning-that morning star
which never sets, that morning star which, rising again from the grave,
taithfully sheds light on all the human race.

And we pray, O Lord, rule, govern, and preserve with your continual
protection your whole Church, giving us peace in this time of our
paschal rejoicing; through the same Lord, Jesus Christ, your Son, who
lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and
forever.

1 And God said, “Let the earth sprout vegetation, plants yielding seed, and
fruit trees bearing fruit in which is their seed, each according to its kind, on
the earth.” And it was so. 2 The earth brought forth vegetation, plants
yielding seed according to their own kinds, and trees bearing fruit in which
is their seed, each according to its kind. And God saw that it was good.

13 And there was evening and there was morning, the third day.

14 And God said, “Let there be lights in the expanse of the heavens to
separate the day from the night. And let them be for signs and for seasons,
and for days and years, ' and let them be lights in the expanse of the
heavens to give light upon the earth.” And it was so. * And God made the
two great lights —the greater light to rule the day and the lesser light to rule
the night—and the stars. 17 And God set them in the expanse of the heavens
to give light on the earth, 8to rule over the day and over the night, and to
separate the light from the darkness. And God saw that it was good. * And
there was evening and there was morning, the fourth day.

20 And God said, “Let the waters swarm with swarms of living creatures,
and let birds fly above the earth across the expanse of the heavens.” 2! So

God created the great sea creatures and every living creature that moves,
with which the waters swarm, according to their kinds, and every winged
bird according to its kind. And God saw that it was good. 22 And God
blessed them, saying, “Be fruitful and multiply and fill the waters in the
seas, and let birds multiply on the earth.” 2 And there was evening and
there was morning, the fifth day.

And let
them have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the
heavens and over the livestock and over all the earth and over every
creeping thing that creeps on the earth.”

2750 God created man in his own image,
in the image of God he created him;

You shall have them for food. 3° And to every beast of the earth and to every
bird of the heavens and to everything that creeps on the earth, everything
that has the breath of life, I have given every green plant for food.” And it
was so. 31 And God saw everything that he had made, and behold, it was
very good. And there was evening and there was morning, the sixth day.

2 1Thus the heavens and the earth were finished, and all the host of them.
2 And on the seventh day God finished his work that he had done, and he
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rested on the seventh day from all his work that he had done. 3So God
blessed the seventh day and made it holy, because on it God rested from all
his work that he had done in creation.

*These are the generations of the heavens and the earth when they were
created, in the day that the LORD God made the earth and the heavens.
5When no bush of the field was yet in the land and no small plant of the
field had yet sprung up —for the LORD God had not caused it to rain on the
land, and there was no man to work the ground, ¢and a mist was going up
from the land and was watering the whole face of the ground — 7 then the
LORD God formed the man of dust from the ground and breathed into his
nostrils the breath of life, and the man became a living creature. 8 And the
LORD God planted a garden in Eden, in the east, and there he put the man
whom he had formed. ®* And out of the ground the LORD God made to
spring up every tree that is pleasant to the sight and good for food. The tree
of life was in the midst of the garden, and the tree of the knowledge of good
and evil.

10 A river flowed out of Eden to water the garden, and there it divided and
became four rivers. 1 The name of the first is the Pishon. It is the one that
flowed around the whole land of Havilah, where there is gold. 12 And the
gold of that land is good; bdellium and onyx stone are there. ¥ The name of
the second river is the Gihon. It is the one that flowed around the whole
land of Cush. * And the name of the third river is the Tigris, which flows
east of Assyria. And the fourth river is the Euphrates.

15The LORD God took the man and put him in the garden of Eden to work it
and keep it. 1* And the LORD God commanded the man, saying, “You may
surely eat of every tree of the garden, ”but of the tree of the knowledge of
good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall
surely die.”

8Then the LORD God said, “It is not good that the man should be alone; I
will make him a helper fit for him.” ¥ Now out of the ground the LORD God
had formed every beast of the field and every bird of the heavens and
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brought them to the man to see what he would call them. And whatever the
man called every living creature, that was its name. 2 The man gave names
to all livestock and to the birds of the heavens and to every beast of the
field. But for Adam there was not found a helper fit for him. 2! So the LORD
God caused a deep sleep to fall upon the man, and while he slept took one
of his ribs and closed up its place with flesh. 22 And the rib that the LORD
God had taken from the man he made into a woman and brought her to the
man. 22 Then the man said,

“This at last is bone of my bones
and flesh of my flesh;
she shall be called Woman,
because she was taken out of Man.”

2 Therefore a man shall leave his father and his mother and hold fast to his
wife, and they shall become one flesh. 2> And the man and his wife were
both naked and were not ashamed.

3 1Now the serpent was more crafty than any other beast of the field that
the LORD God had made.

He said to the woman, “Did God actually say, “You shall not eat of any tree
in the garden’?” 2 And the woman said to the serpent, “We may eat of the
fruit of the trees in the garden, 3but God said, “You shall not eat of the fruit
of the tree that is in the midst of the garden, neither shall you touch it, lest
you die.”” 4But the serpent said to the woman, “You will not surely die.
5For God knows that when you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you
will be like God, knowing good and evil.” ¢ So when the woman saw that
the tree was good for food, and that it was a delight to the eyes, and that the
tree was to be desired to make one wise, she took of its fruit and ate, and
she also gave some to her husband who was with her, and he ate. 7 Then the
eyes of both were opened, and they knew that they were naked. And they
sewed fig leaves together and made themselves loincloths.

8 And they heard the sound of the LORD God walking in the garden in the
cool of the day, and the man and his wife hid themselves from the presence
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of the LORD God among the trees of the garden. ? But the LORD God called
to the man and said to him, “Where are you?” * And he said, “I heard the
sound of you in the garden, and I was afraid, because I was naked, and I hid
myself.” 1He said, “Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten of
the tree of which I commanded you not to eat?” 2 The man said, “The
woman whom you gave to be with me, she gave me fruit of the tree, and I
ate.” 3Then the LORD God said to the woman, “What is this that you have
done?” The woman said, “The serpent deceived me, and I ate.”

14The LORD God said to the serpent,
“Because you have done this,
cursed are you above all livestock
and above all beasts of the field;
on your belly you shall go,
and dust you shall eat
all the days of your life.
5 [ will put enmity between you and the woman,
and between your offspring and her offspring;
he shall bruise your head,
and you shall bruise his heel.”
16 To the woman he said,
“I will surely multiply your pain in childbearing;
in pain you shall bring forth children.
Your desire shall be for your husband,
and he shall rule over you.”
17 And to Adam he said,
“Because you have listened to the voice of your wife
and have eaten of the tree
of which I commanded you,
"You shall not eat of it,’
cursed is the ground because of you,
in pain you shall eat of it all the days of your life;
18 thorns and thistles it shall bring forth for you;
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and you shall eat the plants of the field.
19 By the sweat of your face
you shall eat bread,
till you return to the ground,
for out of it you were taken;
for you are dust,
and to dust you shall return.”

20 The man called his wife's name Eve, because she was the mother of all
living. 2 And the LORD God made for Adam and for his wife garments of
skins and clothed them.

22Then the LORD God said, “Behold, the man has become like one of us in
knowing good and evil. Now, lest he reach out his hand and take also of the
tree of life and eat, and live forever —” 2 therefore the LORD God sent him
out from the garden of Eden to work the ground from which he was taken.
?4He drove out the man, and at the east of the garden of Eden he placed the
cherubim and a flaming sword that turned every way to guard the way to
the tree of life.

SECOND LESSON Genesis 7:1-5, 11-18; 8:6-18; 9:8-13

7 1Then the LORD said to Noah, “Go into the ark, you and all your
household, for I have seen that you are righteous before me in this
generation. 2 Take with you seven pairs of all clean animals, the male and
his mate, and a pair of the animals that are not clean, the male and his
mate, 3and seven pairs of the birds of the heavens also, male and female, to
keep their offspring alive on the face of all the earth. 4For in seven days I
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will send rain on the earth forty days and forty nights, and every living
thing that I have made I will blot out from the face of the ground.” > And
Noah did all that the LORD had commanded him.

]n the six hundredth year of Noah's life, in the second month, on the
seventeenth day of the month, on that day all the fountains of the great
deep burst forth, and the windows of the heavens were opened. 12 And rain
fell upon the earth forty days and forty nights. 13 On the very same day
Noah and his sons, Shem and Ham and Japheth, and Noah's wife and the
three wives of his sons with them entered the ark, *they and every beast,
according to its kind, and all the livestock according to their kinds, and
every creeping thing that creeps on the earth, according to its kind, and
every bird, according to its kind, every winged creature. 15 They went into
the ark with Noah, two and two of all flesh in which there was the breath of
life. 16 And those that entered, male and female of all flesh, went in as God
had commanded him. And the LORD shut him in.

7The flood continued forty days on the earth. The waters increased and
bore up the ark, and it rose high above the earth. 18 The waters prevailed
and increased greatly on the earth, and the ark floated on the face of the
waters.

8 ¢ At the end of forty days Noah opened the window of the ark that he had
made 7and sent forth a raven. It went to and fro until the waters were dried
up from the earth. 8 Then he sent forth a dove from him, to see if the waters
had subsided from the face of the ground. ° But the dove found no place to
set her foot, and she returned to him to the ark, for the waters were still on
the face of the whole earth. So he put out his hand and took her and
brought her into the ark with him. 1 He waited another seven days, and
again he sent forth the dove out of the ark. ! And the dove came back to
him in the evening, and behold, in her mouth was a freshly plucked olive
leaf. So Noah knew that the waters had subsided from the earth. 12 Then he
waited another seven days and sent forth the dove, and she did not return
to him anymore.
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B3]In the six hundred and first year, in the first month, the first day of the
month, the waters were dried from off the earth. And Noah removed the
covering of the ark and looked, and behold, the face of the ground was dry.
14In the second month, on the twenty-seventh day of the month, the earth
had dried out. ¥* Then God said to Noah, ¢ “Go out from the ark, you and
your wife, and your sons and your sons' wives with you. ¥ Bring out with
you every living thing that is with you of all flesh —birds and animals and
every creeping thing that creeps on the earth —that they may swarm on the
earth, and be fruitful and multiply on the earth.” ¥ So Noah went out, and
his sons and his wife and his sons' wives with him.

9 8 Then God said to Noah and to his sons with him, ® “Behold, I establish
my covenant with you and your offspring after you, 1°and with every living
creature that is with you, the birds, the livestock, and every beast of the
earth with you, as many as came out of the ark; it is for every beast of the
earth. 1] establish my covenant with you, that never again shall all flesh be
cut off by the waters of the flood, and never again shall there be a flood to
destroy the earth.” 2 And God said, “This is the sign of the covenant that I
make between me and you and every living creature that is with you, for all
future generations: 1*I have set my bow in the cloud, and it shall be a sign of
the covenant between me and the earth.

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THIRD LESSON Genesis 22:1-18

U After these things God tested Abraham and said to him, “Abraham!” And
he said, “Here I am.” 2He said, “Take your son, your only son Isaac, whom
you love, and go to the land of Moriah, and offer him there as a burnt
offering on one of the mountains of which I shall tell you.” 3So Abraham
rose early in the morning, saddled his donkey, and took two of his young
men with him, and his son Isaac. And he cut the wood for the burnt offering
and arose and went to the place of which God had told him. On the third
day Abraham lifted up his eyes and saw the place from afar. 5 Then
Abraham said to his young men, “Stay here with the donkey; I and the boy
will go over there and worship and come again to you.” ¢ And Abraham
took the wood of the burnt offering and laid it on Isaac his son. And he took
in his hand the fire and the knife. So they went both of them together. ? And
Isaac said to his father Abraham, “My father!” And he said, “Here I am, my
son.” He said, “Behold, the fire and the wood, but where is the lamb for a
burnt offering?” 8 Abraham said, “God will provide for himself the lamb for
a burnt offering, my son.” So they went both of them together.

Y When they came to the place of which God had told him, Abraham built
the altar there and laid the wood in order and bound Isaac his son and laid
him on the altar, on top of the wood. ® Then Abraham reached out his hand
and took the knife to slaughter his son. ' But the angel of the LORD called to
him from heaven and said, “Abraham, Abraham!” And he said, “Here I
am.” 12He said, “Do not lay your hand on the boy or do anything to him, for
now I know that you fear God, seeing you have not withheld your son, your
only son, from me.” ¥ And Abraham lifted up his eyes and looked, and
behold, behind him was a ram, caught in a thicket by his horns. And
Abraham went and took the ram and offered it up as a burnt offering
instead of his son. *So Abraham called the name of that place, “The LORD
will provide”; as it is said to this day, “On the mount of the LORD it shall be
provided.”

15 And the angel of the LORD called to Abraham a second time from heaven
6 and said, “By myself I have sworn, declares the LORD, because you have
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done this and have not withheld your son, your only son, 171 will surely
bless you, and I will surely multiply your offspring as the stars of heaven
and as the sand that is on the seashore. And your offspring shall possess the
gate of hisenemies, ¥ and in your offspring shall all the nations of the earth
be blessed, because you have obeyed my voice.”

FOURTH LESSON Exodus 13:17-15:1a

13 7 When Pharaoh let the people go, God did not lead them by way of the
land of the Philistines, although that was near. For God said, “Lest the
people change their minds when they see war and return to Egypt.” ¥ But
God led the people around by the way of the wilderness toward the Red
Sea. And the people of Israel went up out of the land of Egypt equipped for
battle. ¥ Moses took the bones of Joseph with him, for Joseph had made the
sons of Israel solemnly swear, saying, “God will surely visit you, and you
shall carry up my bones with you from here.” 22 And they moved on from
Succoth and encamped at Etham, on the edge of the wilderness. 2 And the
LORD went before them by day in a pillar of cloud to lead them along the
way, and by night in a pillar of fire to give them light, that they might travel
by day and by night. 22 The pillar of cloud by day and the pillar of fire by
night did not depart from before the people.

14 ' Then the LORD said to Moses, 2“Tell the people of Israel to turn back
and encamp in front of Pi-hahiroth, between Migdol and the sea, in front of
Baal-zephon; you shall encamp facing it, by the sea. 3 For Pharaoh will say of
the people of Israel, “They are wandering in the land; the wilderness has
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shut them in.” * And I will harden Pharaoh's heart, and he will pursue them,
and I will get glory over Pharaoh and all his host, and the Egyptians shall
know that I am the LORD.” And they did so.

5When the king of Egypt was told that the people had fled, the mind of
Pharaoh and his servants was changed toward the people, and they said,
“What is this we have done, that we have let Israel go from serving us?” ¢So
he made ready his chariot and took his army with him, 7and took six
hundred chosen chariots and all the other chariots of Egypt with officers
over all of them. 8 And the LORD hardened the heart of Pharaoh king of
Egypt, and he pursued the people of Israel while the people of Israel were
going out defiantly. °* The Egyptians pursued them, all Pharaoh's horses and
chariots and his horsemen and his army, and overtook them encamped at
the sea, by Pi-hahiroth, in front of Baal-zephon.

10When Pharaoh drew near, the people of Israel lifted up their eyes, and
behold, the Egyptians were marching after them, and they feared greatly.
And the people of Israel cried out to the LORD. ' They said to Moses, “Is it
because there are no graves in Egypt that you have taken us away to die in
the wilderness? What have you done to us in bringing us out of Egypt? 2Is
not this what we said to you in Egypt: ‘Leave us alone that we may serve
the Egyptians’? For it would have been better for us to serve the Egyptians
than to die in the wilderness.” 13 And Moses said to the people, “Fear not,
stand firm, and see the salvation of the LORD, which he will work for you
today. For the Egyptians whom you see today, you shall never see again.
14The LORD will fight for you, and you have only to be silent.”

15The LORD said to Moses, “Why do you cry to me? Tell the people of Israel
to go forward. * Lift up your staff, and stretch out your hand over the sea
and divide it, that the people of Israel may go through the sea on dry
ground. 7 And I will harden the hearts of the Egyptians so that they shall go
in after them, and I will get glory over Pharaoh and all his host, his chariots,
and his horsemen. 1 And the Egyptians shall know that I am the LORD,
when I have gotten glory over Pharaoh, his chariots, and his horsemen.”
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Y Then the angel of God who was going before the host of Israel moved and
went behind them, and the pillar of cloud moved from before them and
stood behind them, 2 coming between the host of Egypt and the host of
Israel. And there was the cloud and the darkness. And it lit up the night
without one coming near the other all night.

21'Then Moses stretched out his hand over the sea, and the LORD drove the
sea back by a strong east wind all night and made the sea dry land, and the
waters were divided. 22 And the people of Israel went into the midst of the
sea on dry ground, the waters being a wall to them on their right hand and
on their left. 2 The Egyptians pursued and went in after them into the midst
of the sea, all Pharaoh's horses, his chariots, and his horsemen. 2 And in the
morning watch the LORD in the pillar of fire and of cloud looked down on
the Egyptian forces and threw the Egyptian forces into a panic, % clogging
their chariot wheels so that they drove heavily. And the Egyptians said,
“Let us tlee from before Israel, for the LORD fights for them against the
Egyptians.”

26Then the LORD said to Moses, “Stretch out your hand over the sea, that the
water may come back upon the Egyptians, upon their chariots, and upon
their horsemen.” 2 So Moses stretched out his hand over the sea, and the sea
returned to its normal course when the morning appeared. And as the
Egyptians fled into it, the LORD threw the Egyptians into the midst of the
sea. 22 The waters returned and covered the chariots and the horsemen; of all
the host of Pharaoh that had followed them into the sea, not one of them
remained. # But the people of Israel walked on dry ground through the sea,
the waters being a wall to them on their right hand and on their left.

30Thus the LORD saved Israel that day from the hand of the Egyptians, and
Israel saw the Egyptians dead on the seashore. 3!Israel saw the great power
that the LORD used against the Egyptians, so the people feared the LORD,
and they believed in the LORD and in his servant Moses.

15 ' Then Moses and the people of Israel sang this song to the LORD, saying,

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remains until the morning you shall burn. ' In this manner you shall eat it:
your loins girded, your sandals on your feet, and your staff in your hand;

2 For I will pass
through the land of Egypt that night, and I will smite all the first-born in the
land of Egypt, both man and beast; and on all the gods of Egypt I will
execute judgments: I am the LORD. 1 The blood shall be a sign for you, upon
the houses where you are; and when I see the blood, I will pass over you,
and no plague shall fall upon you to destroy you, when I smite the land of

Egypt.

14”This day shall be for you a memorial day, and you shall keep it as a feast
to the LORD; throughout your generations you shall observe it as an
ordinance for ever. ¥ Seven days you shall eat unleavened bread; on the first
day you shall put away leaven out of your houses, for if any one eats what
is leavened, from the first day until the seventh day, that person shall be cut
off from Israel. 1 On the first day you shall hold a holy assembly, and on the
seventh day a holy assembly; no work shall be done on those days; but
what every one must eat, that only may be prepared by you. 7 And you
shall observe the feast of unleavened bread, for on this very day I brought
your hosts out of the land of Egypt: therefore you shall observe this day,
throughout your generations, as an ordinance for ever. ¥ In the first month,
on the fourteenth day of the month at evening, you shall eat unleavened
bread, and so until the twenty-first day of the month at evening. ¥ For seven
days no leaven shall be found in your houses; for if any one eats what is
leavened, that person shall be cut off from the congregation of Israel,
whether he is a sojourner or a native of the land. 2 You shall eat nothing
leavened; in all your dwellings you shall eat unleavened bread.”

21'Then Moses called all the elders of Israel, and said to them, “Select lambs
for yourselves according to your families, and kill the passover lamb. 22 Take
a bunch of hyssop and dip it in the blood which is in the basin, and touch
the lintel and the two doorposts with the blood which is in the basin; and
none of you shall go out of the door of his house until the morning. 2 For

the LORD will pass through to slay the Egyptians; and when he sees the
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blood on the lintel and on the two doorposts, the LORD will pass over the
door, and will not allow the destroyer to enter your houses to slay you.

ELEVENTH LESSON Deuteronomy 31:19-30

their mouths, that this song may be a witness for me against the people of
Israel. 2 For when I have brought them into the land flowing with milk and
honey, which I swore to give to their fathers, and they have eaten and are
full and grown fat, they will turn to other gods and serve them, and despise
me and break my covenant.

witness against you.  For I know how rebellious and stubborn you are.

Behold, even today while I am yet alive with you, you have been rebellious
against the LORD. How much more after my death! 28 Assemble to me all the
elders of your tribes and your officers, that I may speak these words in their
ears and call heaven and earth to witness against them. ? For I know that
after my death you will surely act corruptly and turn aside from the way
that I have commanded you. And in the days to come evil will befall you,
because you will do what is evil in the sight of the LORD, provoking him to
anger through the work of your hands.”

fiery furnace.” ?” Therefore, as soon as all the peoples heard the sound of the
horn, pipe, lyre, trigon, harp, bagpipe, and every kind of music, all the
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peoples, nations, and languages fell down and worshiped the golden image
that King Nebuchadnezzar had set up.

8 Therefore at that time certain Chaldeans came forward and maliciously
accused the Jews. ? They declared to King Nebuchadnezzar, “O king, live
forever! 1°You, O king, have made a decree, that every man who hears the
sound of the horn, pipe, lyre, trigon, harp, bagpipe, and every kind of
music, shall fall down and worship the golden image. ' And whoever does
not fall down and worship shall be cast into a burning fiery furnace. > There
are certain Jews whom you have appointed over the affairs of the province
of Babylon: Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. These men, O king, pay no
attention to you; they do not serve your gods or worship the golden image
that you have set up.”

13Then Nebuchadnezzar in furious rage commanded that Shadrach,
Meshach, and Abednego be brought. So they brought these men before the
king. ¥ Nebuchadnezzar answered and said to them, “Is it true, O Shadrach,
Meshach, and Abednego, that you do not serve my gods or worship the
golden image that I have set up? > Now if you are ready when you hear the
sound of the horn, pipe, lyre, trigon, harp, bagpipe, and every kind of
music, to fall down and worship the image that I have made, well and good.
But if you do not worship, you shall immediately be cast into a burning
fiery furnace. And who is the god who will deliver you out of my hands?”
16Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego answered and said to the king, “O
Nebuchadnezzar, we have no need to answer you in this matter. 7 If this be
so, our God whom we serve is able to deliver us from the burning fiery
furnace, and he will deliver us out of your hand, O king. 18 But if not, be it
known to you, O king, that we will not serve your gods or worship the
golden image that you have set up.”

YThen Nebuchadnezzar was filled with fury, and the expression of his
face was changed against Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. He ordered
the furnace heated seven times more than it was usually heated. 2 And he
ordered some of the mighty men of his army to bind Shadrach, Meshach,

and Abednego, and to cast them into the burning fiery furnace. 2! Then these
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men were bound in their cloaks, their tunics, their hats, and their other
garments, and they were thrown into the burning fiery furnace. 22 Because
the king's order was urgent and the furnace overheated, the flame of the fire
killed those men who took up Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. 2 And
these three men, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, fell bound into the
burning fiery furnace.

24 Then King Nebuchadnezzar was astonished and rose up in haste. He
declared to his counselors, “Did we not cast three men bound into the fire?”
They answered and said to the king, “True, O king.” % He answered and
said, “But I see four men unbound, walking in the midst of the fire, and
they are not hurt; and the appearance of the fourth is like a son of the gods.”
26 Then Nebuchadnezzar came near to the door of the burning fiery furnace;
he declared, “Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, servants of the Most High
God, come out, and come here!” Then Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego
came out from the fire. 2 And the satraps, the prefects, the governors, and
the king's counselors gathered together and saw that the fire had not had
any power over the bodies of those men. The hair of their heads was not
singed, their cloaks were not harmed, and no smell of fire had come upon
them. 22 Nebuchadnezzar answered and said, “Blessed be the God of
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, who has sent his angel and delivered
his servants, who trusted in him, and set aside the king's command, and
yielded up their bodies rather than serve and worship any god except their
own God. ? Therefore I make a decree: Any people, nation, or language that
speaks anything against the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego
shall be torn limb from limb, and their houses laid in ruins, for there is no
other god who is able to rescue in this way.”
