Please welcome Fr. Jim Friedrich as I rotate with him this weekend.  With St. Blaise feast coming up on Tues-
day, we will be offering the blessings of throats following the masses this weekend for those who wish to take 
part and are not able to attend mass on his feast day, Tuesday, Feb. 3rd.  The blessing of throats is a long-time 
tradition in the Church in which we ask for the intercession of St. Blaise who was a bishop and martyr.  It is 
said that through his prayers, a young child was cured of a throat ailment.  This small but devout practice 
speaks of the power of intercessory prayer and the faith of our brothers and sisters who have gone before us.  
Prayer touches lives: prayer connects us to the one God living and true. Intercessory prayer is asking another to 
pray for us, in this case it is a martyr of the Church whom we believe is in heaven with God.    
   Turning to the Gospel of Matthew, today and for the next three weeks, we will hear from 
the “Sermon on the Mount.”   The sermon is more than just the Beatitudes, but the Beatitudes 
do serve as preamble, so to speak, of everything that follows.  Beatitude means “blessed or 
happy” But yet as we hear the eight Beatitudes, we know that they speak of the ways that 
people’s happiness is threatened:  poverty, grief, landlessness, hunger, war and persecution.   

Even in those times when our happiness is threatened, we can experience happiness when we live in union with 
God and cause us, moving us to act with love.  Care for those who live in poverty, care for those who grieve, 
strive for peace and persevere in faith, your reward will be great.  Blessings on Your Week, Fr. Tom

GOSPEL MEDITATION 
   A priest I know was once falsely accused of a terrible crime. The claim was wild and easily disproved, but for a while, 
it didn’t matter. In the atmosphere shaped by the abuse crisis of the early 2000s, the public assumption was guilty until 
proven innocent. His name was dragged through the mud, and his ministry placed on hold. I had the privilege — and the 
burden — of walking closely with him during that time. 

   He was angry. He was confused. He felt abandoned and deeply disoriented. The last thing on his mind was the words of Jesus in today’s Gos-
pel: “Blessed are you when they insult you and persecute you and utter every kind of evil against you falsely because of me … Rejoice 
and be glad” (Matthew 5:11-12). Rejoice? He felt anything but.  
   And yet… something holy slowly grew in him. Not overnight, and not without pain. But as the truth came to light and his name was cleared, 
I watched him become more Christlike — more patient, more compassionate, more detached from human approval.  
   Maybe you haven’t faced something so dramatic. But where do you feel judged? Misrepresented? Overlooked? Maybe someone else got the 
credit or the promotion. Maybe someone you love isn’t getting their due. In those moments, the Cross of Jesus is near. When we feel accused, 
that’s when we ask him for the grace not just to endure, but somehow, mysteriously, to rejoice and be glad. — Father John Muir ©LPi 
 

RECOGNIZE GOD IN YOUR ORDINARY MOMENTS   By Colleen Jurkiewicz Dorman 
What Stays the Same 
   Somewhere, there is a monk whose life is very quiet and who devotes long hours to prayer. And somewhere there is a nun, 
cloistered in a life of contemplation, who speaks very little except to God. 
   Somewhere, there is a father whose days are filled with noise, who hasn’t finished a Rosary in years because he keeps fall-
ing asleep. Somewhere there is a mother whose voice is weak with giving direction and offering counsel. 
   Somewhere, there is a teenage girl with much to say, but few people to listen — fewer, at least, than she would like. 
   Somewhere there is a woman who holds a positive pregnancy test in one hand and a phone in the other, and somewhere 
there is a man on the other end of that phone who waits for her to speak. 

   In the Beatitudes, Jesus utilizes a literary device called anaphora. Both as a reader and a writer, I love anaphora. It’s a clean, unfussy way to 
communicate a point. By repeating the same word or phrase at the beginning of successive clauses, you’re basically saying the same thing over 
and over again, just a little bit differently each time. Those small differences tease at your audience’s brain, gently highlighting the consisten-
cies. 
   Discipleship is a lot like anaphora. It’s the differences — those little aberrations from person to person, life to life — that so beautifully illus-
trate what remains the same across the broad spectrum of what it means to live out the Beatitudes.  
   Me. You. The monk. The nun. The father. The mother. The lonely girl. The man and woman 
who decided their own future without realizing it. How similar we all are in sin. How similar we 
all are in potential. How different we look to the world. 

   And yet, how wondrous it is that we are all offered the same hope: “Rejoice 
and be glad, for your reward will be great in Heaven.” ©LPi

CONNECT WITH TRADITION AND GROW YOUR FAITH 

Kindness 
   In the modern lexicon, the quality of “kindness” is often equated with po-
liteness — but real, virtuous kindness is so much more. Virtuous kindness is 
a way of seeing others through the eyes of God.  
   God is not polite — God is kind, and His kindness is abundantly evident in 
all of creation. It was suspicion of this divine kindness that precipitated the 
fall of Adam and Eve (CCC 214), and it was this unfailing kindness that 
facilitated our own adoption as God’s children, conformed to the image of 
His son (CCC 257).  
   Also known as benevolence or beneficence and derived from the theologi-
cal virtue of charity, kindness is a fruit of the Holy Spirit (Galatians 5:22) 
and is a central theme in the famous parable of the Good Samaritan. In prac-
ticing kindness and seeking the good of another without prejudice or condi-
tion, the Samaritan reflects God’s own plan of loving kindness for us. ©LPi

WHY DO WE DO THAT? 
Vocation or Calling 
   Can you explain what we mean by a vocation or calling? I 
have heard this term used in many different contexts and am 
not sure what it means. Does it apply to religious life? 
   A vocation or calling refers to a spiritual experience 
whereby a person senses within oneself the closeness of God 
and what he is asking in one's life. It is a realization of what 
one's part in God's plan could be. Vocation comes in all 
kinds of ways. Some are as dramatic as St. Paul's, being 
knocked off his horse, blinded, and hearing God's voice. 
Others are less dramatic, often occurring over time through 
little events and personal interests. Others happen in a hurry, 
accompanied by great spiritual insight or conversion. We 
often think that this applies to religious vocation, but in fact, 
every Christian has a vocation, a calling to serve others in 
and through the church. Whether married or single, religious 
or lay, we are all called to live out our baptismal commit-
ment to preach and teach the Gospel message. Each of us 
has our role to play in God's plan, and we become coworkers 
with God in the work of redemption. With a little confi-
dence, a willing spirit and God's grace, we can and will re-
spond to his unique call. ©LPi
