THOUGHTS FROM FR. EMMANUEL

Friends,

This Sunday is Pentecost — the fiftieth day of easter, the
birthday of the Church, the day the Spirit descended in
wind and fire on the Apostles and Mary gathered in pray-
er. Red is the color of the day. After fifty days of white
and gold and alleluia, the Church puts on the color of
flame giving us the blessing of “mission” in the world.

The morning responsory of the liturgy of the hours for
this feast of Pentecost says everything concisely: "4/l
were filled with the Holy Spirit, alleluia, alleluia. They
began to speak, alleluia, alleluia.” Notice that we must
be filled first, then speaking. We make ourselves availa-
ble through prayer — through the faithful daily returning
to God, and the sacraments... — and the Spirit does the
rest.

Saint Paul tells us something extraordinary: the Spirit
"intercedes for us with inexpressible groanings" (Romans
8:26). We do not pray alone. We have never prayed
alone. Every time you pray, adore, or open the Liturgy of
the Hours... the Spirit is already there, in action; already
praying. Let us ask the Lord for the grace of holy obedi-
ence to the Holy Spirit and His divine will and let us
share with others the fruits of it in terms of Love.

Please pray for all the priests of our diocese, including
our bishop, as we go to our annual retreat this week at
Conception Abbey. All masses/confessions will be as
usual, please help me to welcome the priests who are
covering the sacraments.
