October 2, 2025 MEETING MINUTES

President Roger Weidenheimer called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and roll-call. Present: Mayor Nickolas Hatzas and Council members Kerry Grassley, Scott Stamm, and Jeffrey Smith. Absent: Anthony Avilla, Vincent Gagliardo, and Pete O’Brien.
Also in attendance: Cindy Castner, Borough Manager, Michael J. Gombar, Jr., Esq., Solicitor, Dwayne Hart, Fire Chief/Public Works Superintendent, and Lt. Contreras, Reading Police Department. Absent: Jim McCarthy, McCarthy Engineering.
Taking minutes was Tara Mountford, Secretary/Treasurer.

There were no residents of the Borough or members of the public present.


PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL
· Approval of Minutes: President Weidenheimer asked for a motion to accept the minutes from the September 2nd workshop meeting and the September 4th council meeting. Councilman Smith made a motion to approve the minutes, with Councilman Grassley offering a second. Motion passed unanimously. 

BOROUGH REPORTS
· Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Hatzas reported the total of the fines collected in September was $303.77. 

· Reading Police Department Report:  Lt. Contreras gave the report for the month of September. 

· Kenhorst VFD Report:  Chief Hart reported a total of 53 calls for the month of September. Chief Hart also announced that on October 7th, the fire company will be holding their Fire Prevention Open House from 6:00 PM – 9:00 PM and the annual Trick-or-Treat night will be held at the fire house on October 31st.

· Financial Report:   President Weidenheimer asked for a motion to accept the Treasurer and Financial reports for September. Councilman Grassley made a motion to accept with Councilman Smith offering a second. Motion passed unanimously.

· Codes & Emergency Services:  No report.

· Personnel:  No report. 

· Property & Buildings:  No report.

· Sanitation:  No report.

· Streets:  Councilman Grassley reported that the 2025 road project is completed. 


MUNICIPAL AUTHORITY REPORTS
· Parks & Playground:  No report.

· Sanitary Sewers & Stormwater:  Chief Hart reported that the faulty pipe on Woodcrest is lined now.   He is hoping this will make a difference in the run off situation.





MISCELLANEOUS REPORTS

· Solicitor’s Report:  Solicitor Gombar provided an update regarding a code violation issue.


· Engineer’s Report: There were no questions or comments from Council regarding the September report submitted by McCarthy Engineering.

· Borough Manager’s Report:  Ms. Castner directed Council to refer to the handout provided by Allan Myers, which outlines a three-week work schedule for the upcoming State Road repair project on New Holland Road. She reported that the project is scheduled to begin on Sunday, October 5th, with nighttime work hours from 7:00 PM to 6:00 AM. Ms. Castner further noted that a notice will be posted on the Borough’s Facebook page and website, and a phone alert will be sent to all Borough residents to inform them of the upcoming work.

Ms. Castner also reported that the Borough’s recent bulk trash pickup day was successful, and noted that Whitetail Disposal has been a pleasure to work with to date. Additionally, she informed Council that a mattress had been illegally dumped in the Borough, and Whitetail Disposal assisted in coordinating its removal.


OLD/UNFINISHED BUSINESS
· New Holland Road State Project Update: President Weidenheimer stated that this matter was addressed previously in the meeting.


NEW BUSINESS
· Stop Sign at Brooke & Daniels:  President Weidenheimer stated that there had been discussion during the Workshop meeting about replacing the yield sign with a stop sign at Brooke Boulevard and Daniels Avenue. He noted that there was also some discussion at the Workshop meeting about whether a traffic study would be needed before making the change. Solicitor Gombar clarified that a traffic study is not required, as the roads in question are local roads, not state roads. He added that a study could be conducted later if Council chooses to do so. President Weidenheimer asked for a motion to authorize preparation of the ordinance and advertisement for the proposed stop sign. Councilman Grassley made a motion with Councilman Stamm offering a second. Motion passed unanimously. 

· Resolution to Apply for LSA Grant for Borough Hall Renovations:  President Weidenheimer asked for a motion to approve a resolution to apply for an LSA grant for the Borough Hall renovations.   Councilman Stamm made a motion with Councilman Smith offering a second. Motion was approved unanimously. 

· Brooke & Crowder Application for Payment: President Weidenheimer requested a motion to approve Payment Applications No. 1 and No. 2 for the Brooke Boulevard and Crowder Avenue Project.  Councilman Stamm made a motion with Councilman Grassley offering a second. Motion was approved unanimously.

· Approval to Sell Bucket Truck through Municipal Bidding:  President Weidenheimer asked for a motion to sell the bucket truck for $6,300 through Municibid. Councilman Smith made a motion with Councilman Grassley offering a second. Motion approved unanimously.








· Winter Maintenance Agreement with State:  Ms. Castner explained that this is an annual agreement with the State for the Borough to provide snow plowing services on the State roads. The reimbursement 
amount specified in the agreement is $7,014.34. Solicitor Gombar has reviewed the agreement and found no issues. President Weidenheimer asked for a motion to authorize Ms. Castner to execute the Agreement. Councilman Stamm made a motion with Councilman Grassley offering a second. Motion passed unanimously.
