Councilman Gagliardo made a motion with Councilman Grassley offering a second. Motion approved unanimously.

· Salary Increase, Payment & Compensation Schedule for Tax Collector:  President Weidenheimer asked for a motion to approve Ordinance #739 for the Tax Collector.  Councilman Grassley made a motion with Councilman Gagliardo offering a second. Motion passed unanimously.

· Annual Pension MMO: President Weidenheimer asked for a motion to approve the annual MMO payment to the Pennsylvania Municipal Retirement System.  Councilman Grassley made a motion with Councilman Stamm offering a second. Motion passed unanimously.
