is typical:

Lead: “Tower, Eagle One, Scramble Two, Priority.”

Tower:  ‘“Roger,-Eagle, Taxi Runway 14, Wind 150/10, Altimeter 30.02, Temperature 95,
Time 10; Cleared for immediate take off.”

Two: “Two’s up!”

After take off, and rendezvous, both RIO’s switch to Tactical Air Control Channel.

Lead: “Fail Safe, Eagle One, Two Phantoms Scrambled from Chu Lai to work with Big

TACC: “Roger, Eagle, Rendezvous over Charlie Ridge, cleared direct, contact Big Red on

Heliotrope.”
