Immaculate Conception has been blessed with a wonderful sense of community and generations of families who
have supported the parish.

The gifts represented in the chart below offer a series of funding benchmarks that will help Immaculate Con-
ception Catholic Church reach a preliminary funding goal of $1,435,000. This goal is reflective of the thoughts

offered by parishioners during the readiness assessment to do projects gradually as the parish can afford them.
The lead investment in this campaign of $500,000 is from the parish reserves. These funds have been carefully

Frequently Asked Questions

Who decided what projects should be accomplished?

The new church was built with the generosity of parishioners over two capital campaigns. New parish offices,
an adoration chapel, additional meeting space and an elevator to make the second floor of the school accessible
were all part of the original plan but did not come to fruition because of a lack of funds. In 2022, Fr. Jason Stone
made a presentation to the Building and Properties Commission at the Diocese of Joliet to ask for permission to
pursue these projects along with a capital campaign to pay for them. Permission was granted and after months of
conversations and planning, the campaign readiness assessment began on October 1, 2024 to explore parishioner
willingness to move forward with fundraising for the slate of proposed projects. The results of the process showed
the majority of parishioners in favor of a campaign to address the campus needs.

When will construction begin?

The Diocese of Joliet requires that 100% of the project amount be committed in pledges and 80% collected on those
pledges prior to beginning work. The Capital Campaign invites participants to make a pledge over a five-year time
period. Work can begin on the projects as soon as the parish has the financial resources in place to accomplish
them.

How much should I give?

Gifts at all levels are needed and appreciated. Since every family has different financial means and abilities to
give, there is no expectation of a specific amount each household should give. Our request is that each family
prayerfully discern how they would like to share their blessings with our parish.

Is a gift to the Campaign separate and “on top of” my offertory giving?

Yes, a gift to the Campaign would be separate - above and beyond offertory giving. The offertory, whether given on
a weekly, monthly or on an annual basis, provides the funds necessary to continue to serve the daily needs of the
parish and its members.

Is my contribution to the Campaign and the Offertory tax deductible?
Yes. A gift to Immaculate Conception Catholic Church, a not-for-profit organization, is tax deductible to the extent
provided by law. This requires that the donor itemize his/her deductions by using the appropriate tax forms.

Can I make an IRA - Direct Charitable Distribution to support the campaign?

Yes. Individuals starting at age 70-1/2 can transfer up to $100,000 from their IRAS to charity tax-free. The gift counts
as their required minimum distribution for the year but it is not included in their adjusted gross income. This can be
a helpful way to avoid having to pay taxes on your RMD if you want to support a charity, and it gives you a tax break
even if you do not itemize your deductions.

Can I make my gift with stock?

Donating appreciated securities offers considerable tax advantages. Donors can deduct the current market value of a
stock donation on the date of the gift and do not have to recognize the income from any related appreciation of the
securities. To make a stock donation, fill out the Stock Transfer Letter of Intent and instruct your broker to transfer
the shares you wish to contribute to the Diocese of Joliet’s account with Stofan, Agazzi and Co., Inc. Your broker will
need to know the Diocese’s DTC #0141 and the Diocesan Account #2496-9663. Donors are strongly encouraged
to notify the diocese by calling 815.221.6192 on or around the date of such a gift and provide your name, the
company name of the stock and the number of shares to be transferred so that the donation can be quickly pro-
cessed and properly credited to Immaculate Conception Catholic Church, Morris, Illinois

What happens if we make a pledge and our income drops? Is my pledge legally binding?
No, pledges are not legally binding. If a family financial situation should change, simply re-evaluate the ability to
tulfill the pledge and notify the parish office of the change.



The Need <l

Those who have come before us left a wonderful legacy and a place to call our spiritual home.

Throughout our history, the dedication and generosity of this community has helped to build and grow our
campus for the nourishment of generations of believers. The time has come for us to carry forward that
legacy and address our campus’ building needs.

The Immaculate Conception Building Committee members are working with FGM Architects, Inc. and
Narvick Brothers to make certain the parish builds with financial prudence and value engineering. The
following estimates are based on construction in 2026-2027 and include escalation and contingency.

Final pricing will be determined when projects go out for bid closer to the commencement of construction.

Project #1 - New Parish Offices and Church-School Connecting Link $1,600,000
. Construction of a new 3,000 square foot addition to accommodate the current and future
needs of the Parish Administration Offices.
. Includes a new dedicated entry and waiting area for visitors that can be closed after hours.
. The addition is located to allow staft to access both the school and church without needing to
travel outside.
. The connecting link creates a new interior hallway between the Church and School. This will

allow students and staft to remain indoors when moving between the school building and
church keeping them out of the elements. Additionally, this connection hallway can be
opened during parish events allowing for better access to the Angela Room from the Church.

Project #2 — Adoration Chapel $150,000
. Approximately 450 square feet of the southwest corner of the Narthex will be renovated to
create a dedicated adoration chapel with seating for 25-30.
. Two entries will be created for this new chapel: one off the administration office vestibule in

the southwest corner allowing for 24/7 access to the chapel; the other entry will be from the
current Narthex west vestibule which will be modified.

Project #3 - New Elevator $250,000
. A new elevator will be constructed for the school near the existing location of the Rectory.
. The elevator will allow access to the second level while still maintaining school security.
Project #4 - New Fellowship Hall / Meeting Space $750,000
. Construction of a new 2,500 square foot fellowship hall located between the school and
Church.
. The fellowship hall will be accessed via the new connecting link creating interior circulation
between the Church, fellowship hall and school via the Angela room.
. A new prayer garden will be located between the fellowship hall and church. This space will

be used as both a prayer garden and a patio which will create a beautiful outdoor area that
will expand the use and functionality of the fellowship hall.

. Additionally, the prayer garden will allow plenty of natural light into the church and
fellowship hall along with beautiful views.
