A Spiritual Reflection
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Una Reflexion Espiritual

Third Sunday in
Ordinary Time

Today’s Gospel

“Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand,” Jesus says
(Matthew 4:17). This is what it means to bring light to the
people, to tell them to turn away from darkness.

“Follow me, and | will make you fishers of men,” the
Master Jesus says to them (Matthew 4:19). And immediately,
they drop everything and follow him.

The past two Sundays, we have two different accounts of
Jesus’s baptism in the Gospel of Matthew and the Gospel of
John. We reflected on the sacramental closeness we all look
for - Christ the Lord.

Now we come to Ordinary Time, notice how it begins. With a
calling of the disciples and almost instantly, Jesus calls Peter
and Andrew and James and John, the sons of Zebedee. Jesus
is compelling, persuasive, and beautiful. They don’t seek a
master; rather, the Master seeks them. Jesus has called
them. They walked away, leaving it all behind; their
livelihood, their families. The world itself.

Being a disciple of Jesus is not a side job nor is being a
Christian is a part time job. Sunday by Sunday, we have been
drawn from anticipation to contemplation to sacrament to
discipleship.

Now, after all that we’ve celebrated in mystery, we are
called. This Christ, born for us and worshipped by the Magi,
is now the same Lord calling us to follow him. And so, what
was demanded of those first disciples is now demanded of us.
Christ is calling us to be fishers of men and women, making
disciples of each and every one of us.

Let’s take a step back and look at the bigger picture. What
has the Church been trying to teach us these past few months.
There is a message!

In Advent, we looked for Christ. At Christmas and the
Epiphany, we adored the Incarnation and we reflected on
how the Lord rules all.

As we begin this journey toward Lent and Jerusalem, what
should we ask ourselves. Will we drop everything? Does
Jesus mean that much?

These are the pressing questions put to each disciple, to you
and me.

“Arrepiéntanse, porque el reino de los cielos esta cerca™, dice
Jesus (Mateo 4:17).

Ser discipulo de Jesus no es un trabajo secundario ni ser

cristiano es un trabajo a tiempo parcial. Domingo tras
domingo, hemos sido llevados de la anticipacion a la
contemplacion, del sacramento al discipulado.

Ahora, después de todo lo que hemos celebrado en el misterio,
somos llamados. Este Cristo, nacido por nosotros y adorado
por los Magos, es ahora el mismo Sefior que nos llama a
seguirlo.
