A Spiritual Reflection o

Una Reflexion Espiritual

Fourth Sunday in
Ordinary Time

Today, we will find ourselves hearing the most famous
sermon in all history: The Sermon on the Mount.

It’s first words, which we hear this Sunday, are much simpler.
They are more of a lesson plan — instruction in how to achieve
holiness and happiness by being a disciple of Christ.

Dig a little deeper and you find that the lessons here take us
directly back to the source, Jesus himself, the teacher sharing
lessons from his own life.

Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount, turns our understanding of
happiness upside down. In today’s world we often measure
blessings by success, comfort, and power, Jesus blesses the
poor in spirit, the meek, the merciful, and those who mourn.
With this, he reveals the heart of God and the values of His
Kingdom.

Each Beatitude reveals the heart of Christ and the kind of
discipleship He calls us to live. To be poor in spirit is to
recognize our need for God and teaches humility and trust.; to
mourn is to grieve not only our own losses but the

brokenness of the world and opens our hearts to compassion;
to be meek is to choose humility over domination to reflect on
a quiet strength rooted in love, not power. Jesus assures us
that God is especially close to those who feel overlooked,
wounded, or powerless. He invites us to see that true joy is not
found in self-sufficiency, but in trusting God and living in right
relationship with others.

The Beatitudes are not promises of an easy life; they are
assurances of God’s presence in the midst of struggle. Jesus
names the persecuted and the peacemakers as blessed,
showing us that following Him often requires courage,
sacrifice, and hope beyond what we can see.

Ultimately, the Beatitudes call us to live differently—to
measure our lives not by worldly success, but by mercy,
humility, and love. They invite us to trust that when we walk in
the way of Christ, even our weakness becomes a place where
God’s grace is revealed.

Let us ask ourselves; what is the lesson our teacher is
teaching? What will we learn from it? How hard will we strive
to be among those who are blessed? How can we live more
intentionally as people who are poor in spirit, meek and
merciful. Will we become better at loving to become a better
disciple of Jesus Christ.

Cuarto Domingo en
Tiempo Ordinario

Hoy nos encontraremos escuchando el sermén méas famoso de
toda la historia: El Sermén del Monte.

Sus primeras palabras, que escuchamos este domingo, son
mucho mas simples. Son mas bien un plan de leccion:
instrucciones sobre cémo alcanzar la santidad y la felicidad
siendo discipulo de Cristo.

Cava un poco més profundo y descubriras que las lecciones
aqui nos llevan directamente a la fuente, Jests mismo, el
maestro que comparte lecciones de su propia vida.

El Sermén del Monte de JesUs pone nuestro entendimiento de la
felicidad patas arriba. En el mundo de hoy, a menudo
medimos las bendiciones por el éxito, la comodidad y el poder;
Jesus bendice a los pobres de espiritu, a los mansos, a los
misericordiosos y a los que lloran. Con esto, revela el corazon
de Dios y los valores de Su Reino.

Cada bienaventuranza revela el corazon de Cristo y el tipo de
discipulado al que nos llama a vivir. Ser pobre en espiritu es
reconocer nuestra necesidad de Dios y ensefia humildad y
confianza; llorar es lamentar no solo nuestras propias
pérdidas, sino también la ruptura del mundo y abre nuestro
corazén a la compasion; ser mansos es elegir la humildad
sobre la dominacion para reflejar una fuerza tranquila
arraigada en el amor, no en el poder. Jesus nos asegura que
Dios esta especialmente cerca de aquellos que se sienten
ignorados, heridos o impotentes. Nos invita a ver que la
verdadera alegria no se encuentra en la autosuficiencia, sino
en confiar en Dios y vivir en buena relacion con los demas.
Las Bienaventuranzas no son promesas de una vida facil; son
garantias de la presencia de Dios en medio de la lucha. JesUs
nombra bienaventurados a los perseguidos y a los que buscan
la paz, mostrandonos que seguirlo a menudo requiere valentia,
sacrificio y esperanza mas alla de lo que podemos ver.

En Gltima instancia, las Bienaventuranzas nos llaman a vivir de
manera diferente: a medir nuestra vida no por el éxito
mundano, sino por la misericordia, la humildad y el amor. Nos
invitan a confiar en que, cuando caminamos por el camino de
Cristo, incluso nuestra debilidad se convierte en un lugar
donde se revela la gracia de Dios.

Preguntémonos: ¢ cuél es la leccion que nos esta ensefiando
nuestro maestro? ¢ Qué aprenderemos de ella? ¢ Cuénto nos
esforzaremos por estar entre los que son bendecidos? ¢ C6mo
podemos vivir de manera mas intencional como personas
pobres de espiritu, mansas, misericordiosas? ¢Nos volveremos
mejores en el amor para ser discipulos de Jesucristo?
