Fifth Sunday in
Ordinary Time

Share your bread with the hungry, shelter the oppressed
and the homeless; clothe the naked when you see them,
and do not turn your back on your own. Then your light
shall break forth like the dawn. (Today’s 1% reading).
Jesus said to his disciples: "You are the salt of the earth
and the light of the world.” (Today’s Gospel).

Today’s readings invite us to live humbly as the light of
the world, to be a quiet and steady presence that points
others towards God. Feed the hungry, shelter the home-
less and clothe the naked; these are the very ways God’s
light shines through us. Salt preserves and gives flavor;
light reveals and guides, yet they are only effective when
used together. When the light is off it serves no purpose
and unused salt loses it purpose. Jesus urges us to live
our faith openly not for our own glory but so others can
see our good and give glory to our Father in heaven.

Each reading gives us a clear message. We must show
faith in our actions. When we serve others, we reflect
God’s love. When we do good, we help others see the
way to God. He invites us to be people of light. We are
called to live with kindness, courage, and trust. When we
live like this, we help make the world a better place.

Let’s challenge ourselves this week and let our faith be
visible through small, intentional acts of kindness. Some-
times, the most powerful is not in the extraordinary but
in the quiet consistency of love — lending an ear and just
listening, a word of encouragement or a helping hand.
Through these small acts, we allow God’s love to be
seen, felt, and shared in the lives of those around us.
