A Spiritual Reflection o

Una Reflexion Espiritual

Fifth Sunday of Lent

God is the creator and giver of life. “I will open your graves,
and have your rise from them, and I will bring you back the
land of Israel.” Esekiel 37:12 (Todays 1% Reading). The
reading invites us to trust in God’s promise to resurrect His
people. Our lesson in faith, trust and the power of God lies in
today’s Gospel, “Take away the stone. Lazarus come out! The
dead man came out, tied hand and foot with burial bands, and
his face was wrapped in a cloth. So, Jesus said to them, untie
him and let him go. Many of those who saw what he had done
began to believe.”” (Today’s Gospel) This story is our lesson in
faith, trust and the power of God.

As we approach the final stretch of Lent, today’s readings
invite us to confront the “‘stones’ that block life, hope, and
renewal in our hearts. We witness Jesus calling Lazarus out of
the tomb — a powerful sign that God’s love is stronger than
death itself.

This moment is not just about Lazarus; it’s about us. We all
have places in our lives where we feel trapped with countless
negatives — by fear, resentment, gossip, sin, work or despair.
Jesus will meet us there, not with condemnation, but with com-
passion and the command: “Come out!”” He calls us into the
light and with the power of the Holy Spirit, into freedom, into a
deeper trust in Him and the beginning of a new life.

Are we ready to welcome death at any moment? We all know
that we will surely die, but we foolishly think ““I am not going
to die today or anytime soon”. Let us be wise, well-prepared
and ever ready to meet our Lord with a clear conscience when
the time comes, and to give Him a clean account of our lives.

Jesus challenges us to live in loving relationship with him
every day, so that he may raise us up at our death to inherit
eternal life with him. Let us believe that God can bring life
where we see only endings. Let us act by rolling away the
stones — letting go of what keeps us from fully living in God’s
grace.

As we prepare for Holy Week, this Sunday is a reminder that
resurrection is not just an Easter event; it begins now, in every
moment we choose faith over fear and love over death.

Quinto Domingo de Cuaresma

Dios es el creador y el que nos da la vida. “Abriré sus sepulcros,
los haré salir de ellos y los conduciré de nuevo a la tierra de
Israel.”” Ezequiel 37:12 (Primera lectura de hoy). La lectura nos
invita a confiar en la promesa de Dios de resucitar a Su pueblo.
Y nuestra leccion sobre la fe, la confianza y el poder de Dios se
encuentra en el Evangelio de hoy: “Quitad la piedra. jL&zaro,
sal fuera! Y sali6, atados con vendas los pies y manos, y la cara
envuelta en un sudario. Jesus les dijo: desatenlo y déjalo ir.
Muchos de los que vieron lo que habia hecho comenzaron a
creer.” (Evangelio de hoy) Esto es nuestra leccion sobre la fe, la
confianza y el poder de Dios.

A medida que nos acercamos a la recta final de la Cuaresma, las
lecturas de hoy nos invitan a confrontar las “piedras” que
bloguean la vida, la esperanza y la renovacion en nuestros
corazones. Somos testigos de Jesus llamando a Lazaro fuera del
sepulcro, un signo poderoso de que el amor de Dios es mas
fuerte que la propia muerte.

Este momento no se trata solo de L&zaro; se trata de nosotros.
Todos tenemos lugares en nuestras vidas donde nos sentimos
atrapados con innumerables aspectos negativos: por el miedo, el
resentimiento, el chisme, el pecado, el trabajo o la desespercidn.
Jesus nos encontrara alli, no con condena, sino con compasion y
con el mandato: "jSal de ahi!" Nos llama a la luz y, con el poder
del Espiritu Santo, a la libertad, a una confianza mas profunda
en El y al comienzo de una nueva vida.

¢Estamos listos para recibir la muerte en cualquier momento?
Todos sabemos que seguramente moriremos, pero cada uno de
nosotros tontamente piensa ““No voy a morir hoy ni pronto”.
Seamos sabios, bien preparados y siempre listos para
encontrarnos con nuestro Sefior con la conciencia clara cuando
llegue el momento, y para darle un informe limpio de nuestras
vidas.

JesUs nos desafia a vivir en una relacion amorosa con él cada
dia, para que nos levante a nuestra muerte y heredemos la vida
eterna con él. Cree que Dios puede traer vida donde solo vemos
finales, para que nosotros actuemos retirando las piedras,
dejando ir lo que nos impide vivir plenamente en la gracia de
Dios.

Mientras nos preparamos para la Semana Santa, este domingo es
un recordatorio de que la resurreccién no es solo un evento de
Pascua; comienza ahora, en cada momento en que elegimos la fe
sobre el miedo y el amor sobre la muerte.
