Una Reflexion Espiritual

LIFE’S PERSISTENT QUESTIONS

Most of us can probably imagine (or remember) the
delightful questions a young child might ask with innocence
and curiosity. What is air? How does a bird fly? Answers are
often met with another question: Why? No answer to that
question is ever adequate, and so the child persists in asking
Why? Why? Why?? A quest for knowledge? Of course, but the
child’s persistence can only flourish in a relationship of trust.
These conversations between the child and, typically, an older
relative have the power to deepen confidence and intimacy.
How like prayer this is! Humans are frail. We have questions,
fears, needs. And so we pray, but how? How do we speak or
relate at all to the Lord of endless life, the God of our
salvation?

OUR ABBA

Today’s scriptures provide some answers. We discover that,
like Abraham in Genesis and Jesus in Luke’s Gospel, it’s all
about relationship. In Genesis, the Israelites were still trying
to learn who this Creator God was and what was the nature of
the relationship between the divine and the human. Today we
find Abraham in conversation with God, who is contemplating
the ruin of the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah because of their
evil behavior. The intimacy of Abraham’s relationship with
God allows him to plead for the innocent, to negotiate with
God about the intended destruction. The disciples experience
Jesus in deep prayer. Asked to teach them how to pray, Jesus
gives them his own prayer to the God he knows as Abba. The
Lord’s Prayer, slightly different in Luke’s Gospel, contains
elements that would be familiar to the disciples. But calling
God Father was deeply intimate and probably somewhat
startling. This is the kind of prayer to which we are called.
Jesus teaches us that we, his sisters and brothers, can call God
Our Father. How powerful these two words are when we pray
them together!

LAS PREGUNTAS PERSISTENTES DE LA VIDA

Muchos de nosotros probablemente imaginamos (o
recordamos) las asombrosas preguntas que un nifio hace con
su inocencia y curiosidad. ¢ Qué es el aire? ;Como vuelan los
pajaros? Para después seguir preguntando con un ¢por qué?
Ninguna respuesta a esa pregunta es suficiente, por lo que el
nifio continGa preguntando ¢por qué?,; por qué?, ¢por qué?
¢Una busqueda por conocimiento? Desde luego, pero la
persistencia del nifio solo puede mejorar en una relacion de
confianza. Estas conversaciones entre el nifio y, tipicamente,
un familiar adulto tienen el poder de profundizar la
confianza y la intimidad. jEsto se parece a la oracion! Los
seres humanos son fragiles. Tenemos preguntas, miedos,
necesidades. Por eso rezamos, pero, ¢como? ¢ Coémo hablamos
0 nos relacionamos con el Sefior de la vida eterna, el Dios de
nuestra salvacion?

NUESTRO ABBA (PADRE)

Hoy las Escrituras proveen algunas respuestas.
Descubrimos que, como Abraham en el libro del Génesis y
JesUs en el Evangelio de Lucas, se trata de una relacion. En
el Génesis, los israelitas todavia estaban intentando saber
quién era este Dios Creador y cuél era la naturaleza de la
relacion entre lo divino y lo humano. Hoy encontramos a
Abraham platicando con Dios, quien contempla la ruina de las
ciudades de Sodoma y Gomorra debido a su mal
comportamiento. La intimidad de la relacion de Abraham con
Dios le permite abogar por los inocentes, para negociar con Dios
acerca de la destruccidn que esta por suceder. Los discipulos
tienen la experiencia de conocer a Jesus haciendo oracion
profunda. Cuando le pidieron que les ensefiara a orar, Jesus
les da su propia oracion con Dios a quien llama Abba
(Padre). La oracién del Padre Nuestro, un poquito diferente
en el Evangelio de Lucas, tiene partes que son conocidas por
los discipulos. Pero llamar Padre a Dios era profundamente
intimo y probablemente algo sorprendente. Este es el tipo de
oracion que estamos llamados a hacer. Jesus nos ensefia que
nosotros, sus hermanas y hermanos, podemos llamar Padre
Nuestro a Dios. jQué poderosas son estas dos palabras cuando
las rezamos juntos!
