Happy Nineteenth Sunday!
in Ordinary Time

PREPARE TO BE SURPRISED

In Luke’s Gospel today, Jesus places a strong emphasis
on being alert, watchful, and vigilant. Similar passages
recur throughout the Gospels, but here the call to vigilance
is placed distinctly in the context of living in profound trust
in God. It is not a vigilance based on fear, of getting caught
doing something bad. This vigilance is based on confident
hope that God will bring healing and justice. Exactly when
and how God will intervene is not known to us. We need to
be alert for God’s activity and expect to be surprised and
disrupted, but primarily we need to live faithfully. How can
we practice vigilance? Regular patterns of prayer and
reflection, works of charity and justice, and everyday kind-
ness help us to stay alert. We can practice listening to
others, especially to those we perceive as different from us.
We can let go of excessive distractions. We might loosen
our busy schedules to provide space for spontaneous
generosity. We can learn to live in the present moment,
listening for God’s voice within.

THE MASTER WHO SERVES

In his parable of the master and the servants, Jesus
pulls a surprise on his listeners. When the master returns,
he will proceed to wait on them. Jesus disrupts
expectations of what masters and servants are supposed to
do. The hierarchy of master and servant was foundational
to the social order. Yet Jesus, summing up his ministry
later at the Last Supper, underlined this radical over-
turning in Luke 22:27: 1 am among you as one who serves.
Jesus reveals the shocking humility of God, who humbly
attends and tenderly cares for us human beings. Jesus
humility, in his life and death, clarified for his disciples
what it meant to follow him. Imitating Jesus means placing
others needs first. Joining in God’s work means being
vulnerable to others. Authority is authentically exercised
only within service. In these ways, Jesus invites his
followers to participate in God’s humility.

En el Evangelio de Lucas para hoy, JesUs pone un fuerte
énfasis para estar alerta, atentos y vigilantes. Hay pasajes
similares a lo largo de los evangelios, pero aqui la llamada
a ser vigilante se pone claramente en el contexto de vivir en
profunda confianza en Dios. No es una vigilancia basada en
el miedo, de ser atrapados haciendo algo incorrecto o malo.
Esta vigilancia esta basada en la esperanza segura que Dios
traera la sanacion y la justicia. Exactamente cuando y como
Dios intervendra, no lo sabemos. Necesitamos estar alertas
a las acciones de Dios y esperar ser sorprendidos e
interrumpidos, pero principalmente necesitamos vivir
fielmente. ; Cémo podemos practicar ser vigilantes? Las
formas regulares de oracion y reflexion, obras de caridad,
justiciayla  bondad de todos los dias nos ayudan a estar
alertas. Podemos practicar escuchar a nuestros projimos,
especialmente a aquellos que percibimos diferentes a
nosotros. Podemos deshacernos de distracciones excesivas.
Podriamos reducir las ocupaciones de nuestras agendas para
proveer un espacio generoso para la generosidad espontanea.
Podemos aprender a vivir en el momento presente, escuchando
la voz de Dios en el interior.

EL MAESTRO QUE ATIENDE

En su parabola del maestro y los esclavos, JesUs arranca
una sorpresa a sus oyentes. Cuando el maestro regresa, él
procedera a esperarlos. JesUs interrumpe sus expectativas
acerca de lo que los maestros y esclavos se supone que
hagan. La jerarquia del maestro y los esclavos era funda-
mental en el orden social. Sin embargo, Jests resume su
ministerio mas tarde en la Ultima Cena, subrayando esta
reversion radical en Lucas 22:27: Yo estoy entre ustedes
como el que sirve. Jesus revela la humildad impactante de
Dios, quien humildemente atiende y cuida tiernamente por
nosotros, los seres humanos. La humildad de Jesus, es su vida
y muerte, clarificada por sus discipulos lo que significo
seguirlo. Imitar a Jesus significa anteponer primero las
necesidades de los demas. Unirse a las obras de Dios
significa ser vulnerable a los demés. La autoridad es
ejercida solo dentro del servicio. De estas maneras, JesUs
invita a sus seguidores a participar en la humildad de Dios.
